There is no denying it: the convening 

of today’s meeting is, in itself, a 

message of great importance.  And 

yes, it is our hope that this 

d e mo ns t r at i o n  o f  “ r e g io n a l 

partnership” will now result in a 

number of concrete steps. Steps that 

will solidify regional cooperation, 

coordination and collaboration. Steps 

that might even lead to a framework 

for regional integration as an 

(as I said) close cooperation, 

coordination and collaboration. The 

simple fact is, we need each other to 

be at our best. 

In my capacity as the Special 

Re pr es e nt at ive  f o r  I raq ,  I 

wholeheartedly support Prime 

Minister Mohammed Shia al-Sudani 

in his priority to position Iraq as an 

arena for dialogue and investment. In 

my briefings to the UN Security 

Council, I stated it often: the 

centrality of Iraq to regional stability 

cannot be overstated. 

And for Iraq to further build its 

domestic stability, it is incumbent (on 

us all) to help foster an enabling 

environment. Hence, renewed and 

continued support for Iraq’s regional 

outreach and extended hand will 

remain vital. 

Within this context, allow me to 

emphasize the importance of 

respecting the principles of 

sovereignty, territorial integrity and 

good neighbourliness. Established 

diplomatic instruments are at 

everybody’s disposal, also in times of 

heightened tensions or when faced 

with legitimate national security 

concerns. 

Excellencies, in closing, the United 

Nations sincerely hopes that regional 

confidence-building will remain a 

priority for all. Meanwhile, the UN 

looks forward to the next steps, and 

stands, as always, ready to support 

and assist.”

Here is the text of the remarks of 

USG Miguel Ángel Moratinos 

Cuyaubé: 

“Your Excellency, 

Mr. Fouad Hussein, Minister of 

Foreign Affairs of Iraq 

And Chairman of the Forum 

Excellencies, 

Distinguished guests, 

I am truly honored to be here today 

in your remarkable country. 

I warmly thank the Government of 

the Republic of Iraq for the 

hospitality and the warm welcome. 

I also wish to convey the support of 

the Secretary-General of the United 

Nations, Mr. Antonio Guterres who 

has delegated me to represent him in 

this meeting. Mr. Guterres firmly 

believes in intercultural and 

interreligious dialogue as a viable 

tool for peace. 

This is my first visit to Iraq. A visit 

that is long overdue. But certainly, 

worth the long wait. 

I could not think of a more perfect 

setting for a forum on ancient 

civilizations than Iraq, a cradle of 

centuries- old civilization. 

The wealth of diverse religions, 

cultures and ethnicities enriches the 

colorful mosaic of the Iraqi society. 

Cultural heritage sites and religious 

sites in Iraq and elsewhere reflects 

the people’s identity and cements 

their sense of belonging. 

The people of Iraq have always stood 

out as the embodiment of resilience. 

They are a living experience of hope 

amid the darkest moments in Iraq’s 

history. 

Hope, resilience and solidarity of the 

Iraqis were the driving force that 

helped them defeat Da’esh and 

liberate their country of their 

menace. 

But to ultimately defeat terrorism, 

our global efforts should also be 

complemented by addressing the root 

causes of  violent extremism 

conducive to terrorism. 

This is where the role of the United 

Nations Alliance of Civilizations come 

into play. 

As the political initiative of the UN 

Secretary General for conflict 

prevention and conflict resolution 

through advancing intercultural and 

interreligious dialogue and promoting 

diversity and mutual respect. 

With its emphasis on dialogue and 

cultural cooperation, I am pleased 

that your forum complements the 

work that the United Nations 

Alliance of Civilizations began more 

than 17 years ago and succeeded in 

creating a global platform for 

intercultural and interreligious 

dialogue. 

Just a week ago, we have successfully 

organized our 9th Global forum in the 

historical city of Fez, Morocco. More 

than 1100 participants came to the 

forum including 98 member states, 

civil society organizations, religious 

leaders and youth. 

I seize this opportunity to thank H.E. 

the Minister of Culture of Iraq for his 

valuable participation. 

Distinguished guests, 

It is important to remember the 

importance of protecting cultural and 

religious heritage especially against 

the backdrop of today’s global context 

where people whose identities are 

defined by religion, culture or 

ethnicity, continue to be besieged by 

hatre d  and  f a l l  v ic t im  to 

discrimination and marginalization. 

Religious sites and places of worship 

are universal symbols of our 

humanity. 

The destruction of these sites 

diminishes us all as a society. 

That’s why the Secretary General of 

the United Nations tasked my office 

to develop the United Nations Plan of 

Action to Safeguard Religious Sites in 

the aftermath of the Christchurch 

attacks in 2019. 

The Plan is a global call to rally 

around our most basic tenets of 

humanity and solidarity and to 

reaffirm the sanctity of all religious 

sites and the safety of all worshippers 

who visit houses of worship in a spirit 

of compassion and respect. The Plan 

is elaborated in consonance with 
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The Sixth Ministerial Meeting of the Forum of Ancient Civilizations 

held in Baghdad (continued) 

Article 18 of the Universal 

Declaration of Human Rights, which 

affirms the right to freedom of 

thought, conscience and religion, 

noting that this right includes the 

right of individuals and communities 

to manifest their religions and beliefs 

in teaching, practice, worship and 

observance. 

I hope that reference to this plan 

would be  inc luded in your 

declaration. 

Distinguished guests, 

In today’s complex and multifaceted 

challenges, dialogue is a sine-qua-non 

for peace. 

History has shown that dialogue is 

not a simple process, but that if we 

fail to teach and cultivate it, the 

situation can give way to a 

monologue or to mutism, which is 

conducive to conflict and violent 

extremism. HH Pope Francis 

describes it as parallel monologues. 

The revival of cultural and 

civilizational dialogue is a pre-

requisite for durable peace. 

Once again, I am very pleased to be 

part of this initiative and I look 

forward to consolidating our 

collective efforts towards that end.

Gender-based violence center offers 

respite 

To her good fortune, Saja learned about 

Multi-Service Referral Center (MSRC) in 

her city southern Iraq from her customers 

to whom she sold bread. 

“I was very happy to meet the counselors 

at the center,” said Saja.  Saja was also 

assigned to a gender-based violence social 

worker and received life skills training, 

psychosocial support, as well as legal 

counseling. 

“I am now working as an administrator in 

a company,” said Saja with a smile. 

The Multi-Service Referral Centre 

(MSRC) in southern Iraq, funded by The 

Government of the United States of 

Saja’s determination to improve her life 

Southern Iraq, 10 December 2022 - 

Saja [1], a 44-year-old woman, dropped 

out of school when she was 14 to marry 

Maher, 19 years older. She is now a 

mother of five, three boys and two girls. 

During the first years of marriage, Maher 

worked as a daily labourer. Yet, During 

her marriage, Saja’s suffering continued 

as her husband continued to abuse her 

and the children.  She had to depend on 

herself and her family’s support to secure 

her children’s needs to continue their 

studies. 

But one day, Saja´s life changed. 

“In 2017, one day during lunchtime, I was 

cooking fish waiting for Maher to return 

home for lunch,” said Saja.  “As soon as 

Maher entered the house, he started 

beating my oldest son, Yasser.” After the 

fight, Maher threw Yaser out of the 

house. 

“I was shocked and very angry,” recalled 

Saja.  “I pulled myself together and stood 
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women and girls being stolen”, said 

one.  “My dream is to learn how to read 

and write so that I can write novels. I 

want to write so that the voice of [our] 

people will be heard all over the world 

and restore their rights.”  

Ms. Lyth encouraged the women to 

work with other survivors in the camps 

and develop their ideas together. “Their 

activism and determination is certain 

to make their dreams come true”, she 

said, adding that UNAMI will continue 

to work with the Kvinna till Kvinna, 

Emma Organization, Dak and Joint 

He lp  f o r  Kur d i s t an  f o r  t he 

implementation of the ideas generated 

by the participants. UNAMI stands 

with survivors. 

daycare for their children, to literacy 

and educational courses. Some also 

emphasised their wish to return to 

school to obtain their high school 

diploma and pursue higher education. 

“Survivors should get their rights and 

justice without discrimination”, said 

one.  

Participants also mentioned how they 

can nurture their strengths and skills, 

build upon it to generate their own 

income and be financially independent. 

Two sisters explained that they were 

skilled in baking pastries and wished to 

open a business that sells home-made 

sweets. Another participant said that 

she would like to start a daycare centre 

because she has the ability to tend to 

children.  

Other skills and capacities identified 

included raising awareness among 

peers and communities about women’s 

rights and advocate for these rights as 

well as on the issue of missing persons. 

“My dream is to become a lawyer 

because I know the suffering of 

survivors and I want to protect their 

rights; I want to prevent the rights of

Duhok, 3 November 2022 - Several 

years after they were freed from 

ISIL/Da’esh captivity, more than 400 

women survivors are still lingering in 

IDP camps, struggling to rebuild their 

lives. They dream of a better future for 

themselves and their families, and are 

seeking justice in a society that 

respects their rights and ensures there 

is space for them to excel.  Those Yazidi 

women survivors are not forgotten, and 

addressing their needs and rights, and 

helping them achieve their dreams is 

one way to ease their suffering and 

instill in them hope.

To mark the International Day for the 

Elimination of Violence against 

Women, the United Nations (UN) in 

Iraq launches the 16 days of Activism 

campaign for 2022, and renews its 

commitment to UNiTe with our 

national Iraqi partners in addressing 

violence against women and girls.  

Violence has a disproportionate and 

lasting impact on the lives and 

wellbeing of women and girls. We are 

also reminded that over 30% of women 

and girls worldwide have been 

subjected to either physical and or 

sexual violence in their lifetime. 

Women and girls with disabilities can 

face even greater risk of violence, as 

they experience discrimination, 

exclusion and isolation that heighten 

barriers to their rights. The Covid-19 

pandemic has further exacerbated 

gender inequality and widened gender 

gaps in employment, affecting women 

and girls’ roles in society, leaving them 

more vulnerable to all forms of 

violence.  

“Violence against women is a 

destructive pandemic that not only 

limits social and economic progress and 

undermines development, but also 

harms children, families, communities, 

and the whole nation. The chilling 

effect of violence is stopping women 

from taking an active role and 

participating in public and political 

life,” said Resident Coordinator 

Ghulam Isaczai.  

He added, “Far too often, this violence 

or fear of it prevents women and girls 

from living their lives freely and to 

their full potential.” “Effective policy 

actions and legislation as well as their 

strong enforcements are needed to 

eliminate violence against women in all 

its forms and change the attitude 

regarding these crimes. All women and 

girls deserve to feel safe, secure, and 

empowered.” 

Ongoing conflict in many countries 

around the world reveals how women 

and girls remain systematically 

targeted by sexual violence. In Iraq, it 

is estimated that 26% of married, 

separated, divorced or partnered 

women aged 15 - 49 face violence in 

their lifetimes.  

The UN works with its national and 

local Iraqi partners to combat all forms 

of violence against women and girls 

through strategic preventative and 

responsive measures.

He 

communicates with people through 

writing. “I study and continue learning 

new skills. I dream that one day I will 

get a good job, become independent and 

help my family”, concluded Ahmad with 

a happy smile. 

These positive changes in Ahmed’s life 

became possible thanks to a special 

initiative for adolescents and youth 

with disability launched by UNFPA 

with support from Finland and in 

collaboration with the Ministry of 

Youth and Sports, Ministry of Labour 

and Social Protection, and the governor 

of Ninevah. The project covers three 

youth centres in Mosul and helps young 

people with disabilities to study, 

receive the necessary support and 

become engaged with peers in a 

friendly environment.  In eleven 

months, about 450 young people have 

benefited from the disability-friendly 

classes and services, and about a 

thousand adolescents with disabilities 

have received mental and psychosocial 

support.  

UNFPA in Iraq works to promote the 

human rights of women and young 

persons with disabilities and places 

access to sexual and reproductive 

health services, information and 

education for persons with disabilities 

at the core of the programme. 

He fell into depression.  

Ahmed is one out of 4,800 youths with 

disability of 22,995 registered people 

with disabilities who live in Ninewa 

Governorate.

He immediately joined one of 

the youth centres, and his new life 

started.  

Ahmed participated in various courses 

in the youth centre, such as life-skills 

learning and sports activities. He also 

got access to physical therapy. 

Engaging with peers, learning new 

skills, and receiving physical therapy 

helped Ahmed build his confidence and 

strength to move and become more

and a life free of violence 

Mosul, 14 December 2022 - “Now I 

believe that there is nothing 

impossible; disability will not stop me 

from going ahead in my life ", Ahmed 

started telling us his story. 

Ahmed lived in Mosul with his family 

when the war with ISIS started. He 

was 15 years old when ISIS destroyed a 

neighbour's house. Living through this 

nightmare, Ahmed developed a 

psychological trauma. Later it 

developed into Wilson's neurological 

disease that caused loss of movement 

and speaking. 

His sudden loss of speech and 

movement caused him much suffering.  

"I felt marginalised by society because 

of my disability, and they treated me as 

if I could not do anything. I left school, 

my life changed, and my dreams were 

ruined." - he said. 

Ahmed struggled a lot trying to live as 

he used to before. However, his 

inability to take care of himself, 

discrimination, and stigma from the 

community affected his mental health.

Globalization and technological 

advancement have provided an 

opportunity to create and disseminate 

messages to large audiences at a wide 

speed. Terrorists have used this 

opportunity in their favor to spread 

their tailored narratives through social 

media, the internet, magazines or 

publications to achieve different aims 

such as entice fear in the hearts of 

populations, spread false realities to 

recruit  f ighters,  or for mere 

propaganda. It has become evident that 

coordination is needed between the 

relevant actors in societies to offer 

alternative narratives to empower 

communit ies to  face terror ist 

projections; countering such terrorist 

narratives post their issuance is not 

enough. 

One of such key relevant actors in 

society is the media. The media speak 

to national and international audiences 

on the most urgent topics and have the 

power to fill information vacuums with 

credible and coherent knowledge; 

vacuums that otherwise could be used 

by terrorist groups. Media also 

showcase the stories of victims of 

terrorism and hence have an obligation 

to protect the rights of victims and 

avoid secondary vict imizat ion. 

Therefore, the United Nations Office on 

Drugs and Crime (UNODC) is 

delivering a workshop on "The role of 

Iraqi media in combatting terrorism 

and supporting the rights of victims of 

terrorism in line with human rights" 

from 28 – 30 November 2022 in 

Baghdad, Iraq.

UNITAD experts provided concrete 

examples, explaining ISIL’s leadership 

structure, and the responsibility of 

commanders, including responsibility 

for failing to prevent or punish the 

commission of international crimes. 

Moreover, a case study was presented 

on the so-called “foreign fighters” who 

joined ISIL from countries outside of 

Iraq.

The training covered the 

substantive areas of IHL and ICL, as 

well as procedural elements, including 

modalities of international cooperation 

in criminal matters, which are 

sometimes necessary to undertake and 

fulfil criminal investigation and 

indictment of international crimes 

cases. The trainers for this course were 

a wide range of renowned international 

academics ,  legal  experts  and 

practitioners bringing a wealth of 

experience and knowledge to the 

course.

Mr Christian Ritscher said that he is

Baghdad, 08 December 2022 – 

Special Adviser Christian Ritscher 

briefed the UN Security Council 

earlier this week on the ninth report 

of the United Nations Investigative 

Team to Promote Accountability for 

Crimes Committed by Da’esh/ISIL 

(UNITAD). 

Special Adviser Ritscher highlighted 

the continuous engagement of the 

Team with Iraqi counterparts during 

the reporting period, emphasizing 

also that: “consideration and concerns 

of all communities impacted by ISIL 

crimes in Iraq remain at the forefront 

of the Teams’ investigative work.” 

Continued partnership with Iraq as 

explained by Special Adviser Ritscher 

involved several areas, including 

advanced support to capacity building 

for Iraqi judges, as well as supporting  

the excavation of several ISIL-related 

mass graves in Iraq according to the 

annual road map agreed to with the 

Government of Iraq and international 

partners; and the preservation of 

evidence on ISIL-related crimes 

where the Team: “so far converted 5.5 

m i l l i o n  p h y s i c a l  p a g e s  o f 

documentary evidence into usable 

digital formats, and currently 

supports digitization activities at six 

different sites in Iraq with a 

throughput of approximately 100,000 

pages per week,” as Special Adviser 

Ritscher specified. 

The Special Adviser, further, 

described key progress in the Team’s 

investigations over the past 6 months 

encompassing UNITAD’s relentless 

efforts towards global accountability 

for Da’esh/ISIL crimes committed in 

Iraq, mainly concerning the 

completion of the case assessment 

focused on crimes committed against 

the Christian community in Iraq, 

which substantiated preliminary 

findings of acts constituting crimes 

against humanity and war crimes; 

and the development and use of 

chemical and biological weapons by 

Da’esh/ISIL focusing on the attack on 

Taza Khurmatu on 08 March 2016, 

which has generated significant 

volumes of battlefield evidence. 

He also stated that UNITAD started 

to advance with its investigations 

into ISIL’s destruction of cultural 

heritage in Iraq. These investigations 

represent a breakthrough in the 

landscape of core international 

crimes investigations. So far, the 

evidence obtained shows that 

religious and cultural sites were 

either intentionally destroyed by 

ISIL, or taken over and occupied, 

sometimes for military purposes, 

adding that “this work will provide 

the basis for a case assessment 

report, giving a detailed picture of 

this aspect of ISIL‘s heinous crimes; 

crimes that targeted the history and 

culture of Iraq, and that of humanity 

at large.”  

Highlighting a “pivotal stage” of 

UNITAD’s mandate, Special Adviser 

Ritscher indicated that the Team has: 

“now reached the next level on the 

path of holding ISIL perpetrators 

accountable for the core international 

crimes they committed.”, explaining 

that: “while maintaining the same 

dedication to our investigative lines 

and capacity-enhancement activities, 

UNITAD will also shift towards a 

stronger and systematic support of 

individual accountability proceedings 

of alleged members of ISIL for 

internat iona l  c r imes  be fore 

competent courts.” 

He stressed the need for Iraq to adopt 

domestic legislation: “on core 

international crimes, such as war 

crimes, crimes against humanity, and 

genocide,” encouraging the Iraqi 

Council of Representatives to 

consider this matter, and mentioning 

that UNITAD remains hopeful that 

after the formation of the new 

government in Iraq there will be 

progress in this regard. 

He further explained that “sharing 

information with the Iraqi judiciary 

to support investigative work and 

ongoing judicial proceedings means a 

lot more than just handing over a 

huge box of evidentiary material that 

is comparable to thousands, even 

millions of puzzle pieces. To promote 

accountability for international 

crimes committed by ISIL in Iraq 

means to deliver tailored assistance 

in accordance with the needs of the 

respective investigative judge or 

court. This could pertain to the 

sharing of information, but can also 

imply specific trainings and the 

sharing of experience and best 

practice in terms of handling the 

huge volume of evidence already in 

possession of the Iraqi judiciary.”  

Concluding, Special Adviser Ritscher 

reminded that UNITAD was 

established by the Security Council to 

ensure that the perpetrators of the 

most heinous crimes committed by 

ISIL in Iraq are held responsible in 

courts of law and that justice will be 

served, stressing that the Team: “is 

now moving at an even more rapid 

pace to assist justice opportunities for 

alleged ISIL members, if and when 

they present themselves, and 

regardless where the perpetrators 

may reside. UNITAD will not stop to 

ensure that justice is delivered for 

the thousands of victims and 

survivors who have been impatiently 

waiting to see their day in court.”

With human trafficking and migrant 

smuggling being gendered crimes, 

this lack of female representation in 

rule of law institutions is of grave 

concern. 

The GLO.ACT Women’s Network of 

Gender Champions against human 

trafficking and migrant smuggling 

was launched in June 2020 under the 

framework of GLO.ACT Asia and the 

Middle East, to help address the 

gendered nature of both crimes and 

the severe underrepresentation of 

women working in and/or leading 

institutions responding to both 

crimes. 

One of the Network’s objectives, 

anticipated in its Advisory Board-

approved Roadmap to Action, is to 

establish closer connections between 

criminal justice practitioners in 

different countries, who often face the 

same challenges and can benefit from 

sharing information and mutual 

support. 

On 10 November 2022, UNODC 

organized an exchange between 

female officers from Pakistan and the 

Kurdistan Region of Iraq (KRI) in 

Istanbul, Türkiye. The day focused, 

in part, on finding solutions to the 

barriers and bottlenecks that prevent 

the meaningful inclusion of women in 

operational and leadership roles in 

Pakistan and the KRI. 

The exchange also enabled the 

officers to share knowledge and 

e x p e r i e n c e s  o f  t h e  l a t e s t 

developments on human trafficking 

investigations in their respective 

countries, including techniques, 

challenges, successful investigations 

and understanding of the modi 

operandi of criminal networks. 

Channels of communication between 

participants were also created, and 

opportunities for future potential 

bilateral/regional information 

exchanges were identified. 

During the meeting, officers from the 

KRI emphasized the importance of 

assisting the Ministry of Interior in 

the KRI in drafting Standard 

Operating Procedures to encourage 

more women to join policing and 

increase the number of female 

investigators. 

Both groups also advocated for the 

inclusion of gender policies that 

remove barriers to entry or 

progression, including access to 

childcare (within the police and 

federal authorities) or flexible 

working schedules, to encourage 

m o r e  w o m e n  t o  w o r k  a s 

investigators/in operational roles. 

The importance of continued capacity 

building through the training of 

criminal justice professionals, such as 

police officers and judges, in terms of 

identifying human trafficking and 

migrant smuggling, was also stressed 

by the participants.

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Spotlighting climate migration on International Migrants Day

Baghdad, 18 December 2022 - 

Today, on International Migrants 

Day, IOM reaffirms its commitment 

to upholding the human rights of 

migrants at every stage of their 

journey. IOM has assisted millions of 

migrants since it was established in 

1951 and continues to lead the way in 

promoting the orderly and humane 

management of migration. 

Every year, we see people around the 

world leaving their homes due to 

conflict, disease, disaster and – 

increasingly – climate change. 

Climate migration is already a reality 

in Iraq, where IOM has been tracking 

climate-induced displacement across 

the central and southern regions 

since June 2018. As of 15 September 

2022, 10,464 families (62,784 

individuals) have been displaced 

because of drought conditions across 

ten governorates. As environmental 

changes intensify, the rate of 

displacement is likely to increase 

exponentially. 

Drought, land degradation and 

increased salinity in important rivers 

and tributaries continue to place a 

strain on the agricultural sector. 

With many families unable to 

guarantee sufficient and sustainable 

livelihoods in rural areas, we see 

their arrival in urban centres in 

search of livelihood opportunities.  

But these urban centres already 

struggle with economic security and 

governance and are not prepared to 

accommodate them. 

A 2021 IOM study found that over 

half of migrant households in Basra 

reported that they could not afford 

enough food or basic items, and 53 

per cent did not have access to a 

financial safety net. Migrants also 

reported higher levels of exclusion 

from access to public services and 

other rights, which includes 

employment support, policing, formal 

dispute resolution and guarantees on 

property rights. 

Iraq is still recovering from years of 

conflict that have devastated its 

population and caused massive 

displacement – and now with soaring 

temperatures, water scarcity and 

diminishing quality of the water that 

remains, the gains made through the 

collective efforts of the Government of 

Iraq, IOM and partners are at risk.                        

In line with IOM’s Global Migration 

Environment and Climate Change 

(MECC) Strategy and the UN 

Network for Migration’s prioritization 

of MECC-related programming, IOM 

Iraq will coordinate and collaborate 

with partners to enhance disaster 

risk reduction strategies and address 

challenges related to displacement or 

irregular migration flows stemming 

from environmental degradation and 

water scarcity in particular. This 

includes strategies to address 

tensions over dwindling resources 

and support to Government entities 

to adjust or develop new policies to 

strengthen access to livelihoods and 

services in the agricultural field. 

Through the Global Compact for 

Migration, under which Iraq is a 

leading member of the Champions 

Country Initiative, IOM will continue 

to support the Government of Iraq in 

responding to the growing challenges 

faced by migrants and their host 

communities more broadly – 

challenges including social exclusion; 

barriers to accessing essential health 

services;  labour exploitation; 

trafficking; and more. 

As Chief of Mission, I am proud to 

lead a team where respect for the 

rights, dignity and well-being of 

migrants is central to everything we 

do. At IOM, we firmly believe that 

everyone benefits when migrants are 

provided with access to the support 

services they need. 

On behalf of the entire team at IOM

During the 

liberation from ISIL, most of the 

workshops were left severely damaged. 

Through the Funding Facility for 

Stabilization, UNDP rehabilitated the 

entire building, including civil, sanitary, 

mechanical, and electrical works.

“MSMEs in Iraq face significant 



Baghdad, 11 December 2022 - In the 

face of Iraq’s deepening financial crisis, 

the International Organization for 

Migration (IOM) in Iraq and the 

Government of Finland launched a 

EUR 2,000,000 project to support 

displacement-affected individuals 

whose businesses were destroyed or 

severely damaged by the conflict with 

the Islamic State in Iraq and the 

Levant (ISIL). Among internally 

displaced persons (IDPs), returnees and 

host communities across the country, 

the project will pay particular attention 

to women and other marginalized 

groups that face disproportionate 

barriers accessing the labour market. 

Already a significant concern in 

conflict- and displacement-affected 

areas struggling to bounce back from 

the ISIL conflict, livelihoods have 

emerged as a main factor impeding the 

return of IDPs to their areas of origin 

due to the combined effects of a recent 

drop in oil revenues and the lingering 

impact of COVID-19 restrictions. In 

Iraq’s south, agricultural livelihoods 

are increasingly devastated by water 

scarcity, contributing to a rise in 

displacement from rural to urban 

areas. 

“Supporting businesses and livelihood 

opportunities is of critical importance 

to responding to the needs of IDPs, 

returnees and host community 

members,” said Chief of Mission for 

IOM in Iraq, Mr. Giorgi Gigauri. “With

From 35 steps to a matter of minutes 

By creating an online “single window” 

for business registration, the partners 

simplified a process that used to take 

35 steps and countless hours of waiting 

in line at different government offices. 

Now everything can be done in just five 

steps, a few clicks and a matter of 

minutes. Seven Iraqi agencies, 

including the ministries of trade and 

foreign affairs and the chamber of 

commerce, provide their services 

through the single window. 

“The exciting results from the first year 

show that there’s demand and a need 

for an online tool for would-be business 

owners,” says Bita Mortazavi, a project 

manager in UNCTAD’s investment and 

enterprise division. “Entrepreneurs 

need to be able to open a company 

quickly and without too much 

administrative heavy lifting.” 

About 95% of those who have used the 

portal are Iraqi nationals. The others 

are entrepreneurs from Egypt, Jordan, 

Kuwait and Lebanon who have decided 

to open a business in Iraq.

In just one year, the portal has helped 

over 2,981 entrepreneurs establish 

their business as a legal entity in the 

digital business environment. 

Formalizing business operations entails 

benefits for the entrepreneur, 

employees and government.

For 

workers, a job with a registered 

company means adequate labour and 

social protection.

The 

Government of Iraq has ratified ILO’s 

Safety and Health in Agriculture 

Convention, 2001 (No. 184), reaffirming 

its  commitment  to improving 

occupational safety and health, and 

working conditions for the sector’s 

workers.   

In addition, an effective inspection 

system is essential to promote and 

monitor compliance with OSH 

legislation.   

The training is being implemented 

under the framework of the “Enhancing 

Labour Governance, Inspection and 

Working Conditions in Iraq” project, 

funded by the European Union in Iraq. 

Key priority areas include initiating 

evidence generation, assessments and 

analyses to inform programme design 

and implementation; identifying 

sustainable sources of financing for the 

scheme; adopting key policies, and 

SOPs; and strengthening the capacities 

at national and sub-national levels to 

effectively implement the programme.  

The Ministry of Labour and Social 

Affairs said that based on the joint 

paper, which was developed in 

collaboration with the ILO, the ministry 

has prepared a preliminary study on the 

creation of 100,000 job opportunities 

through a public works programme, 

which will be implemented jointly with 

concerned ministries and partners. It 

will soon begin consultation with the 

ILO to put this scheme into practice. 

The paper complements a UN position 

paper, led by the ILO, titled “Building 

Iraq ’s  Soc ial  Protect ion Floor 

Framework and Recommendations” to 

respond to opportunities to consolidate 

Iraq’s fragmented system of social 

assistance into a coherent Social 

Protection Floor.

Public works programmes have the 

potential to reduce unemployment and 

underemployment, by directly creating 

employment opportunities and promote 

social protection by providing income 

support in the form of the wage. Work 

conducted under such programmes also 

aim to contribute to the public good, 

including by delivering infrastructure, 

providing social services, and promoting 

climate resilience. And the engagement 

of the private-sector as contractors and 

suppliers can also contribute to private-

sector growth and formalisation where 

complementary support is provided.  

The paper aims to highlight key factors 

to consider in the design and 

implementation of such a programme, 

including how it relates to existing social 

p r o t e c t i o n  a n d  e m p l o y m e n t 

programmes; the importance of 

embedding decent work principles and 

skills training to support participants 

into decent work; and factors to consider 

when identifying projects to be 

implemented as part of the programme.  

The paper highlights key international 

good practices from multiple countries 

such as Austria, Greece, Argentina, 

Mexico, South Africa and Jordan. It 

outlines key steps to be taken by various 

actors in Iraq in the development of such 

a programme, where the “Government of 

Iraq will be in the driving seat in 

designing and implementing the 

programme, and in leading the 

coordination with external actors 

involved in relevant sectors therein.” 

Key partners include the private sector, 

civil society actors and community based 

organisations, the donor community, 

and humanitarian and development 

partners, including UN agencies.

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Kangaroo mother care is ensuring premature babies thrive in Iraq 

Sulaymaniyah, 17 November 2022 

- Shaneen was just 26 weeks into her 

pregnancy when she suddenly went 

into labour. “I had no hope when the 

baby was arriving so early,” she 

remembers.   

Despite her worries, she delivered a 

healthy son, Mateen. “When he was 

born, he started crying. The doctor 

told me that he is in good health. 

This planted hope in my heart.”  

Mateen was rushed to an incubator 

at Sulaymaniyah Maternity Teaching 

Hospital to receive the care he 

needed. The facility is in the city of 

Sulaymaniyah, which is in the 

Kurdistan region of Iraq.  

At this hospital, around 600 babies 

enter the pre-term unit every month. 

Most of the stays are short, but some 

infants require extensive care.  

 

How kangaroo mother care can help a 

baby and caregiver bond 

Mateen is among the babies who are 

benefiting from kangaroo mother 

care. It’s a method that helps infants 

to adapt to life outside the womb. 

Skin-to-skin contact is a core 

component. The baby snuggles on the 

parent's chest, finding a position that 

is comfortable, often with a blanket 

wrapped around them, almost like a 

kangaroo’s protective pouch.   

For parents of premature babies that 

need feeding tubes and equipment to 

keep them alive, cuddles can seem 

out of reach. But kangaroo mother 

care allows for that physical and 

emotional bonding.  

Mateen is now almost a month old. 

“When I hug my baby and breastfeed 

him, I feel great, especially as I have 

been trying for this baby for 14 

years,” says Shaneen. 

Three other mothers, Chawan, 

Shenkin and Sozi, are also watching 

over their tiny bundles of joy at the 

kangaroo mother care facility. It’s one 

of 15 units that UNICEF is 

supporting in Iraq.   

Chawan’s baby, Sekhak, is just over 

one month old and is preparing to 

leave the unit in the next few days. 

“I feel boundless joy every day I see 

her growing in front of my eyes. She 

is now my life, and I will be taking 

her home very soon,” says Chawan.  

“Kangaroo mother care can reduce 

the time a premature baby needs to 

stay in hospital. It helps both mother 

and baby in numerous, mutually 

beneficial ways,” says Hipgrave. 

“Babies need to establish feeding and 

reach a sufficient weight before they 

can go home, and doctors need to be 

able to see that body temperature 

control is stable. Kangaroo mother 

care can help reach these milestones 

more quickly.”  

“For parents, it can help them feel 

more confident about looking after a 

very delicate child.”  

 

The transition from incubator to 

going home 

Loujian is another mother who’s 

thankful for kangaroo mother care. 

Her daughter Rose was born 12 

weeks early. After 45 days on the 

unit, Loujian was finally able to take 

her home. Rose is now 6 months old 

and Loujian has brought her in for a 

follow up visit.  

"This place was like a miracle to me. 

It completely changed my life. Little 

by little, my daughter's health 

improved.” 

The premature babies being cared for 

a l s o  r e c e i v e  t h e  r o u t i n e 

immunizations they need to grow up 

healthy. Those include vaccines for 

polio and tuberculosis. For premature 

b a b i e s ,  t h e  t i m e s c a l e  f o r 

administering the doses is based on 

weight rather than age – they must 

reach 2kg before they’re vaccinated.  

  

Meet the healthcare hero running the 

ward 

Alwand Rafeeq is the head of the 

neonatal section. She’s incredibly 

thankful for the work that she’s a 

part of every day.   

“I love my job very much and I feel a 

great commitment to these children,” 

she says. “I feel very proud of myself 

and the staff that make sure these 

babies leave here in good health.”  

“We provide instructions to parents 

on how to continue kangaroo mother 

care at home. We keep in touch with 

the mothers, and they send us 

pictures of their children," Rafeeq 

says. 

Mohammed is 6 months old and 

among those babies that have 

graduated from the clinic. His 

mother, Sazan, carried him home 

from the hospital wrapped in a pouch, 

and continued kangaroo mother care 

at home.  

"My wife became pregnant with 

quadruplets following IVF. She went 

into labour early, at 28 weeks,” says 

Mohammed’s father, Zheer. “The 

babies weighed just 800 grams each.”  

Tragically, Mohammed was the only 

one of the quadruplets to survive. He 

was admitted to the clinic and after 

just a few weeks he had grown to 

over 2kg, so he was able to receive his 

vaccinations and eventually go home.   

The family are grateful for the 

kangaroo mother care unit. “They 

made us feel like we counted. They 

t r e at e d  us  l ike  a  fami ly . 

Breastfeeding improved thanks to the 

care and that made both my son and 

wife stronger,” says Zheer.  

The simple, effective measures of 

kangaroo mother care have been 

proven to save lives and improve the 

rate of early weight gain among low 

birthweight and premature babies. 

With UNICEF’s support, five more 

units will open in Iraq by the end of 

2022. That means even more babies 

will be wrapped in love.

Taking care of the youngest: Mosul’s only pediatric hospital, Ibn al-

Atheer, and University’s Kindergarten reopen 

Mosul, 16 November 2022 – The 

newly rehabilitated Ibn al-Atheer 

Hospital was officially inaugurated by 

the United Nations Development 

Programme (UNDP), the Federal 

Republic of Germany, the Ministry of 

Health and the Ninewa Governorate. 

As the only pediatric hospital in Mosul, 

Ibn al-Atheer will provide medical 

services to approximately 50,000 

children annually. 

Built in the late sixties, the hospital 

provided medical services to Mosul and 

surrounding areas in Ninewa, servicing 

a catchment population of over 500,000 

children. However, the hospital was left 

significantly damaged during the ISIL 

conflict. As a result, only 135 of its 

original 261 beds, about 50 percent of 

its designed capacity, could be used. 

Only the most critical cases could be 

admitted and treated, since the 

hospital functioned with great difficulty 

due to the scale of destruction.  

Through the Funding Facility for 

Stabilization, UNDP rehabilitated the 

entire building, including civil, 

sanitary, mechanical, and electrical 

works. Today, the hospital is operated 

and managed by the Ninewa 

Directorate of Health with over 400 

medical and 200 administrative staff. 

In addition to providing improved 

health care services for children, the 

hospital will help retain hundreds of 

highly skilled medical personnel in 

Mosul. 

The Kindergarten at the University of 

Mosul was also inaugurated today. It 
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covers staffing, basic rehabilitation and 

the provision of essential medicine, 

medical equipment and supplies.

“Our vision for a solid and 

compatible health care system in Iraq 

starts here in maternity and neonatal 

health care facilities in which 

sustainable health projects are 

recognized as the ultimate solutions to 

the growing health needs of the Iraqi 

people and a step towards achieving 

universal health coverage,” he added.      

The facility receives an average 

number of 300 to 400 cases a day, the 

majority are pregnant women from 

middle- to low-income families who 

cannot afford private health care costs.

The 

livelihood and even existence of entire 

communities are at stake.  

Climate change in Iraq not only affects 

Iraq's agricultural sector but also is a 

severe threat to fundamental human 

rights, creates barriers to sustainable 

development and worsens the country’s 

environmental, security, political, and 

economic challenges.  

The data and science are clear. While 

climate change is affecting many 

countries, some of the measures to 

mitigate its impact start at home. We 

must act now and start moving towards 

a climate-resilient economy, while 

equally addressing adaptation and 

mitigation. We all have a responsibility 

to safeguard our collective future and 

work together towards the greater 

good.  

We can begin by taking concrete steps 

at home. Each person needs to make 

better and more responsible choices 

whether it’s through what they eat, 

how they travel, how they conserve 

water and electricity and what they 

buy.

I travelled to Baghdad a month ago to 

assume my duties in Iraq to help 

coordinate our support to the 

government and people in need, the 

land of the two rivers was totally 

different from what I had seen two 

decades ago when I first worked in 

Iraq.

farming nearly impossible. 

Dwindling fresh water enables the 

salty tidewater of the Persian Gulf to 

seep into the Tigris and Euphrates, 

which feed sub-canals like in Al 

Hadam.

Even the arrival of autumn rains 

may not be enough for the cultivation of 

farmland to sustain the region’s 

agricultural livelihoods. 

Back in 2007, a water pumping station 

was installed to increase water flow in 

the area but quickly fell into disrepair 

and was eventually ransacked for 

mechanical parts,  leaving the 

community without reliable water 

access. 

In 2022, IOM Iraq worked with a local 

company to restore the water pump for 

use. The pump now draws water from a 

nearby sub-canal, where it is treated 

and distributed to families in two of Al 

Hadam’s villages for household use.

Water crisis in focus: streams run dry in Southern Iraq 

Al Hadam, 17 November 2022 – 

Mohsin Faleh is a 30-year-old farmer in 

the southern Iraqi community of Al 

Hadam, Missan governorate. His face 

was weary as he surveyed the barren 

land that bears the scars of a complex 

water crisis that is expected to worsen. 

“I don't remember the last time it 

rained; I think two years ago,” Mohsin 

commented in early October, on a day 

when temperatures hovered in the 40-

degrees Celsius range. 

Iraq has two main sources of water – 

the Tigris and Euphrates rivers. The 

intake of water from both rivers is 

decreasing at an unprecedented rate, 

due to the construction of upstream 

dams and a prolonged drought. 

Climate change, rising temperatures 

and the diversion of river water also 

mean that residents in Al Hadam 

struggle to access adequate water for 

use in their homes. This water scarcity 

is forcing some residents to uproot their 

lives and families. 

Iman has six children and meeting her 

family’s water needs is difficult and 

expensive. “We are thinking of moving 

to the city because there is no water. 

We have to buy water,” said Iman, who 

was born and raised in Al Hadam. 

Mohsin recalled that rainfall was 

predictable during his childhood, with 

rain arriving every year during the 

autumn season. The young farmer has 

observed dramatic changes to the 

climate, the soil and the water 

resources surrounding his community 

over the last few years. 

Drought conditions are exacerbated not 

only by the decreased water levels in 

sub-canal systems near Al Hadam, but 

by their high saline content, making

The summit closed early Sunday with a 

historic agreement to set up a “loss and 

damage” fund for developing countries, 

an issue that the Iraqi negotiators have 

heavily pushed for, along with the G77 

Group and the Arab Group. The Iraqi 

negotiators were also active in 

negotiating articles of the Paris 

Agreement regarding Carbon Markets 

and Technology Transfer. 

The delegation participated in meetings 

with UNDP’s Regional Bureau for Arab 

States, UNFCCC, UN Regional 

Collaboration Centers, the Adaptation 

Iraq actively participates in COP27, UN Climate Change Conference  
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Fund, NDC Partnership, Green

delegation was successful in bringing in 

more technical and financial support to 

Iraq from the international climate 

funds.

Region of Iraq (KRI) introduced the 

Refugee Education Integration Policy 

(REIP) to support refugee children to 

access  quality,  inc lusive  and 

sustainable education through the 

public education system.  

The policy aims at strengthening the 

inclusion and participation of refugees 

in community life in the KRI; and will 

be implemented gradually, starting 

with the first to fourth grades in the 

current academic year. The Kurdistan 

Regional Government (KRG) has set an 

example with its landmark decision to 

welcome refugees into the public 

education system. 

In addition, the MoE recruited more 

than 400 qualified refugee teachers to 

help public schools in coping with these 

additional students. This provides 

opportunities for these qualified 

teachers to contribute to the society 

that welcomed them. 

The delegation, led by Mr Jean-Nicolas 

Beuze, the Representative of the UN 

Refugee Agency (UNHCR) in Iraq, 

visited the school to observe the 

achievements of this much-welcomed 

policy. 

During his visit, Mr Beuze, along with 

the UNHCR education team, met with 

the students as well as with refugees 

and local parents and qualified refugee 

Refugee Education Integration Policy 

(REIP) by the Kurdistan Regional 

Government’s Ministry of Education. 

Now Ahmed and his siblings can go to 

school and learn with their classmate. 

“Ahmed was a top student. I felt really 

upset seeing him out of school and 

worried about his future. When I 

learned about the new education policy 

this year, I did not waste a second to 

approach the Directorate of Education 

to obtain all necessary documents and 

register him at the local public school.” 

– said Ghalib (Ahmed’s father).   

At Jivan School, Ahmed was the oldest 

camp as life outside was too expensive. 

After moving to Domiz camp, Ghalib 

tried his best to enroll three of his 

children into one of the schools in the 

camp. As his children had been enrolled 

in public schools in KR-I, they had been 

learning in the local Kurdish language 

the Kurdish curriculum while the 

schools in the camp were still at the 

time teaching in Arabic. Thus, Ahmed 

and his two siblings remained out of 

school for the past three years.  

In September 2022, Ghalib was able to 

re-enroll three of his children in school,

Dohuk, 17 November 2022- Arriving 

in the Kurdistan Region of Iraq (KR-I) 

in 2012, Ghalib and his family have 

been living in different areas in Dohuk 

governorate (Kurdistan Region of Iraq, 

KR-I) since they arrived from Syria in 

2012. After having fled violence in their 

home country, the family struggled to 

make ends meet in exile in KR-I. The 

family of seven children, of whom one is 

visually impaired and another one with 

a development delay, started their 

journey in exile in Dohuk city for seven 

years and ended up in Domiz refugee 

camp in 2019. The family moved to the 

Around 270,000 refugees and 

asylum-seekers reside in KRI. The 

first implementation phase of the 

REIP is targeting grades one to 

four in the academic year 2022/23, 

which represent some 30,100 

children. From data available to 

UNHCR’s partners in mid-October 

2022, the school enrolment rate of 

refugee children in KRI in grades 

one to four has seen an increase up 

to 9%. 

UNHCR is working closely with 

the MoE and education partners to 

empower students, teachers and 

parents from refugee communities 

and facilitate access to quality 

education for all. UNHCR, in 

coordination with education 

partners and the Directorates of 

Education, provides Kurdish 

language classes to parents, 

teachers and students in grades 1 

to 4; and invests in school 

infrastructures.

The enthusiasm of the graduates was 

palpable as they were lauded for their 

efforts and received their certificates 



Ninewa, 2 December 2022 - Pre-

school health assessments for new 

students is mandatory for registration 

and enrollment in the first grade of 

primary school. Without these pre-

school health check-ups, students will 

not be eligible to enroll in school or 

access education services. 

This November, IOM Iraq coordinated 

with the Qayyarah Directorate of 

Health to support pre-school health 

assessments in Ninewa Governorate’s 

Jeddah 5 camp for IDPs. The 

assessments included screening for 

weight, height, vision and dental 

health, and vaccination status. During 

the checkups, IOM’s health team also

The ILO will also support 

establishing a number of booths in 

Sarsink sub-district in the Duhok 

Governorate that enable graduates from 

the vocational training courses to sell 

their products. 

Moreover, the ILO will rehabilitate 

existing vocational training centre 

facilities in Duhok city and Sarsink 

through the use of its Employment 

Intensive Approaches. The centres’ 

rehabilitation will increase training 

capacity in both locations, and improve 

the inclusiveness of those workshops, by 

making them accessible for persons with 

disabilities. 

The initiative is part of efforts under the 

PROSPECTS Partnership,  funded by 

the Government of the Netherlands. 

Under PROSPECTS, the ILO is 

supporting thousands of forcibly 

displaced persons and host community 

members to access more and better 

livelihoods and decent job opportunities 

through different interventions.

language skills to boost their 

employability and enable them to build 

better livelihoods.   

Jousour is a bridge that can connect 

Iraqi youth with jobs through the 

pathway of digital skills. It is an 

extension of WFP’s award-winning 

EMPACT (Empowerment in Action) 

programme that is already being 

successfully implemented, since 2016, 

in Iraq and other countries such as 

Lebanon, Palestine, Turkey, Colombia, 

Kenya and Zimbabwe.  

The programme was designed by WFP 

Innovation Accelerator based in 

Munich focusing on the development of 

transversal, entrepreneurial and 

technology skills required to succeed in 

the digital market. WFP is increasingly 

leveraging the digital economy to build 

the resilience of urban, displaced, and 

vulnerable households. With an 

internet connection, a device, and 

sufficient IT skills, young refugees and 

food-insecure youth can change their 

lives.

“We’re very excited about our 



Dohuk and Zakho, 23 October 2022 

(ILO News) - Hevin Mala Ali is a 

Syrian refugee who fled to Dohuk, in 

the Kurdistan Region of Iraq nine years 

ago. She recently took part in a 

vocational training programme 

specialised in sewing. 

During the month-long training, Hevin 

acquired many new skills; from 

learning how to sew to writing a CV 

and numerous life skills. She has also 

been given a sewing machine to help 

her set up a small home-based 

business, which she hopes will generate 

some income. 

Most importantly, Hevin hopes that by 

providing for her family, her young son 

will no longer have to work. 

“I will try to make use of the sewing 

machine, and generate an income for 

myself and my family, so we are not 

reliant on anyone,” said Hevin. 

“My son will longer have to work on the 

streets.” 

Hevin is one of over 140 women and 

men - parents and caregivers of 

working children - who have been 

enrolled in vocational training 

programmes aimed at improving their 

skills and employability in efforts to 

reduce the pressure on their children to 

work. 

The International Labour Organization 

(ILO) is implementing a project to 

tackle the worst forms of child labour 

amongst  IDPs,  re fugees,  and 

vulnerable host communities in Iraq , 

with the support of the European 

Regional Development and Protection 

Programme for Lebanon, Jordan and 

Iraq (RDPP II). 

The project, which is implemented in 

collaboration with the Kurdistan Save 

Vocational training initiative gives families of working children 

chance to improve skills and employability in Iraq

As part of the response to address the 

root causes of child labour, the project 

expanded its support to the families of 

those children through providing 

trainings which focus on sewing for 

women, electric installation and 

haircutting for men, targeting families 

in Dohuk and Ninewa governorates. 

Khaled Mowafaq Salim is a resident of 

Dohuk and has just completed his 

training. “I am now a proper barber 

and I can work on my own, and rely on 

myself. I hope that in the future I will 

be able to set up a small business 

project so that my children will no 

longer have to work.” 

The families were selected through an 

I L O - s up p o r t e d  C h i l d  L a b o u r 

Monitoring System which was 

developed to identify working children 

and ensure their referral to the 

appropriate services for support. 

Through the monitoring system some of 

the most urgent cases of child labour 

were identified, with older siblings of 

working age and caretakers targeted 

through skills development and income 

generation activities, such as those 

which took place recently. 

The trainings ensured that participants 

were given information on career 

guidance, Occupational Safety and 

Health and Social Security – key areas 

which the ILO focuses on to promote 

and mainstream Decent Work 

Principle, with the aim to increase their 

employability. 

For Hevin, Khaled and the other 

families, setting up a small-scale 

business is challenging. Yet, giving the 

participants tool kits and machinery 

will help them kick-start their projects. 

“I can now do this work from home and 

at the same time support my children 

and family,” said Siham Mohammed 

Hassan, whose children were selling 

water on the streets.

The workshop was organized through 

t he  Eur o p e an  U nio n  f und e d 

“Strengthening the agricultural and 

agri-food value chain and improving 

trade policy in Iraq” (SAAVI), 

implemented by the International 

Trade Centre. The Barometer was 

produced jointly with the Norwegian 

Refugee Council (NRC).  

More than 25 youth entrepreneurs, 

representatives from ministries, key 

organizations and associations 

attended the workshop to discuss the 

results of the Barometer.  

Local stakeholders were introduced to 

the next steps in addressing the 

challenges at the workshop.

Key recommendations include:

December 2022 – Ms. Sarwah Qader 

from Iraq is currently serving for peace 

in the United Nations Mission in South 

Sudan (UNMISS). A Gender Affairs 

Officer, Sarwah convenes and connects 

with community members every day to 

ensure that the voices of women are 

fully included in peacebuilding. In this 

short conversation, Sarwah tells us 

why her job is so meaningful. 

Tell us a bit about your yourself. 

I have grown up with stories about war. 

Being from Iraq, conflict is nothing new 

to us. So, from an early age I was 

always committed to building peace 

because I had firsthand experience of 

what the alternative looked like, 

especially the devastating toll on 

women and girls. UNMISS is my first 

UN Peacekeeping mission and I’ve also 

worked with several international 

nongovernmental organizations. 

Could you tell us a bit more about your 

job and the impact you have on the 

ground every day? 

Being a Gender Affairs Officer, I am an 

advocate for equal rights for women 

every day. On the ground in Aweil, I 

usually don’t sit in an office but am in 

the midst of communities raising 

awareness on the need for women to be 

fully included in politics, governance 

and decision-making. South Sudan has 

an overarchingly patriarchal structure 

and though women constitute 50 per 

cent of society, their voices are often 

not heard or counted. 

My work ensures that we trickle down 

the understanding among entire 

communities—women, men and 

children—that sustainable peace is 

UNAMI celebrates World Arabic Language Day 

Baghdad, 18 December 2022 - UN 

Arabic Language Day is observed 

annually on December 18.
