
In the words of the Secretary-

General, this is a failure of humanity, 

responsibility, and leadership. 

But this grim reality should not be a 

cause for despondency. On World 

Humanitarian Day, we do not only 

celebrate the work of humanitarians 

and remember the victims and 

survivors. 

Today we also demand that all 

parties to conflicts end attacks on 

humanitarian workers and on all 

civilians. 

We demand that those who order or 

commit violations of international 

law be held to account. 

We demand support for institutions 

such as the International Court of 

Justice and the International 

Criminal Court, which exist to ensure 

accountability for states and 

individuals for the most egregious 

violations of international law. 

Colleagues, 

We of course have a particular reason 

to commemorate this day here in 

Baghdad.  The memory and the 

wounds, some invisible, of the attack 

on the Canal Hotel are still raw. We 

lost 22 colleagues on that day in 

2003, only five days after UNAMI 

was established by the Security 

Council.   The then Special 

Representative of the Secretary-

of the Canal Hotel bombing in 

Baghdad, Iraq, which killed 22 UN 

staff members on 19 August 2003.     

Here is the text of the remarks made 

by Claudio Cordone, Deputy Special 

Representative of the UN Secretary-

General for Iraq for Political Affairs 

and Electoral Assistance, and 

UNAMI Officer-in-Charge at this 

ceremony: 

“Dear colleagues, friends, 

Today, on the anniversary of the 

Canal Hotel bombing, we are 

marking two international days 

designated by the General Assembly. 

One is World Humanitarian Day, 

designated specifically on the 

anniversary of that bombing. The 

other  is  21st  August ,  the 

International Day of Remembrance of 

and Tribute to the Victims of 

Terrorism.   

I wish to use these solemn 

commemorations to honour all the 

humanitarian workers who lost their 

lives in the service of humanity, and 

all victims and survivors of terrorism.  

Colleagues, 

2023 was the deadliest year on record 

for humanitarian workers, and 2024 

is expected – sadly – to be even 

worse. Humanitarian workers from 

the UN alongside others from local 

and international NGOs are being 

killed, injured, abducted, together 

with the civilians they support and 

who, as always, bear the brunt of 

conflicts everywhere. 

International humanitarian law is 

being trampled upon. More than ever 

before,  atroc it ies  are being 

documented, sometimes with pride by 

the very perpetrators, and yet, 

impunity prevails just about 

everywhere. 

In our region, in Gaza, we have seen 

the highest number of UN staff killed 

in a single conflict.  Among them are 

207 of my former colleagues at 

UNRWA, killed together with over 

40,000 Palestinians in a ferocious 

war in which all sides are violating 

international law, and it is a war that 

may yet escalate into a regional 

conflagration. 

General, Sérgio Vieira de Mello, was 

among those who lost their lives. 

More than 100 others were injured or 

impacted in other ways. 

I am honoured that some of the 

survivors of the Canal Hotel bombing 

are with us today, still serving with 

the UN, working for their country. 

Please join me in paying a special 

tribute to them.  

I also wish to extend our deepest 

sympathy to all those who have lost 

colleagues, family members and 

friends. A special thought goes to the 

families of those who lost their lives 

at the Canal Hotel and who cannot be 

here with us today. 

We know that the attack of 19 August 

2003 was followed by an increasing 

violent campaign by various terrorist 

groups which wreaked death and 

destruction across the country for 

years on end. Yesterday, at the 

Foreign Ministry, I participated in an 

event to mark the Yazidi genocide at 

the hands of Da’esh, and I paid 

tribute to the Yazidi and other 

victims and survivors of terrorism, 

including those killed at the Canal 

Hotel and in the attack on the 

building of the Foreign Ministry in 

2009, also on 19 August.

“Ladies and gentlemen, 

Distinguished guests, 

Let me start by recalling that 

tomorrow, 19 August,  is the 

anniversary of two particularly 

murderous terrorist attacks. On 19 

August 2003 the United Nations 

Headquarters at the Canal Hotel was 

blown up in Baghdad, five days after 

the Security Council established 

UNAMI. The attack killed 22 people, 

including the Special Representative of 

the Secretary-General, Sergio Vieira de 

Mello. Six years later, exactly on the 

same day, another bombing targeted 

the Iraqi Foreign Ministry building, 

killing 46 people.

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UN senior official says Gaza war is pressuring Iraq into a conflict it 

wants to avoid

Baghdad, 19 August 2024 - The 

war in Gaza is pressuring Iraq to be 

drawn into a spiralling conflict it 

wishes to avoid, despite the 

government's efforts to remain 

detached, the top UN official in the 

country warned. 

Claudio Cordone, the UN deputy 

special representative for Iraq, told 

The National that he believes Prime 

Minister Mohammed Shia Al Sudani 

is determined to avoid tension after a 

long period of relative calm. 

Mr Cordone was speaking before the 

anniversary of the deadly attack on 

the UN in Iraq on August 19, 2003, at 

the Canal Hotel in Baghdad, the 

UN's headquarters at the time. A 

lorry bomb exploded, killing 22 

people, including Sergio Vieira de 

Mello, the UN’s senior envoy in Iraq, 

in one of the deadliest attacks against 

a UN mission. 

“The Iraqi Prime Minister, in 

particular, is keen not to get dragged 

into this war while diplomatically 

and politically supporting the rights 

of the Palestinians,” Mr Cordone told 

The National from the mission’s 

headquarters in Baghdad's Green 

Zone. 

“War is not a means to solve things, 

and there is a risk that things are 

only going to get worse.” 

Israel's war in Gaza against Hamas 

and other militant groups, which 

broke out last October, shows no 

signs of ending, and hopes for a 

possible ceasefire have diminished as 

the human toll continues to rise, 

exceeding 40,000 Palestinians last 

week, according to local health 

authorities. 

The attack led by Hamas on October 

7 last year killed 1,200 in southern 

Israel. 

The conflict has prompted Iran-

aligned groups, known collectively as 

the Axis of Resistance, to attack 

Israeli and US targets from Lebanon, 

Yemen, Iraq and Syria, since Hamas 

and Israel went to war. 

Ain Al Asad airbase in western Iraq, 

home to American and foreign 

coalition forces, has been hit by 

dozens of attacks since the conflict 

began. Iran-backed Iraqi militias, 

which operate outside of Baghdad's 

control, have claimed responsibility 

for most of these. 

Mr Cordone said he understands the 

difficulties Iraq faces but “we call on 

everybody to de-escalate and, equally 

importantly, to stop this war and 

work towards a political solution”. 

In recent months, Baghdad and 

Washington have been in talks on a 

departure for American troops from 

Iraq. However, the talks have been 

progressing at a slower pace than 

demanded by the Iran-backed 

militias. 

The groups have repeatedly said that 

if the Iraqi government fails to agree 

on the withdrawal of US troops, who 

lead an international training and 

advisory effort for the Iraqi army, the 

attacks will escalate, after an 

unofficial truce that has largely held 

despite sporadic incidents. 

They also said that as long as the war 

in Gaza continues, attacks against 

Israel and its forces will go on. 

Mr Cordone repeated UN Secretary 

General Antonio Guterres's call for 

an immediate ceasefire in Gaza, and 

that the world body seeks a political 

solution where Palestinians have 

their state, living in peace alongside 

the state of Israel. 

His call came amid fears of further 

r e g i o n a l  e s c a l a t i o n .  I s r a e l 

assassinated Hezbollah commander 

Fouad Shukr in a strike on a densely 

populated area of Beirut on July 30, 

which also killed civilians. Hours 

later, Hamas leader Ismail Haniyeh 

was killed in Tehran in an 

assassination blamed on Israel. Both 

Iran and Hezbollah promised 

retaliation, raising fears of a wider 

war. 

“We sincerely hope that this 

escalation will not happen,” said Mr 

Cordone. 

UN’s long mission in Iraq 

The UN Assistance Mission for Iraq 

(Unami) was established in 2003, 

after the US invasion of the country, 

to promote inclusive political dialogue 

and co-ordinate humanitarian and 

development aid. Its mandate is 

scheduled to end in December 2025. 

Unami was first led by Mr de Mello, 

who was appointed as the UN special 

representative for Iraq for a four-

month term. His team established 

their offices in the Canal Hotel in 

Baghdad. 

A lorry bomb rips through the UN 

headquarters in Baghdad on August 

19, 2003, killing 22 staff, including 

envoy Sergio Vieira de Mello. 

The August 19 attack, carried out by 

Al Qaeda, sent shockwaves around 

the world. That day is now 

c o m m e m o r a t e d  a s  W o r l d 

Humanitarian Day. 

“We will commemorate the attack 

that killed the special representative 

and 21 other colleagues in 2003,” said 

Mr Cordone. "I'm glad the UN 

returned and has worked with the 

Iraqis since then. I'm proud of the 

work the colleagues have done over 

the last 21 years." 

The mission's broad mandate was 

initially created to assist in 

developing Iraqi institutions, support 

political dialogue and elections, and 

promote human rights. 

However, Mr Cordone noted that the 

mandate has now been limited at 

Baghdad's request, as the Iraqi 

government believes the mission is no 

longer necessary due to the country's 

significant progress towards stability. 

The request was approved by the 15-

member Security Council on May 31. 

Since the departure of former special 

representative and head of Unami, 

Jeanine Hennis-Plasschaert, on June 

1, Mr Cordone has been serving as 

the officer-in-charge of the mission 

until the new chief arrives. The next 

UN representative, Mohammad Al 

Hassan of Oman, is expected to 

assume the role soon. 

“Every special representative has 

their own personality and so on, but 

we all operate within the framework 

of a mandate that we've been given 
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October 2022 but was delayed by 

disagreements, primarily between the 

two main parties, the Patriotic Union of 

Kurdistan and the Kurdistan 

Democratic Party. 

As a temporary solution, they agreed to 

extend the Kurdistan Parliament's 

term for a year to allow for more 

discussions on issues such as amending 

the election law and sharing tax and oil 

revenue. 

Mr Cordone believes the Independent 

Commission has “significant experience 

in holding elections” and said the UN 

will assist in all technical ways. 

“There is no reason to believe that Iraq 

is not able to hold those elections,” he 

said. 

last round of elections in 2021 to be 

credible, and expressed confidence that 

the next one, in 2025, will be just as 

successful. However, Iraq will first host 

elections in the northern Kurdistan 

Region, which are expected to be held 

on October 20. 

“We think it's absolutely critical that 

these elections take place, otherwise it 

puts into question the legitimacy of all 

the institutions in the Kurdistan 

Region," said Mr Cordone.

ethnically diverse country. 

The delegation said any citizen could 

apply to be a member of the national 

human rights institute.  More than 

3,000 persons had applied to be 

members of the institute.  Over the 

coming months, the institute’s board 

would be formed.  The institute 

worked effectively. 

There was a bill to criminalise hate 

speech that was currently with the 

Government Cabinet, the delegation 

said.  The bill included definitions in 

line with article four of the 

Convention.  The election law also 

banned extremist and racist 

discourse in the political process.  

Political candidates could be 

disqualified for using hate speech and 

a number of candidates had been 

disqualified in the past. 

Concerning migrant and domestic 

workers, the delegation said that 

around 14,500 migrant workers with 

labour permits were registered with 

the State.  Domestic workers with 

work permits were entitled to the 

minimum wage and social security.  

Inspection teams oversaw their 

situation.  Complaints were filed 

against employers who failed to pay 

domestic workers. The State could 

not monitor migrant workers who did 

not have work permits – such persons 

were illegal aliens. 

In concluding remarks, Mr. Guisse 

said the dialogue had been 

constructive and the delegation’s 

answers sincere.  The Committee 

focused on facts, which allowed it to 

analyse whether progress had been 

made. Iraq had trod a hard path and 

the Committee was aware of the 

efforts made by the State to put the 

country back on course.

Rich in history, culture, and 

pluralism, Iraq has suffered immensely 

from dictatorship, senseless wars and 

violent extremism. 

In this context I welcome the initiative 

by Prime Minister Muhammad Shia al-

Sudani to develop a national strategy to 

counter hate speech, while respecting 

freedom of expression. 

Another important national priority 

w h i c h  c o n v e r g e s  w i t h  t h e 

implementation of social, economic and 

cultural rights is the improvement of 

services and the standard of living. 

There are areas, however, that are 

cause for concern. For example, the 

proposed amendments to the Personal 

Status Law, if adopted, may result in 

the contravention of a number of 

human rights treaties that Iraq is a 

party to. Here I call for an open, 

inclusive and respectful dialogue, 

which I believe would address 

misunderstandings and bridge many 

gaps.

Ladies and gentlemen, 

Among contemporary challenges is the 

poor record of implementation of the 

existing human rights treaties across 

the world. Take for example torture: 

just about every state condemns it, but 

it is still widespread.

Despite the 

universal ratif ication of these 

conventions, they are still violated with 

impunity in Gaza and other conflicts 

across the world. 

A challenge that we face regularly is 

the double standards with which 

similar situations are treated 

differently, depending on whether 

perpetrators are allies or enemies. 

And I want to mention the challenge of 

intolerance for diversity.  We all 

remember the acts of burning the Holy 

Qur’an last year. His Eminence Grand 

Ayatollah Ali al-Sistani and United 

Nations Secretary-General Antonio 

Guterres exchanged letters on this 

subject, condemning acts of religious 

hatred and appealing for peaceful 

coexistence. 

I should underline that these were 

attacks on Muslims because of their 

very identity.  One lesson is the 

importance of respect for diversity: no 

one should be targeted simply because 

of who they are.

During this time I learned the values of 

humility and of listening to those with 

different views than mine. 

In this spirit of open dialogue, allow me 

today to briefly talk about the role of 

the United Nations on the protection 

and promotion of human rights 

globally, as well as some of the 

contemporary challenges, before 

offering some observations relating to 

Iraq. 

Ladies and gentlemen, 

As you know, the key United Nations 

human rights document is the 1948 

Universal Declaration of Human 

Rights. This document has opened the 

way to many important international 

treaties on this subject. I welcome the 

fact that Iraq today is a party to all 

core international human rights 

treaties. 

The Universal Declaration has also 

inspired regional initiatives such as the 

1990 Cairo declaration on human 

rights in Islam adopted by the 

Organization of Islamic Cooperation. 

Despite differences between them, the 

two declarations share common values 

such as the emphasis on the inherent 

dignity of all individuals – the right of 

every person regardless of who they 

are.  

I wish to stress here that international 

human rights standards are not 

Western standards. Many have indeed

Organized by the International 

Organization from Migration (IOM) in 

Iraq, the workshop is part of a broader 

program aimed at enhancing the social 

well-being of children with disabilities 

and equipping them with skills for 

future careers. 

“He rarely goes out of the house; the 

environment is not very encouraging in 

our neighborhood” adds Liqa during a 

break between the activities. “But 

today, Yasin is happy”.   

The workshop was a lively gathering 

where 22 children with disabilities and 

their caregivers engaged in creating art 

pieces with clay – a therapeutic way to 

express oneself in tactile way. 

Facilitators and trainers guided the 

children through their artistic 

endeavors, encouraging them to explore 

their imaginations and creativity. 

Ruqaya, the mother of 18-year-old 

Zahra, who has vision impairment, 

expressed her gratitude for the activity: 

“Persons with disabilities also need 

some entertainment like this every now 

and then. We can’t expect them to 

study and stay at home all the time”. 

Alongside crafting artwork, the 

workshop featured introductory 

sessions on Mental Health and 

Psychosocial Support (MHPSS). 

Trainers introduced breathing 

exercises designed to relieve stress and 

conducted games that fostered better 

communication between the children 

and their caregivers.

Zahra, who will enter university next 

year, was keen to engage with IOM 

staff specialized in providing mental 

health and psychosocial support 

services.

“I want to study psychology as many 

people suffer from mental issues, and 

there is little support they can get,” she 

shares after their chat. “I think it’s 

really rewarding when you can talk and 

help someone”. 

The workshop also provided a platform 

for caregivers to share their 

experiences and challenges in raising 

children with disabilities. This open 

dialogue fostered a sense of community 

and mutual understanding as parents 

exchanged valuable insights and 

support.

Baghdad/Erbil, 11 August 2024 - 

UNESCO Iraq Office completed a series 

of specialized training course for a 

National Team of Trainers. The course 

started in Erbil and continued for three 

days in Baghdad, from July 4 to 6, 

2024. The aim was to prepare trainers 

and empower them with the skills to 

use Artificial Intelligence (AI) tools to 

monitor violations and abuses against 

journalists and influencers in the 

virtual and digital space. 

During the course, trainees received 

i n s t r u c t i o n s  o n  m o n i t o r i n g , 

documentat ion,  and repor t ing 

mechanisms, based on the "AI 

Journalism Teachers' Guide 2024" 

recently published by UNESCO in 

Paris. Iraq is the third country in the 

world to train its journalists on these 

modern technologies. 

The course included training on leading 

daily smart applications through the 

"Digital Reporting Platform for Iraqi 

UNESCO and the Iraqi Judiciary train freedom of expression judges 

on the use of Artificial Intelligence in judicial processes 

The course concluded with a set of 

recommendations to advance the Iraqi 

judiciary's path in the field of artificial 

intelligence, alongside promoting 

freedom of expression and the safety of 

journalists. The recommendations 

emphasized the prominent role expected 

to be played by the Iraqi Freedom of 

Expression Judges Council, which 

comprises 39 judges, positioning it as a 

leading model in the Arab region, North 

Africa, and East Asia.

To date, 2,847 Yazidi remain missing, in 

addition to an unknown number of 

missing persons from other communities. 

Many survivors are likely still held in 

captivity or detention and may not 

disclose their identity due to fears of 

retaliation and being separated from their 

children. There is also a grave concern 

that Yazidi children are among the 

missing and may not know or remember 

their identity because they were too young 

at the time of abduction, were forcibly 

separated from their families or were born 

as a result of sexual violence.  

Due to prevailing insecurity, the lack of 

basic services and limited job 

opportunities in Sinjar, many survivors 

and their families are unable to return to 

their ancestral homeland in a safe and 

dignified way. However, in 2021, a major 

milestone for transitional justice was 

achieved in Iraq, with the adoption of the 

Law on Support to Female Yazidi 

Survivors.

These factual and legal findings of the 

Team are part of a case assessment 

that will be shared with the competent 

Iraqi judicial authorities, along with 

the underlying evidence, prior to the 

conclusion of the mandate. 

To develop its assessment, among other 

activities,  the Team collected 

information from witnesses and 

supported the Iraqi authorities in the 

excavation of 37 mass graves linked to 

these crimes. This has led to the 

remains of 186 identified Yazidi victims 

being returned for dignified burial. 

Additionally, the Team has identified 

and assessed over 60 Yazidi cultural 

heritage sites damaged or destroyed by 

ISIL (Da’esh). UNITAD has released a 

video that synthesizes the underlying 

testimonial, documentary, digital and 

forensic evidence supporting these 

findings. 

“These findings represent a leap 

forward on the path towards 

meaningful accountability, supporting 

prosecut ions of  ISIL (Da’esh) 

perpetrators for international crimes, 

including genocide, in Iraq as well as in 

third states, where perpetrators have 

been seeking to escape justice,” she 

added. 

“We remain hopeful that the pursuit for 

justice will continue after the closure of 

UNITAD. There are still stories to be 

told, survivors to be heard, and 

perpetrators to be held accountable”, 

said Acting Special Advisor Peyro 

Llopis. “The Government of Iraq has 

repeatedly expressed its commitment to 

move forward with that work, and the 

Team remains encouraged by this 

commitment. While UNITAD will not 

exist anymore, the national capacities 

it has supported and the substantial 

digital archive it has consolidated 

remain a powerful tool that we hope 

wi l l  be  made  access ib le  f o r 

accountability purposes in Iraq and 

globally,” she added.   

Over the past six years, UNITAD has 

worked closely with Yazidi survivors, 

victim families and the Yazidi 

community.

While we strive for a durable solutions 

for Yazidi IDPs, we must not  waver in 

our efforts to account for the 2600 

missing Yazidi individuals. 

Meanwhile, we stand together with the

Additionally, central to our efforts is the 

principle of reparations: Over 1,830 

survivors have already received support 

under the Yazidi Survivors’ Law, a 

groundbreaking initiative aimed at 

recognizing the harm inflicted and 

aiding in rebuilding shattered lives.

The Yazidi community's resilience is 

nothing short of inspirational.  

Their stories of courage and strength 

amidst adversity must be shared to 

foster greater understanding and 

solidarity.  

By support ing their  recovery, 

reconstruction, and healing, we uphold 

their dignity and contribute to global 

justice.

“It is important for me that the 

perpetrators know that no matter what 

happened to us with the genocide, we 

will never give up and that we are 

ready to rebuild our communities from 

the rubble,” said Hakeema Taha, a 

Yazidi survivor who attended a panel 

discussion at the UN City in 

Copenhagen on Tuesday organized by 

the International Organization for 

Migration (IOM) and the Êzidi Cultural 

Association in Denmark on the 10th 

year commemoration of the attack. 

The event, attended by approximately 

250 visitors, aimed to honour the 

memory of the victims, recognize the 

resilience of the victims and promote a 

dialogue on the current challenges and 

oppor tunit ies  f o r  the  Yaz id i 

community. In addition to the 

screening of the documentary ‘Mediha’, 

participants were also able to visit the 

exhibition ‘Breaking the Silence’ 

promoted by the Danish NGO Mission 

East, displaying paintings created by 

Yazidi women and girls’ survivors.

Iraq, 30 July 2024 - Despite the 

stability and security the country is 

enjoying today after years of 

challenges, Iraq remains exposed to 

the crime of human trafficking. And 

although much progress has been 

made since Iraq ratified the UN 

“Protocol to Prevent, Suppress and 

Punish Trafficking in Persons, 

especially Women and Children”, 

much more is needed to combat this 

flagrant violation of fundamental 

human rights and freedoms.  

Iraq, both a source and destination 

country for victims of trafficking, is 

especially vulnerable to the threat of 

human trafficking. The majority of 

trafficked persons are women and 

children. Yet, perpetrators continue 

to operate with impunity, exploiting 

new technologies, social media and 

the dark web to evade detection and 

to both ensnare potential victims and 

to attract potential customers for 

their human commodity.  

Significant efforts have been made to 

counter human trafficking in Iraq. 

But there is still a long road ahead to 

address gaps in the prevention and 

protection of victims of trafficking in 

Iraq, and the prosecution of 

perpetrators.  

With robust government action, 

combined with the support of the 

United Nations, further progress can 

be made.  

Today, on World Day against 

Trafficking in Persons, the United 

Nations Network on Migration 

(UNNM) in Iraq calls for joint action 

to end human trafficking, especially 

for all child victims of trafficking, 

keeping the needs of survivors at the 

heart of our prevention and response 

plans.   

“It is of the greatest urgency that all 

such children are identified, removed 

from the exploitative situation, and 

given adequate care and support as 

soon as possible”, said Ghulam 

Mohammad Isaczai, Deputy Special 

Representative of the United Nations 

Secretary-General for Iraq, Resident 

and Humanitarian Coordinator for 

Iraq. “With strong advocacy and 

sincere action by all stakeholders, 

Iraq can achieve results in combating 

trafficking in persons.”  

This year’s global campaign to “leave 

no child behind in the fight against 

human trafficking” aims to accelerate 

action by addressing the root causes 

such as poverty, inadequate support 

for unaccompanied children during 

migration and refugee flows; in 

addition to strengthening child 

protection systems, implementing 

child-sensitive justice mechanisms to 

hold perpetrators, particularly 

traffickers, accountable. 

In  2022,  the  Internat ional 

Organization for Migration (IOM) 

and UN Office of Drugs and Crime 

(UNODC) established the Trafficking 

in Persons (TiP) working group under 

the UN Network on Migration 

(UNNM) in Iraq, to advocate for the 

rights of all victims of trafficking, 

ensuring their protection and 

adequate provision of services. The 

TiP working group supports the 

Government of Iraq to eliminate 

human trafficking by implementing 

the international TiP framework, also 

known as the 4Ps Paradigm: 

Prevention, Protection, Prosecution, 

and Partnership. 

The UNNM group advocates for the 

Government of Iraq to strengthen its 

law on Trafficking in Persons (No.28 

of 2012) to guarantee that the rights 

of victims of trafficking are respected. 

More specifically, more work needs to 

be done to ensure:   

1. Access to shelter is an 

unconditional right of a victim of 

trafficking, including for male and 

minor victims. 

2. Victims of trafficking are 

not criminalized under other laws 

(such as the Residency Law or 

Prostitution Law). 

3. Government mechanisms 

and local actors are better equipped 

to identify, investigate, and respond 

to potential TiP cases. 

4. Child trafficking factors are 

analyzed, understood and fully 

addressed. 

The UN Network on Migration 

renews its support for Iraq in 

combating this crime. On World Day 

against Trafficking in Persons, let us 

work together to tackle this file for

Iraq accelerates its World Trade 

Organization (WTO) accession process 

by unifying tariff rates with Kurdistan 

region of Iraq. 

For the past 20 years, Iraq’s trade has 

operated under a dual customs regime, 

with different tariff rates in Federal 

Iraq and Kurdistan Region of Iraq 

(KRI). This dual system has led to 

varying administrative and economic 

customs policies, creating complications 

for trade, and challenges in the way of 

ensuring a transparent and predictable 

business environment. 

The process of Iraq’s journey to join the 

WTO, began in 2004 and recently 

gained new momentum. A key 

requirement for WTO membership is 

the implementation of consistent 

policies nationwide, including aligning 

tariff rates, customs procedures, and 

regulatory practices across all regions. 

The differences in tariff structures 

between Federal Iraq and the KRI have 

been seen as a barrier to achieving the 

necessary coherence and transparency 

for WTO accession. 

Recognising this, Iraq decided to 

harmonise the two customs regimes in 

2019. However, the implementation 

was delayed for several years. In 2024, 

with the support of the International 

Trade Centre (ITC) through the 

“Strengthening the Agriculture and 

Agri-Food Value Chain and Improving 

Trade Policy (SAAVI)” project funded 

by the European Union, this 

harmonisation was finally undertaken. 

As the first step, the tariff regime in 

Federal Iraq was updated to comply 

with the World Customs Organization’s 
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Looking ahead to 2024 and beyond, the 

UNCT in Iraq remains dedicated to 

help the Government of Iraq fast-track 

achievement of the Sustainable 

Development Goals (SDGs). The focus 

will continue to be on fostering 

economic growth, enhancing social 

i n c l u s i o n ,  a n d  p r o m o t i n g 

environmental sustainability.

He 

received training and a grant to 

purchase a machine that produces food 

for his bees, ensuring a steady supply 

of high-quality honey to the local 

market. 

Salem and his brother Issa also gained 

skills in business management and 

marketing, helping them rebuild their 

livelihoods. These support projects 

prioritize vulnerable families, including 

returnees and displaced people, 

ensuring they have the tools needed for 

a decent living and a fresh start. 

Finding sustainable solutions 

Bees still need food, even in their off 

season, which is during the months of 

August till March. Salem, an expert in 

beekeeping, sought to solve the food 

problem he was facing during this 

recession period to ensure his bees were 

fed enough in order to produce honey. 

Thanks to BREP, he received the 

funding and purchased the equipment 

to produce his own “bee food”, a 

mixture of pollen, vitamins, protein and 

the bees’ own honey. With this, he is 

now able to meet the needs of other 

surrounding apiaries, including his 

own, ensuring continuous honey 

production in the local market. Before 

BREP’s intervention, the beekeepers 

bought food from Baghdad at high 

prices, but now they can get it easily in 

Sinuni at lower prices and higher 

quality. 

Salem’s Honey – social media sensation 

Today, in the greenery-covered Sinuni 

in Nineveh Governorate, bees continue 

their vital work, producing honey from 

wildflowers rather than relying on farm 

crops. Salem, a local beekeeper, shares 

how his honey finds its way to 

customers: "In our small community, 

everyone knows where to get the best 

honey. I simply take calls from 

neighbors and sell directly to them." 

Recently, Salem expanded his reach by 

year, beekeepers face an uphill battle, 

trying to adapt to these ever-changing 

conditions. 

Beekeepers, known for their resilience 

and creativity, continue to search for 

solutions. However, one of the most 

pressing challenges they face is 

providing sufficient food for their bees 

during the lean seasons. The purchase 

of machinery to produce bee food has 

become essential for many, as it 

ensures the survival of their colonies 

and the continuous flow of honey that 

sustains both their families and the 

local economy. 

The situation worsened during the dark 

days of ISIS control, which brought 

devastation to the region. The 

insurgents' occupation led to the 

destruction of most apiaries and the 

near-complete disappearance of bees, 

especially in areas under siege for 

extended periods. For two years, 

beekeeping came to a standstill, and 

with it, a way of life was nearly lost. 

Yet, amidst these challenges, the 

beekeepers of Iraq continue to 

persevere, determined to restore their 

hives and their livelihoods. Their story 

is not just about the decline in honey 

production; it is a testament to the 

strength and resilience of communities 

who refuse to let their traditions fade 

away. 

BREP preserves the tradition of honey-

making in Iraq  

UNDP's Building Resilience through 

Employment Promotion (BREP) project

Sinuni, Iraq, 21 August 2024 - Not 

everyone knows about Iraq’s honey 

producing abilities, but in Sinuni, 

northern Iraq, life is just a little bit 

sweeter.  

Salem and his brother Issa own an 

apiary in their hometown of Sinuni, 

producing enough honey to cover all 

their living expenses. Salem explains, 

"I also sell new hives to my fellow 

beekeepers. We divide our existing 

hives into new ones every year and the 

hives continue to grow." 

We sat with Salem and Issa in their 

home as they told us their story.  He 

watches the cascade of gold being 

poured onto a plate, and Issa offers us 

some bread to taste this “liquid gold”. 

"The honey produced in my apiary is 

different from other types. I am keen to 

provide the local market with the finest 

and best types used for treatment, 

especially in medical prescriptions for 

skin infections, ulcers, and other 

diseases," says Salem Qasim.  

Honey production in danger 

In the heart of  Iraq's rural 

communities, the rhythm of life has 

long been intertwined with the buzzing 

of bees. Honey production, once a 

symbol of abundance and tradition, is 

now facing a steep decline, affecting not 

just the livelihood of beekeepers but 

also the cultural fabric of these 

communities. The challenges are many, 

with climate change and the spread of 

diseases due to nearby agricultural 

practices taking a heavy toll on 

apiaries. The use of chemicals on farms 

and frequent insect attacks have 

exacerbated the situation, leading to a 

noticeable drop in honey production. 

The lack of vegetation cover in many 

regions has further strained the 

beekeeping industry, as it directly 

impacts the availability of natural 

resources needed for bees to thrive. 

This has resulted in a scarcity of honey 

in local markets, with the quality of 

what is available also suffering. Each 
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continue to thrive, steadily increasing 

the number of bee colonies and boosting 

their income. While many still operate 

on a small, local scale, the reach of 

social media has allowed them to 

expand their customer base. With 

growing interest and technical 

expertise, the future of beekeeping in 

Iraq looks promising. 

because it has a delicious taste. The 

best way to market it is to offer 

excellent quality. Everyone knows 

where to buy the best honey, and now, 

through my social media page, I can 

reach even more customers."

expanded the benefits covered by the 

law's provisions, particularly the self-

employed and workers in the informal 

economy. The workshop revealed the 

need for developing this policy, 

updating existing legislation, and 

enhancing sectoral coordination 

between ministries, agencies, worker 

organizations, employer organizations, 

and farmers' cooperative associations in 

Iraq to draft and adopt the policy and 

implement it through feasible national 

programmes.

The report 

highlights substantial progress by the 

Kurdistan Regional Government in 

combating corruption and offers deep 

insights into the region's judicial 

proceedings through comprehensive 

analysis, while setting forth a number 

of recommendations to bolster the 

efforts in achieving transparency and 

integrity within the judicial system. 

Key Findings Reveal Corruption-Prone 

Sectors and Judicial Improvements 

The report, which covers court hearings 

in Erbil, Sulaymaniyah, and Duhok, is 

based on the monitoring of over 100 

cases from November 2022 to December 

2023, along with 50 verdicts issued 

between 2016 and 2022. The focus of 

the report is on major corruption cases, 

including those involving high 

monetary thresholds, high-ranking 

officials, and cases of public interest or 

those against informants and Anti-

Corruption advocates. 

Key findings of the report indicate that 

the Ministry of Finance (25%), the 

Ministry of Electricity (18%), and the 

Municipal Councils (17%) are among 

the most affected government sectors 

by grand corruption. The analysis 

reveals an increase in convictions 

compared to acquittals, though the rate 

of high-level defendants remains low, 

with few senior government officials 

being charged. 

A significant progress is reported with 

the exclusion of corruption-related 

cases from the general amnesty regime.

3) Preserving the Mesopotamian 

Marshes 

 

The Mesopotamian Marshes, a unique 

ecosystem and a UNESCO World 

Heritage Site, are threatened by 

climate change, pollution, and 

unsustainable water management 

practices, leading to severe ecological 

and human impacts.   

The RCO coordinated efforts across UN 

agencies to conserve the marshes by 

developing environmental strategies, 

supporting afforestation projects and 

f a c i l i t a t i n g  c o m m u n i t y - b a s e d 

adaptation plans to improve the 

livelihoods of local communities. 

For example, the World Food 

Programme (WFP) is undertaking 

afforestation projects in both southern 

Iraq and the Kurdistan Region, 

aligning with the government objective 

of planting five million trees by 2029.  

These efforts are directly contributing 

to the national climate change strategy 

through the Local Adaptation Plan, 

focusing on areas most impacted by 

climate change. Furthermore, the UN 

has led legislative advancements in 

natural resource management, 

including the adoption of the 

Environmental Strategy and the 

enhancing Iraq's climate resilience.  

These efforts led to increased national 

and international awareness and 

cooperation on climate issues, 

establishing a framework for future 

environmental and policy planning, 

including the National Adaptation Plan 

(NAP) and Nationally Determined 

Contributions (NDC). The Basra 

Declaration aims at strengthening 

Iraq's institutional, technical, and 

financial capacities to tackle climate 

change by mainstreaming medium- to 

long-term adaptation strategies into 

national and local planning.  

 

2) Advancing water security  

 

Iraq suffers from a critical water crisis 

due to reduced rainfall and over-

utilization of the Tigris and Euphrates 

r ivers .  These  chal lenges  are 

exacerbated by inefficient water 

management  and agr icultural 

practices. 

Last year, Iraq was the first country in 

the Middle East to join the UN Water 

Convention, underscoring the country’s 

commitment to boosting regional 

cooperation and ensuring equitable 

water use, essential for the stability 

and prosperity of the region. In 

alignment with these national 

objectives, the RCO is leading a ‘Water 

Task Force’ that brings together UN 

agencies in Iraq to enhance water 

governance,  boost agr icultural 

resilience, and improve sustainable 

water usage.

Additionally, river flows are expected to 

decline by 30-40 per cent, and experts 

predict that by 2035, Iraq will only be 

able to meet 15 per cent of its water 

needs. 

This looming crisis threatens to 

exacerbate rural poverty and displace 

communities, particularly in the 

southern regions. 

Therefore, the "Water is Life" campaign 

is not just an initiative; it is a call to 

action. 

Over the next year, we will work 

tirelessly to raise awareness about the 

urgency of the water crisis and promote 

individual and collective responsibility.

Dominican Order. The house will be a 

place dedicated to the local community. 

UNESCO began the project in 2022, 

with initial efforts concentrated on 

clearing remnants of conflict and laying 

the groundwork for rehabilitation. By 

April 2023, it entered an active phase, 

focusing on the reconstruction and 

careful restoration of the House's 

architectural elements.  

The rehabilitation extended beyond 

structural repairs, including the 

revamp of the House of Prayer’s 

interior design and modernization of its 

facilities to ensure historical integrity, 

necessary functionality and installation 

of eco-friendly elements enhancing the 

sustainability of the building, such as a 

solar panel system. 

This ambitious task was undertaken by 

hundreds of Moslawis from all faiths, 

under the guidance of a joint committee 

from UNESCO, the Iraqi Ministry of 

Culture, Tourism and Antiquities and 

the Dominican Order. Amongst these 

workers were 10 unskilled or semi-

skilled trainees and 25 young Moslawi 

architects and engineers.  

This effort marks a significant step 

forward in the preservation of this 

historic area, returning it to the care of 

the Dominican Fathers.

UNESCO is committed to reviving 

Mosul's cultural life by creating spaces 

for cultural and creative activities, 

intended to serve as hubs for artists, 

intellectuals, and the community to 

engage in cultural expressions and 

events.
