
No ‘magic wand’  

Ms. Hennis-Plasschaert, who also heads 

the UN Assistance Mission for Iraq 

(UNAMI), has been supporting national 

dialogue.   

While reluctant to discuss initiatives 

publicly, the envoy revealed that she has 

held “intense engagements” with the 

parties, including holding bilateral 

meetings on potential roadmaps and 

conducting shuttle diplomacy.  

“Believe me, we tried. Non-stop. That said, 

we do not have a magic wand. Ultimately, 

it all comes down to political will,” she told 

the Council.  

Appeal for dialogue  

All sides have made “strategic mistakes 

and miscalculations” in the period since 

the election, she said, and they have 

missed valuable opportunities to resolve 

their differences.  

“And with risks of further strife and 

bloodshed still very tangible, dwelling on 

who did what when is no longer an 

option,” she stressed.  

“Hence, it is time for Iraq’s leaders - all of 

them - to engage in dialogue, collectively 

define core Iraqi needs and pull the 

country back from the ledge. In other 

words, all leaders should assume 

responsibility and return the spotlight 

where it must be: on the people of Iraq.”  

Address critical issues  

Regarding solutions, Ms. Hennis-

Plasschaert highlighted the need for 

“genuine and timely dialogue” alongside 

willingness to compromise.  Delivering a 

functioning government is merely the first 

step to overcoming the current crisis, she 

said.  

The UN envoy added that a wide range of 

critical issues also must be addressed, 

chiefly adoption of a federal budget, while 

action towards transformative change 

must begin.  

She pointed to 20 years of wasted 

opportunities for meaningful dialogue and 

badly needed reforms in Iraq, saying 

leaders must acknowledge that systemic 

New York, 4 October 2022 - The absence 

of a functioning government in Iraq one 

year after elections were held is hard to 

justify, the top UN official in the country 

said on Tuesday, urging political leaders to 

put aside their differences for the common 

good.  

Jeanine Hennis-Plasschaert, UN Special 

Representative in Iraq, briefed the 

Security Council in New York, warning 

that “public disillusion is running sky-

high”, as too many citizens have lost all 

faith in politicians.  

Their protracted inaction has sparked 

protests and counter-protests, culminating 

in deadly clashes this past August.  

Dire consequences, ongoing volatility  

“These tragic developments are 

indisputably the result of the inability of 

Iraq’s political class to cast the die,” she 

told ambassadors.  

“In other words: actors across the 

spectrum failed to place the national 

interest first. They left the country in a 

prolonged impasse, further fuelling 

already simmering anger.”  

Ms. Hennis-Plasschaert said the situation 

remains highly volatile. Although 

parliament resumed in late September, 

clashes occurred between protestors and 

security forces, among other acts of 

violence.   

“And we have not seen the end of it yet. 

Last night, after three days of rocket 

attacks, Basra witnessed intense fighting, 

while smaller incidents were reported in 

other southern governorates,” she 

reported.  

Despite renewed calls for elections, she 

wondered what guarantees are in place to 

ensure they will not again be held in vain.  

Remembering 2019 protests  

This past Saturday, 1 October, marked 

three years since thousands of Iraqis took 

to the streets in nationwide anti-

corruption protests.  Several hundred 

people were killed and many more were 

severely injured, abducted, threatened, or 

intimated.  

The protests resulted in the previous 

government stepping down, and in early 

elections held last October.  

“In other words, and I said it often: last 

year’s elections were extremely hard-

earned. And with this in mind, the absence 

of a functioning government 12 months 

later is hard to justify,” she said.  

Although new protests were expected on 

Saturday, turnout remained relatively low, 

the envoy reported, “not because Iraqis are 

now suddenly content, but because they do 

not wish to be instrumentalized in the 

ongoing power struggle - as made 

abundantly clear by many of those who 

took to the streets in 2019.”   

change is vital for the country’s future.  

Fight corruption, political patronage  

This is also critical to fight corruption, 

which she described as being “a core 

feature of the current political economy”. 

Previous reform efforts have been “actively 

undermined or obstructed”, she said.  

Ms. Hennis-Plasschaert also addressed the 

related issue of reliance on patronage and 

clientelism, which has resulted in a 

ballooning, inefficient public sector.  Oil-

rich Iraq is also a country where private 

and partisan interests have led to 

resources being diverted from investment 

in national development.   

“What I am saying is Iraq’s political and 

governance system ignores the needs of 

the Iraqi people, or even worse, actively 

works against them. Now, pervasive 

corruption is a major root cause of Iraqi 

dysfunctionality. And frankly, no leader 

can claim to be shielded from it,” she said.  

“Keeping the system ‘as is’ will backfire, 

sooner rather than later. That said, it is 

important to frame it as precisely that: a 

system, rather than a collection of 

individuals or a series of events.”  

Respect Iraqi sovereignty  

Turning to other matters, Ms. Hennis-

Plasschaert condemned an Iranian attack 

in northern Iraq last week targeting 

Kurdish opposition groups.  

Iran and Turkey have been conducting 

shelling in the region, establishing a “new 

normal” for Iraq, and she called for an end 

to these “reckless acts” which have caused 

deaths and injuries.  

“No neighbour should treat Iraq as its 

backyard,” she said. “No neighbour should 

be allowed to routinely, and with 

impunity, violate Iraq’s sovereignty and 

territorial integrity. Yet it is happening. 

Time and again.”

Here is the text of the briefing by the 

Special Representative of the United 

Nations Secretary-General for Iraq, 

Ms. Jeanine Hennis-Plasschaert at 

this meeting:  

 

“Mr. President, 

Thank you very much, 

Distinguished members of the 

Security Council, 

Calls for Iraq’s leaders to overcome 

their differences, and form a 

government, have abounded since 

elections were held a year ago. 

Over the past 12 months, we 

underlined (time and again) the 

importance of maintaining calm, of 

maintaining dialogue, constitutional 

compliance, respect for democratic 

principles, the unimpeded working of 

state institutions, and a functioning 

government to effectively address the 

legitimate demands for better public 

services, jobs, security, an end to 

corruption,  and just ice  and 

accountability - to name a few. 

But regretfully, discord and power 

play prevailed over a sense of 

common duty. And as a direct result 

of protracted political inaction, Iraq 

experienced some very critical and 

dangerous hours. 

With protests and counter-protests 

being staged, tensions were on the 

rise for months. Supporters of 

political parties, many of whom carry 

weapons, got increasingly worked up. 

And one did not need a crystal ball to 

see where this could lead. Meanwhile, 

the ordinary Iraqi citizen was being 

held hostage to an unpredictable and 

untenable situation. 

A dire situation, that culminated on 

Monday August 29, when the country 

stood on the brink of total chaos. 

Political tensions degenerated in 

armed clashes in the heart of the 

capital and elsewhere. The sad result: 

dozens of people killed, and hundreds 

wounded. 

Now, these tragic developments are 

indisputably the result of the 

inability of Iraq’s political class to 

cast the die. 

In other words: actors across the 

spectrum failed to place the national 

interest first. They left the country in 

a prolonged impasse, further fuelling 

already simmering anger. 

And while one would expect that 

recent events would have served as a 

wake-up call, the harsh reality is 

that, to date, intra-Shia strife has not 

abated, nor have Kurdish parties 

come closer to agreeing on a 

presidential candidate. 

So where do we stand now? The 

situation remains highly volatile. 

After more than two months of 

paralysis, parliament resumed its 

sessions last Wednesday, September 

28, amid tight (very tight) security 

measures. These measures, however, 

did not prevent further incidents, 

including a number of IDF impacts as 

well as clashes between protesters 

and security forces. 

To be clear: there is zero justification 

for violence. Yet in this instance 

again, many were injured, 11 

civilians and more than 120 members 

of the Iraqi Security Forces - all sons 

of the country. 

And we have not seen the end of it 

yet. Last night, after three days of 

rocket attacks, Basra witnessed 

intense fighting, while smaller 

incidents were reported in other 

southern governorates. 

Mr. President, 

On the first of October, last Saturday, 

we remembered the victims of the 

Tishreen demonstrations. 

Three years ago, as you recall, Iraqis 

took to the streets to protest a lack of 

political, economic and social 

prospects. It was a mobilisation of an 

unprecedented scale, and it turned 

into a tragedy. Several hundreds of 

Iraqis died, and many more were 

s evere ly  in j ur ed ,  abduct ed , 

threatened or intimidated. 

As a result of these protests, the 

previous government stepped down, 

and early elections were organized, a 

year ago. In other words, and I said it 

often: last year’s elections were 

extremely hard-earned. And with this 

in mind, the absence of a functioning 

government 12 months later is hard 

to justify. 

It has to be said that last Saturday, 

new protests were expected. The hope 
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was that they would be held 

peacefully. But in the early morning 

hours, we woke up to another call of 

our “sense and warn” alarm system. 

The day was not off to a promising 

start. 

Throughout the day, however, 

protester  numbers remained 

relatively low. Not because Iraqis are 

now suddenly content, but because 

t h e y  d o  n o t  w i s h  t o  b e 

instrumentalized in the ongoing 

power struggle - as made abundantly 

clear by many of those who took to 

the streets in 2019. 

The  I r a q i  S e c ur i t y  Fo r c e s 

demonstrated great restraint in their 

response, adhering strictly to given 

orders. But regretfully, some 

disruptive elements were present on 

the streets. And I can only reiterate 

the importance of keeping any protest 

away from violence. The fact is: the 

smallest spark can suffice to trigger a 

major disaster. 

Mr. President, 

We brought our full support to the 

National Dialogue under the auspices 

of Iraq’s Prime Minister. A forum 

that, so far, convened twice. For this 

initiative to bear fruit, however, it is 

crucial that all parties take their 

seat. I repeat, all parties. 

As an aside, it is worth noting that 

none of the parties were represented 

by women. 

That said, it is also incumbent on all 

to act responsibly in times of 

heightened tensions. This means 

refraining from making provocative 

statements and feeding into counter-

productive, not to say harmful, 

discourses. 

And while I am usually disinclined to 

air our initiatives publicly, I would 

like to emphasize our intense 

engagements during the past months 

and weeks; from participating in 

dialogue and holding countless 

bilateral meetings to drafting 

roadmaps and conducting shuttle 

diplomacy in various forms. Believe 

me, we tried, non-stop. 

That said: we do not have a magic 

wand. Ultimately, it all comes down 

to political will. 

E q u a l l y  i m p o r t a n t  i s  t h e 

understanding that, at the end of the 

day, one can only be influential if you 

accept the influence of others. If only 

there was a willingness to 

compromise. 

One thing is clear: the persistent and 

overt lack of trust perpetuates a zero-

sum game, a game in which 

commitment to concrete solutions is 

being avoided. 

Having said this, Mr. President: 

there are solutions. 

Of course, every situation has its own 

history and idiosyncrasies. But let me 

be clear: since the elections were held 

a year ago, all sides - and I mean all 

sides - made strategic mistakes and 

miscalculations. More importantly 

still, they missed many valuable 

opportunities to resolve their 

differences. And with risks of further 

strife and bloodshed still very 

tangible, dwelling on who did what 

when is no longer an option. 

Hence, it is high time for Iraq’s 

leaders (all of them) to engage in 

dialogue, collectively define core Iraqi 

needs and pull the country back from 

the ledge. 

In other words, all leaders should 

assume responsibility and return the 

spotlight where it must be: on the 

people of Iraq. 

Make no mistake, public disillusion is 

running sky-high. Too many Iraqis 

have lost faith in the ability of Iraq’s 

political class to act in the interest of 

the country and its people. And a 

continued failure to address this loss 

of faith, will only exacerbate Iraq’s 

problems. 

Focus is equally important. We have 

seen the announcement of a plethora 

of initiatives since the elections in 

October last year. But too many 

tracks and too many cooks distract, 

confuse and blur the picture. 

As I said, there are solutions. But for 

solutions to see daylight, genuine and 

timely dialogue is essential, including 

a willingness to compromise. 

And yes, it goes without saying: 

delivering a functioning government 

is merely the first step to overcoming 

the current crisis in a sustainable 

way. A wide range of critical issues 

must be addressed. Chief amongst 

them is the adoption of a federal 

budget, absent which state spending 

could come to a halt by the end of the 

year. 

And work towards transformative 

change has to kick off. 

Let us face it: since 2003, too many 

opportunities to conduct meaningful 

and much needed reform have been 

wasted. Nearly 20 years on, Iraq’s 

leaders must acknowledge that 

systemic change is vital for the 

country’s future. 

At t e mpt s  to  p us h  t hr o ugh 

incremental reform, including in the 

fight against corruption, have failed 

so far – having been actively 

undermined or obstructed. 

I said it many times, also in your 

chamber: corruption is a core feature 

of Iraq’s current political economy, 

built into everyday transactions. This 

is not just me saying it. It is widely 

recognized. 

A related feature is Iraq’s reliance on 

patronage and clientelism. This has 

resulted in a ballooning, inefficient 

public sector that functions more as 

an instrument of political favour than 

as a servant of the people. 

And while Iraq is by no means a poor 

country, private and partisan 

interests conspire to divert resources 

away from critical investment in 

national development. 

What I am saying is: Iraq’s political 

and governance system ignores the 

needs of the Iraqi people, or even 

worse, actively works against them. 

Pervasive corruption is a major root 

cause of Iraqi dysfunctionality. And 

frankly, no leader can claim to be 

shielded from it. 

Keeping the system “as is” will 

backfire, sooner rather than later. 

That said, it is important to frame it 
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as precisely that: a system, rather 

than a collection of individuals or a 

series of events. 

Mr. President, 

As calls for early national elections 

have become more pronounced, let me 

elaborate further on this topic. 

Besides the obvious benefits for 

political parties to clarify a number of 

matters in advance, we emphasized 

the importance of  following 

established (legal) procedures and 

mechanisms. 

We also made clear that - at this 

point in time - we would not be able 

to confirm UNAMI’s ability to assist 

in new elections, as this would 

depend on a formal request of the 

Iraqi Government addressed to your 

Council, and (of course) subsequent 

deliberations. 

Other questions are also worth 

raising, for instance: 

What are the guarantees that new 

national elections will not be held in 

vain once again? 

How will Iraqi citizens be persuaded 

that it is worth casting their vote? 

And what reassurances would the 

international community need for 

them to support new elections? 

Mr. President, 

On the topic of elections, we have also 

actively engaged Kurdistan Region 

authorities and political parties on 

several outstanding issues related to 

t he  6 t h  K ur d i s t a n  R e g io n 

parliamentary elections. 

These elections were initially 

scheduled for the first of October, 

that is, three days ago. To date, 

however, Kurdistan Region political 

parties are yet to find common 

ground, with again the “yellow and 

green” divide as the single most 

disruptive factor impeding progress. 

In no uncertain terms, we made clear 

that, here also, we do not have a 

magic wand. Here also, it comes down 

to political will. Here also, party 

leaders should understand that one 

can only be truly influential if they 

accept the influence of others. Hence, 

a willingness to compromise is 

e s s e n t i a l .  M o r e  g e n e r a l l y : 

mo no p o l i z i ng  p o we r  br e e d s 

instability. That goes for both Iraq as 

a whole and for the Kurdistan 

Region. 

Now, let me stress the following: the 

political fallout of not conducting 

t i m e l y  K u r d i s t a n  R e g i o n 

parliamentary elections, of not 

p r o p e r l y  m a n a g i n g  p u b l i c 

expectations, of neglecting basic 

democratic principles, will bear a 

high cost. And if that were to happen, 

it would not be for lack of warning. 

Hence, we are impatiently waiting for 

parties to fulfil their many promises 

and to act in the service of the 

peoples of the Kurdistan Region. 

Mr. President, 

Addressing the Council in May, I 

raised the alarm at Turkish and 

Iranian shelling in the North having 

become the “new normal” for Iraq. 

And with last week’s Iranian attacks, 

I can now only repeat myself. 

These reckless acts, which have 

devastating consequences, killing and 

injuring people, must cease. 

No neighbour should treat Iraq as its 

backyard. No neighbour should be 

allowed to routinely, and with 

impunity, violate Iraq’s sovereignty 

and territorial integrity. Yet it is 

happening. Time and again. 

Mr. President, 

On the issue of missing Kuwaiti and 

third-country nationals and missing 

Kuwaiti property, including the 

national archives: 

We are pleased to see that Iraq’s 

efforts to reach new witnesses 

cont inue unhindered .  These 

witnesses are of great importance to 

help locate new potential burial sites. 

Equally important is the contribution 

of Tripartite Member states through 

their provision of satellite imagery 

analysis. 

The handover by Iraq on July 4 of 

additional missing Kuwaiti property, 

including a historical sword, two 

historical copies of the Holy Quran, 

and items belonging to the Kuwaiti 

Ministry of Information, marks 

another positive step. 

It is hoped that, with persistence, 

determination and commitment from 

all, more results will soon emerge.  

Mr. President, 

To conclude my remarks, let me 

again emphasize the importance of 

embarking on a path towards 

political stability. And let me say it 

once more: there are solutions. 

It is in the power of any Iraqi leader 

to drag the country into a protracted 

and deadly conflict, as it is in their 

power to place the national interest 

first and lift the country out of this 

crisis.

On July 28, Shia and Sunni religious 

leaders* representing Muslim religious 

authorities from all over Iraq addressed 

the Yezidi community in a joint 

statement announced in Mosul – a city 

regarded as the Islamic State of Iraq 

and the Levant’s (ISIL) capital only five 

years ago. The statement denounces 

ISIL’s crimes with specific attention to 

those experienced by the Yezidi 

community, rejects violent extremism 

and reaffirms their support to all 

efforts to provide justice to Yezidis. 

The religious leaders outlined practical 

steps they plan to take in order to 

embrace ethnoreligious diversity as a 

source of wealth and foster community 

cohesion and reconciliation. These 

include increasing interreligious 

collaboration to address issues of 

mutual interest – such as achieving 

justice for survivors of ISIL’s crimes – 

and bolstering messages of peace and 

tolerance through networks of imams. 

“The outcomes of this statement will be 

a beginning for supporting security, 

stability and peaceful coexistence,” said 

Director of the Joint Center for 

Security and Intelligence in Ninewa, 

Mr. Abdul Khaleq Khiqani. 

On August 2, following the statement of 

religious leaders, seventy tribal leaders 

representing over forty tribes across 

Ninewa issued their own statement 

officially declaring their support to 

Iraqi government authorities in the 

Calls for justice and solidarity with Yezidis: Iraqi Muslim religious 

and tribal leaders issued public statements denouncing ISIL 

atrocities and violent extremism, urging action 
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identification and prosecution of 

members of ISIL. The statement 

affirms the leaders’ commitment to the 

rule of law and denounces ISIL’s 

atrocities, including those perpetrated 

against Yezidis in particular. 

“Genocide against Yezidi component in 

Sinjar is a disgrace in the history of 

humanity,” said Mr. Ali Omar Gaabo, 

Governorate Advisor for NGO Affairs in 

Ninewa, during an event to mark the 

release of the joint statement. “As the 

message of religious leaders was 

delivered a few days ago, your message, 

tribal leaders, will be delivered today: 

ISIL do not represent anyone; they are 

a group of rogue criminals who 

committed crimes against everyone and 

that only represent themselves. Tribal 

sheikhs support the implementation of 

t r ans i t i o na l  j us t i ce  and  t he 

accountability of all those whose hands 

are stained with the blood, honor and 

money of Iraqis.” 

Leaders identified actions they intend 

to take to realize their commitment, 

including the provision of assistance to 

security and judicial authorities toward 

the prosecution of ISIL members who 

committed crimes, as well as direct 

collaboration with Yezidi leaders to 

enable the safe and voluntary return of 

internally displaced persons (IDPs) 

from all ethnoreligious groups to the 

Sinjar region. The statement was 

developed in close collaboration with 

the Tribal Affairs Office of Ninewa. 

Both statements are result of process of 

local consultations and multi-party 

dialogues facilitated by Peace 

Paradigms Organization (PPO), 

supported by the International 

Organization for Migration (IOM). 

“This is a great achievement, but it is 

not where the story ends,” said Haider 

Al Ibrahimi, CEO of PPO. “A lot still 

needs to be done to materialize the 

terms in both statements, to repair 

trust and constructive relationships 

be t we e n  Y e z id i  a nd  M us l im 

communities, as well as between them 

and local and federal authorities, to 

push forward the reconciliation agenda 

in Sinjar.” 

“The statements of Iraqi Muslim 

religious and tribal leaders echo the 

requests of Yezidis and other 

communities of survivors – that justice 

and solidarity are the most important 

pillars of the process of healing and 

building lasting peace after ISIL’s 

genocide in Iraq,” said IOM Iraq’s Head 

of Peacebuilding and Stabilization, 

Siobhan Simojoki. “We hope that the 

symbolic power of their words and their 

planned concrete actions will feed into 

wider efforts to address the impact of 

the genocide on Yezidi and other 

communities.”

Iraqi female journalists need to know 

how to handle threats, whether they 

arise online or offline, according to 

journalist Raja Hamid. For more than 

20 years, silence has characterized the 

situation for female journalists. She 

c o n t i n ue s ,  " T h a n k  g o o d ne s s , 

UNESCO's efforts improved the 

situation and placed us on the correct 

route to confront these threats and 

problems through group action and 

sustaining peace.

love each other. Most importantly, we 

respect each other and want to see each 

other grow and flourish. It's important 

to share respect, equality and power in 

a relationship," says Firas and Rawya. 

According to the newlywed couple from 

Ramadi, this is the key to a healthy, 

happy and most importantly, safe 

marriage. 

Firas and Rawya got married two years 

ago. As soon as they first met, they felt 

a deep connection which blossomed into 

a strong friendship and, over time, 

developed into a trusting and healthy 

relationship. "It was only logical that 

we get married as there was no doubt 

that we were a good fit for each other. 

Most importantly, we also wanted the 

same things and had similar 

approaches to life," Firas says. 

"However, not all relationships are 

healthy and safe. Many people face 

different forms of emotional and 

physical violence in relationships and 

keep silent about it. It is especially 

worse when women are unaware of 

their rights," adds Rawya. 

UNDP works closely with couples like 

Firas and Rawya to reduce intimate 

partner violence and improve the well-

being of survivors. This includes 

seventeen sessions for couples over 

three months, covering issues from

creating safe spaces for open 

communication to addressing triggers 

of gender-based violence.  

The project also includes a component 

for training community leaders on 

reducing gender-based violence to shift 

mindsets between couples and at the 

community level. Since 2021, 44 

couples and 61 community leaders have 

been trained in Anbar and Diyala. 

Another ten couples from Diyala will 

receive this training by the end of this 

year. 

"We learnt about creating safe spaces 

and listening to each other. We spent 

time talking about how to bring up 

children in a safe household. This is the 

only way we will be able to end the 

cycles of violence women and girls have 

faced over generations. After this 

training, we will ensure that we spread 

these messages to our friends, family 

and community," Rawya says. 

Firas and Rawya welcome this 

initiative and are confident that such 

training sessions will help reduce 

violence in families. 

On speaking to Muhanned and Aya, a 

young couple from Ramadi who also 

underwent the training with Firas and 

Rawya. "This training helped us 

understand how important it is to 

share all responsibilities at home. And 

most importantly, to find safe and 

healthy ways to communicate our 

issues," says the couple. 

The curriculum for the training 

included a range of interactive and 

informal sessions, including take-home 

exercises designed to change mindsets 

and reduce intimate partner violence. 

It focused on addressing power 

imbalances, recognizing change as a 

process, understanding triggers of 

gender-based violence and building 

ways to manage triggers. 

Lalith al-Khateeb, the main trainer for 

the sessions, is convinced that creating 

awareness is one of the most efficient 

solutions. "We conducted most of the 

sessions with the couples together. This 

forced the couples to have open and 

frank conversations with each other. 

The content of the training evolves 

progressively, from recognizing stages 

of change to taking concrete steps to 

make those behavioural changes," he 

says. 

With adequate care and attention, such 

trainings can be implemented safely 

and effectively, even in contexts like 

Iraq, where violence is tolerated and 

common. As Lalith says, "I noticed that 

the women who attended training 

spoke with confidence and felt safe. It 

is important to handle this training 

w i t h  c a r e ,  s e n s i t i v i t y  a n d 

understanding of societal conditioning 

in Iraq." 
 

About: The project is being implemented 

through UNDP's Funding Facility for 

Stabilization with support from Canada and 

Denmark. The couples were selected from a 

livelihoods skilling project they had participated 

in through the Facility.  

The curriculum is a part of 'Indashyikirwa', a 

programme led by UNDP globally that aims to 

reduce intimate partner violence and shift 

related attitudes, behaviours and social norms. 

It was initially implemented in Rwanda by 

CARE Rwanda, Rwanda Women's Network and 

Rwanda Men's Resource Center. UNDP Iraq 

adapted this model for returnees affected by the 

ISIL conflict.

"The benefit from this workshop was 

financial and psychological. I learnt 

many things. The more a person grows, 

the more she needs to learn. She needs 

to develop herself,” said Huda, who 

took the role of a trainer during the 

activity. “I loved the young women’s 

new ideas and opinions. It was like 

exchanging experiences. I transferred 

my experience to them and showed 

them how to work on the machine and 

design. I gained some new designs from 

them, too. The workshop was very 

interesting, and we hope that such 

activities will be repeated.” 

Like Huda, 52-year-old Ekhlas also 

participated in the Shams Al-Hayat 

sewing activity as a trainer. 

Displaced from her home in Anbar 

Governorate’s Fallujah district in 2014 

brought on 20 women from the area to 

produce uniform vests for local 

schoolgirls, and took place over 40 days 

in the Shams Al-Hayat Sewing 

Workshop. 

The Shams Al-Hayat Sewing Workshop 

is run by Dr. Hayat Ibrahim, a 

psychology professor at the University 

of Baghdad who established the 

workshop towards the beginning of the 

sectarian conflict in order to support 

widows and vulnerable women in her 

community. 

"I turned to humanitarian work in 

order to economically support women so 

that they can strengthen themselves 

such that their dignity is not 

[negatively] affected, as we live in a 

patriarchal society, and it is difficult for 

women to work, especially in Abu 

Ghraib,” said Dr. Ibrahim. “We worked 

on opportunities [for women] to build 

and help themselves." 

When it first opened, the workshop had 

only ten sewing machines, but today 

Women supporting women: sewing in Abu Ghraib 

Baghdad, 4 October 2022 - Cycles of 

war and internal conflict in Iraq have 

led to massive material and human 

loss, leaving behind many women to 

reckon with economic crisis without 

their primary breadwinners. 

As they have done throughout history, 

Iraqi women have answered the call 

with strength and tenacity. 

"We were displaced from Abu Ghraib 

district by the sectarian conflict [in 

2006] and went to Al-Bayaa area in 

Baghdad. We returned after the conflict 

ended in 2010,” said Huda, 25. The 

severe wave of sectarian violence that 

swept Iraq beginning in 2006 led to the 

displacement of some 1.6 million 

families. 

“My husband died of illness,” she 

continued, “and the responsibility to 

support [my children] became very big." 

Huda has loved sewing and clothing 

design since she was 12 years old. As 

she improved her skills over the years, 

sewing became her source of livelihood. 

Since her displacement, Huda has 

worked as a seamstress in both 

Baghdad city centre and at home in 

Abu Ghraib district. 

"The sewing machine that I use is old – 

from 2005. I am still working on it and 

have been thinking of buying one, but I 

don't have the financial means,” Huda 

explained. “The price of the machine 

starts at $250 [and goes up] to $450. 

This is too expensive." 

After her return to Abu Ghraib, Huda 

participated in a cash-for-work sewing 

activity supported by the International 

Organization for Migration (IOM) to 

supplement her income. The activity 
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ISIL conflict, several factors including 

the COVID-19 pandemic, volatile oil 

prices and a decrease in the value of 

the Iraqi dinar came together to 

produce a state of widespread economic 

decline in Iraq. Effects can be felt most 

acutely by vulnerable populations such 

as those impacted by protracted 

displacement. Women in particular face 

heightened barriers to economic 

participation and achieving financial 

self-sufficiency. 

IOM Iraq supports efforts to increase 

women’s economic opportunities and 

participation, including through Cash-

for-Work programmes, which quickly 

put much-needed cash in the pockets of 

those most in need, while also 

contributing to reconstruction and 

economic revitalization in communities 

still rebuilding after the ISIL conflict. 

This cash-for-work activity was made 

possible by support from the 

Government of Germany, through KfW.

Approximately 1,500 school uniforms 

were sewn during this activity. During 

September, these were distributed to 

six girls’ schools in Abu Ghraib’s Al-

Shuhada area, for students who are 

orphans or whose families have little 

income. 

Both Huda and Ekhlas continue to 

work as tailors at Shams Al-Hayat and 

are saving up for new sewing machines. 

In the wake of the immense destruction 

left behind after the conclusion of the 

Women supporting women: sewing in Abu Ghraib (continued) 

due to the presence of Islamic State in 

Iraq and the Levant (ISIL) fighters, 

Ekhlas remains in Abu Ghraib district 

with her husband and five children. 

They have no intention to return home. 

“When we fled to Abu Ghraib, we had 

to rent a house and pay the rent 

[largely] through my work sewing 

clothes, since my husband cannot work 

because he suffers from chronic 

illnesses,” she said. 

Ekhlas loves sewing and designing 

clothes. With 20 years of experience 

under her belt, she runs her own 

sewing business out of her home using 

an old sewing machine she has had for 

ten years now. 

“I need a new sewing machine – there 

are very modern machines [available 

these days] – but my financial condition 

does not allow me to buy one as my 

income barely covers our living 

expenses,” Ekhlas explained. 

“I know that it’s a tiring profession and 

requires high concentration, but the 

work is fun,” she said. For her, sewing 

is not just a hobby or a livelihood, it’s a

Mosul, 14 October 2022 - Fatma 

remembers the year she turned 

thirteen – she had just completed her 

fifth grade when her parents pressured 

her into an arranged marriage. She had 

never met him before. No one ever 

asked for her consent. She was robbed 

of her childhood and forced to drop out 

of school. "They didn't ask for my 

opinion. They were unfair to me.” 

Fatma, now 49, has four children, the 

youngest is seven, and the eldest is 26. 

Originally from east Mosul, she moved 

to west Mosul after marriage. She lived 

there for over twenty-eight years until 

she was displaced during the ISIL 

conflict.  

In 2014, when ISIL took control of 

Mosul, Fatma and her family fled to Tel 

Kaif. They walked for over 85 km from 

Mosul. The idea was to drive to Erbil 

from there, but taxis were charging 

them around US$70. Unable to afford 

it, they returned to Mosul. After which, 

they lived under ISIL's control for over 

three years.  

However, in 2017, when the fight to 

retake the city from ISIL began, she 

lost her husband. "It was around 

midday, and we were having lunch in 

the front yard. During this, there were 

My name is Fatma 
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airstrikes. ISIL members were 

stationed outside our home. None of us 

dared to ask them to move. Suddenly 

we didn't feel anything, and the house 

collapsed. My daughter and husband 

were buried under rubble." Her 

husband passed away within a few 

hours of the airstrike. While her three-

year-old daughter survived. "I took my 

daughter to the hospital immediately. 

She was in a coma for over forty days." 

Fatma moved her family to Tel Kaif, 

distraught and devastated by the loss 

and trauma. Her husband, a daily 

wager, was the sole breadwinner. 

During their marriage, she was not 

allowed to work. However, after his 

passing, she was forced to find ways to 

make ends meet. She leaned on family 

members, the local mosque, and aid 

organizations to support her. She also 

received food rations from the 

government. "It was a challenging 

period. We were living on one meal a 

day." 

Fatma was tired of borrowing and 

depending on others to make ends 

meet. She decided to take matters into 

her own hands. She started to explore 

business ideas and ways to restart her 

life. This was when she came across a 

business development and small-grant 

opportunity organized by UNDP and 

World Vision.  

During this, Fatma learned how to 

manage finances, customers and 

vendors. This was the first time she 

had learned something new after 

dropping out of school. She was excited. 

Confident with her new skills, she used 

the small grant to open a provision 

store. She strategically rented a store 

close to a school and residential area, 

attracting many customers. 

Having tasted independence and self-

reliance, this is only the begging for 

Fatma. Today she joined a savings 

group. Every week, she saves around 

US$14. She hopes to save enough to 

further expand her business. "With this 

store, my circumstances have changed. 

Before, I couldn't even buy fruit for my 

children. But now, it's different." 

When Fatma first opened her store, she 

would get only twenty customers. 

Today, her business has expanded, and 

her loyal customer base has also grown. 

She receives over 50 to 60 customers 

every day. "The happiest moment of my 

life is now. I am living better than in 

the past. I am meeting my children's 

needs. It is most difficult when your 

children ask you for something, and 

you cannot do it for them." 

Fatma feels proud of all that she 

achieved. As she best puts it, "I live 

with a strong will and with dignity."

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21 members. Iraqi women hold 96 seats 

in the Council of Representatives 

(CoR), close to an impressive one-third 

of the legislature and above the 25 

percent bottom line quota.  

The Special Representative of the 

United Nations Secretary-General for 

Iraq, Jeanine Hennis-Plasschaert, said 

that the increased representation of 

women, while very much welcome and 

encouraged, is not enough. Irrespective 

of their political affiliation, women 

parliamentarians need to unite on 

issues that matter most to women, and 

their representation in senior 

government positions, political parties 

and other positions of influence must be 

bolstered. Furthermore, the new Iraqi 

government can benefit from women’s 

strength in parliament to advance its 

programme of reform and development, 

and this in turn accords women further 

political leverage. 

The SRSG urged parliamentarians – 

women and men - to fully address 

women’s concerns and interests in 

future legislation to positively impact 

the lives of ordinary Iraqi women and 

girls.

The HJC has endorsed our work to 

conduct trial observation and granted 

our team access to investigative and 

trial hearings. The empirical data we 

are collecting in the program allows us 

to analyze the process and develop 

recommendations to you as well to 

support initiatives of our international 

and UN partners. 

We aim to discuss these findings and 

recommendations of  our  tr ial 

observation work with you regularly. 

To this end, we suggest that today’s 

meeting is the first in a series of 

meetings to speak about the corruption 

response of the judiciary. 

Secretary General António Guterres 

said: “Corruption threatens the well-

being of our societies, the future of our 

children and the health of our planet. It 

must be fought by all, for all.” I thank 

you for standing up against corruption 

and hope we in the UN can effectively 

support you in this aim.”

Though progress has 

been made on this front by the 

Government of Iraq, Iraqi civil society 

and international organizations, 

survivors continue to live in immense 

need. 

The Directorate is mandated with 

implementing the YSL through the 

provision of individual reparations and 

the coordination of other transitional 



and IOM Iraq in the preparation of the 

application process for reparations 

under the YSL.

submitting an application during the 

meeting. 

The first workshop held in Erbil this 

week worked with participants to 

produce short digital films that can be 

used in advocacy to promote and 

protect the rights of religious 

minorities, social cohesion and peaceful 

coexistence.

Creative tools for human rights advocacy: Peace narratives through 

digital storytelling and filmmaking 

Erbil, 14 October 2022 - From 10 – 15 

October, as part of the Peace 

Narratives Project’s implementation, 

the Human Rights Office of the United 

Nations Assistance Mission for Iraq 

(UNAMI) and the Office of the High 

Commissioner for Human Rights 

(OHCHR) launched the first of five 

participatory workshops aimed at 

training youth activists to engage 

creatively within the Youth, Peace and 

Security Agenda in Iraq and promote 

human rights through cartoons, digital 

storytelling, and short films.  

Through the “Peace Narratives 

Project”,  UNAMI and OHCHR 

previously commissioned a report and 

mapping that highlighted the role of 

Iraqi youth as catalysts for positive 

change in building sustainable peace. 

The project presented examples of 

youth-led human rights initiatives from 

different communities across the 

country and illustrated the essential 

role played by Iraqi youth in promoting 

social cohesion and protecting the 

human rights of religious minorities. 

By documenting narratives of youth-led 

volunteer projects which cut across 

community boundaries, the project 

sought to encourage increased youth 

representation and participation in the 

promotion of peace and security as 

envisaged by Security Council 

Resolution 2250 on Youth, Peace and 

Security.   

In continuance of this successful 

project, UNAMI/OHCHR will convene 

five training workshops with youth 

across Iraq to explore creative tools for 

human rights advocacy, such as 

‘Cartoons’, ‘Digital Story Telling’ and 

‘Participatory Film Making’. Using 

creative media encourages participants 

to tell their own stories to a national 

audience, allowing their testimonies to 
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communication, data storage, as well as 

protection from hacking, among other 

topics. UNAMI Human Rights Office 

Team provided a session on how to 

recognize and counter hate speech 

online, in order to promote spaces 

where diversity is promoted and 

respected.  

This event was delivered at the request 

of activists for training on digital 

security. It is part of a larger digital 

human rights education and advocacy 

project; further such workshops will be 

held in other governorates of Iraq in 

the upcoming months. 

At the request of activists a training on digital security was 

organized in Basra

Evidence investigation 

On the process of collecting evidence, 

UNITAD Special Adviser Christian 

Ritscher said: UNITAD collects a variety 

of evidence through different channels 

and ensures that it is all properly 

processed, stored and preserved. My 

investigators regularly interview 

witnesses, analyse documents and 

evaluate the electronic devices left behind 

by Da’esh perpetrators. The testimonial, 

documentary and digital evidence is 

gathered thanks to the excellent 

cooperation between UNITAD and the 

Iraqi authorities, as well as the 

collaboration developed with a range of 

actors, including the affected 

communities, the civil society, local and 

international organizations as well as 

cooperation with many 3rd states.  All 

these actors know how important it is for 

the Iraqi society to properly investigate 

these heinous crimes. This collection of 

evidence helps rebuild the full picture of 

ISIL crimes in Iraq, in an undeniable 

way. What we aim to do is make sure that 

this evidence is collected and preserved 

according to international standards, and 

is admissible in relevant courts. The aim 

of this entire process is to pursue 

accountability for ISIL international 

crimes through evidence-based trails that 

rise to international standards. 

 

Challenges facing UNITAD 

Regarding the main challenges facing 

UNITAD in its day-to-day operations, the 

team advisor noted that" UNITAD’s 

mission is complex by nature. Also, we 

cannot underestimate that ISIL 

operatives still pose a threat, especially in 

areas of mass grave excavations. But we 

adopt very diligent security measures to 

mitigate risks. This happens through 

that may amount to war crimes, crimes 

against humanity and genocide 

committed in Iraq. 

 

So far, the Team has achieved landmark 

progress in four investigative priorities: 

1.    Crimes committed against the Yazidi 

community in Sinjar beginning in August 

2014;  

2.    The mass killing of unarmed cadets of 

the Tikrit Air Academy in June 2014;  

3.    Crimes committed by ISIL/Da’esh in 

and around the Badush prison near Mosul 

in June 2014;   

4.    Crimes related to the facilitation of 

ISIL financing; known as Al- Rawi 

network.   

  

More investigations are going on. 

UNITAD continues to investigate into 

those complex international crimes 

committed by ISIL in Iraq, including acts 

perpetrated against all affected 

communities in Iraq; the Christians, 

Kakai, Shabak, Shia Turkmen and Sunni 

communities. In this, UNITAD works in 

close cooperation with Iraqi authorities, in 

particular the judiciary, as well as several 

local and international organizations.  

The last UNITAD report to the Security

The Investigative Team to Promote 

Accountability for Crime Committed by 

Da’esh (UNITAD), elaborated its mission 

and tasks in Iraq, while revealing the 

most prominent results achieved 

regarding a group of files, including mass 

graves, the Tikrit Air Academy massacre 

(Speicher crime), genocide against the 

Yazidis and other crimes committed by 

the terrorist gangs against civilians in 

Iraq. 

UNITAD Special Adviser Christian 

Ritscher said in an interview with the 

Iraqi News Agency (INA), that “Pursuant 

to Security Council resolution 2379 

(2017), the United Nations Investigative 

Team to Promote Accountability for 

Da’esh Crimes has been mandated by the 

United Nations Security Council to 

promote accountability for international 

crimes committed by ISIL in Iraq. 

Since 2018, UNITAD’s headquarter was 

created in Baghdad, followed by the setup 

of two additional offices located in Dohuk 

and Erbil. Since the start of its mission, 

UNITAD has adopted different lines of 

investigations to collect, preserve and 

store evidence of acts committed by ISIL

Digitization of paper evidence project 

UNITAD Special Adviser also mentioned 

“Another challenge is posed by the great 

number of scattered and paper-based 

evidence that is left by ISIL in the areas 

which it controlled as well as the 

complexity of crime scenes and mass 

graves. To counter these challenges, 

UNITAD works closely, as I already 

mentioned, with the Iraqi authorities, 

mainly the Iraqi judiciary, in collecting 

and documenting evidence, as well as 

digitizing paper-based evidence. The 

digitization project is one of UNITAD’s 

pillar solutions to collect and preserve 

evidence according to the highest 

international standards. Digitization also 

means that this evidence is searchable, 

which also facilitates the work of Iraqi 

investigative judges. 

Additionally, UNITAD has pioneered in 

harnessing advanced technology in 

investigations. This approach has proved 

particularly impactful during the height 

of the COVID19 pandemic which placed 

restrictions on the Team’s work in the 

field. In partnership with key private 

sector actors, UNITAD has successfully 

adapted and developed new technologies 

in dealing with huge volumes of complex 

and challenging data. The Team 

published earlier last year a manual titled 

“Harnessing Technology in International 

Criminal Investigations” which can be 

found on UNITAD website. This 

publication presents lessons learned that 

may serve as a resource for domestic and 

international entities alike. 

Mass graves investigation strategy 

Regarding the excavations of the sites of 

mass graves in Sinjar, he stressed that 

“UNITAD’s mass graves investigations 

work is underpinned by its mass graves 

investigations strategy, endorsed by the 

Government of Iraq.  The strategy 

supports the joint planning and delivery 

on mass graves investigations to ensure 

that the forensic work of search; location; 

excavation; analysis of human remains 

and evidence; DNA sample collection from 

relatives; registration of missing ISIL 

victims; as well as the DNA identification 

and return of human remains to the next 

of kin; are all coordinated, conducted in 

accordance with international standards, 

and support UNITADs impartial 

independent investigations. This is done 

hand in hand with the concerned Iraqi 

authorities, in particular the Mass 

Graves’ Directorate (MGD) and the 

Medico-Legal Directorate (MLD). 

The excavation of mass grave sites in 

Sinjar are a part of this investigations 

strategy. The mass graves in Kojo, Sinjar 

were amongst the first to be opened and 

excavated in relation to ISIL crimes 

against the Yazidis. 
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The File of crimes committed against the 

Yazidis 

On the file of crimes committed against 

the Yazidis, UNITAD Special Adviser 

clarified"  In partnership with the MGD, 

the MLD and other relevant local 

authorities, 32 locations north and south 

of Sinjar mountain, e.g. Kojo, Hardan, 

Solagh, Qeni, Sinjar town… have been 

fully excavated and human remains and 

evidence recovered from these crime 

scenes. The investigation of the human 

remains and evidence recovered is 

ongoing in some instances; however, these 

crimes are alleged to relate to the killing 

of members of the Yezidi community by 

ISIL in 2014”. 

He also affirmed that multiple data 

collection campaigns have been held in 

and around Sinjar, and in Internally 

Displaced Person camps in the Kurdistan 

Regional Government areas, to enable 

Yezidi survivors and families of missing 

persons to come forward to register their 

missing person(s) and provide DNA 

reference samples to identify the victims’ 

remains.  The campaigns are led by the 

Iraqi national authorities (MGD and 

MLD), the collection of this data is a 

critical to the investigation to link 

missing persons and circumstances of 

disappearance to witness testimony, and 

to enable the identification process, 

confirming that “So far, UNITAD has 

supported the return of identified remains 

of 145 Yazidi victims from Sinjar, for 

dignified burial.” 

It is worth noting that the process of mass 

graves’ excavations and identification of 

victims’ remains is complex and lengthy. 

But we must continue working. UNITAD 

is currently working to support an AM 

data collection campaign to target Yazidi 

families living in Germany. This 

campaign will be the first of its kind, and 

will help more identifications of Yazidi 

victims for dignified burial. 

The magnitude of ISIL crimes in Iraq is 

huge. And as I mentioned, the process of 

mass graves’ excavations is complex and 

lengthy. Additional known execution and 

mass grave sites relating to ISIL crimes 

against different communities in Iraq are 

pending forensic excavation, with sites 

safeguarded until such time as the 

excavations can be scheduled in line with 

a joint strategy endorsed by the 

Government of Iraq. 

 

The file of Yazidi women survivors of ISIL 

crimes 

Regarding the file of Yazidi women who 

survived the crimes of ISIS terrorist 

gangs, he said: I am very happy to point 

to the fact that Iraq has taken an 

important step on the path of supporting 

survivors with the adoption of the Female 

Yazidi survivors’ law. This law extends 

not only to Yazidi female survivors, but to 

survivors from other communities that 

suffered ISIL crimes in Iraq including the 

Shabak, Kaka’i, Turkmen communities. 

The law is an important recognition of the 

nature and magnitude of ISIL crimes, and 

aims in essence to support the needs of 

the survivors.  

As UNITAD had stated before upon the 

adoption of this law that we consider it a 

cornerstone in acknowledging the impact 

of ISIL crimes against the Yazidi as well 

as other Iraqi communities. 

The type of compensation for women 

survivors of sexual violence? Whether 

Yazidis or other minorities? 

UNITAD Special Adviser said: As 

indicated previously, the international 

community is committed to seeking 

justice for the survivors and victims of 

ISIL through the continuous unanimous 

support to UNITAD. When ISIL 

perpetrators are tried for the 

international crimes they committed, 

including genocide, survivors will have 

their day in court.  

The international community, through 

member states, is supporting UNITAD’s 

efforts to build the capacities of the Iraqi 

autho r i t i e s  in  inve s t igat io ns , 

identification of remains, as well as their 

support to victims and survivors. There is 

dedicated funding to UNITAD, as we are 

sure to other organizations in Iraq, with 

the aim of improving the psychosocial 

wellbeing of survivors through building 

the capacities of the national specialists 

who serve them. 

The international community’s support to 

victims’ right to justice manifests also 

through the trials that can take place in 

several countries, like the ones in 

Germany and Sweden. These trials 

support victim and survivors’ rights and 

participation in the accountability 

process. 

The fate of Yazidis who are missing and 

the hundreds of thousands in IDP camps 

Regarding the fate of 2800 Yazidis who 

are missing and the hundreds of 

thousands in IDP camps, UNITAD 

Special Adviser affirmed that UNITAD is 

aware that the fate of the Yazidis still 

missing, their relatives and the members 

of the community living in IDP camps is 

very precarious. I have recently visited an 

IDPs camp close to Duhok, and met with 

some of the Yazidi families whose plight 

continues and whose future remains 

uncertain. 

But, as I mentioned, this aspect falls 

outside of the scope of UNITAD’s 

mandate. The Team is dedicated to 

conduct criminal investigations into the 

international crimes committed by ISIL 

against the Yazidi community in Iraq, 

and has prioritized the investigations of 

the murder of the Yazidi men, the 

abduction of Yazidi women and girls to 

subject them to sexual slavery and young 

boys to train them to fight. The Team 

hopes that through its investigations and 

engagement, justice and accountability for 

the crimes committed against the Yazidi 
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community can be promoted and 

achieved, which hopefully will put them 

one step closer to the path of healing.  

We do hope that the fate of those missing 

will be revealed sooner rather than later. 

He also stressed that UNITAD 

investigates ISIL crimes against all Iraqi 

communities and victims including the 

Yazidi, Sunni, Shia, Christians, Kaka’i, 

Turkman. This, however, deals only with 

those affected by ISIL crimes. 

Mass graves investigations related to 

Da’esh atrocities have been conducted at 

sites other than those in Sinjar.  

Extensive mass graves investigations 

work has been conducted in relation to 

ISIL killings of Badoush prison inmates, a 

predominantly Shia group of victims, the 

complexity and vastness of the sites, with 

multiple execution and body disposal 

locations over a large area, meant the 

forensic work was carried out over several 

phases of field work with the MGD and 

the MLD. In addition, multiple data 

collection campaigns across several 

provinces have been conducted to reach 

out to the relatives of the victims and 

collect DNA samples for identification.  

An excavation, and data collection 

campaign related to ISIL’s targeted 

killing of Sunnis in Anbar has been 

conducted in partnership with the 

Government of Iraq authorities.  UNITAD 

and its work with the national authorities 

is underpinned by the principal of 

accountability, with no hierarchy of victim 

or ethnic group. A recent data collection 

campaign has been held in Tal Afar, led 

by the MLD, reaching out to other 

minorities, Turkmen, Kakai and Shabak, 

in preparation for the excavation of mass 

graves where we believe these victims 

have been buried. 

 

The crime of mass killings that ISIL 

committed against Tikrit Air Academy 

personnel  

UNITAD Special Adviser Christian 

Ritscher emphasized that “ Excavations 

were carried out at different locations in 

the Presidential Palaces by the Iraqi 

authorities between 2015 and 2017, before 

UNITAD’s deployment. Some of the 

findings have been included and analyzed 

as part of UNITAD’s investigation into 

acts perpetrated against the military 

cadets and personnel from Tikrit Air 

Academy in June 2014. Key testimonial, 

digital and forensic evidence allowed the 

Team to conclude in May 2021, that these 

acts amount to war crimes of murder, 

torture, cruel treatment, and outrages 

upon personal dignity. Crucial digital 

evidence includes two videos produced 

and released by ISIL, both containing 

scenes of criminal acts perpetrated by 

ISIL at the Presidential Palaces grounds 

or related to such events. Forensic 

analysis of the first video carried out by 

UNITAD has established that parts of the 
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video appear to reliably show scenes of 

the massacre at the Presidential Palaces 

grounds in Tikrit. The evidence also 

shows that ISIL carried out its crimes 

against the cadets and military personnel 

from the Tikrit Air Academy, who were 

predominantly Shia Muslims, based upon 

discrimination against this religious 

group. 

In that regard, UNITAD found that, in 

addition to the findings of war crimes, the 

publication of one of the ISIL propaganda 

video may amount to direct and public 

incitement to commit genocide against 

Shia Muslims. The video – its audio and 

visual messages – is a crime in and of 

itself, including its production and public 

dissemination and contains direct appeals 

to kill Shia Muslims. The video was 

publicized and made available via mass 

communication means, fulfilling the 

legally necessary public element of this 

crime. It was released on ISIL’s closed 

network on Telegram and then uploaded 

to YouTube. ISIL’s media operatives and 

pro-ISIL supporters circulated links to the 

video on Facebook and Twitter.  And, 

finally, to magnify its potential reach, 

ISIL translated the - initially published in 

Arabic video - into English and some 

other languages. This video proves the 

full dimension of the massacre against the 

cadets of the Tikrit Air Academy.  

These preliminary findings and legal 

characterizations are based on the 

evidence collected so far. UNITAD 

continues to investigate this massacre in 

the context of the crimes committed in 

Tikrit and al-Alam as well as all crimes 

committed against the Shia community in 

Iraq and to update its findings 

accordingly. 

 

The file of the international crimes 

UNITAD Special Adviser Christian 

Ritscher said: This is a very important 

question. There is no statute of 

limitations for international crimes, 

which applies to those international 

crimes committed by ISIL members; war 

crimes, crimes against humanity and 

genocide.  

This means that prosecution and trials 

can take place as long as even one 

perpetrator remains alive. We have seen 

this in other parts of the world where 

international crimes were committed, and 

perpetrators were held accountable even 

after tens of years have passed. 

What we want to see is for Iraq to 

prosecute ISIL perpetrators for 

international crimes, which of course 

requires adopting the appropriate legal 

framework to deal with ISIL crimes as 

international crimes in Iraq. So far, this is 

lacking in the domestic Iraqi law.  

Nevertheless, to promote accountability 

according to the mandate of the UN 

Security Counsel means to preserve and 

store the evidence properly in order to be 

able to hold perpetrators responsible as 

long as they are alive. 

 

The team’s work in Iraq  

Ritscher elaborated: The mandate of 

UNITAD is limited to crimes committed 

by ISIL/Da’esh members in Iraq. The 

excavation of mass graves takes place in 

Iraq only. UNITAD cooperates with a 

large number of States where ISIL/Da’esh 

members are being investigated and 

prosecuted for alleged crimes committed 

in Iraq. 

 

The role of the Iraqi government in 

assisting the investigative team  

Regarding the role the Iraqi government 

in assisting the investigative team, 

UNITAD Special Adviser Christian 

Ritscher said: UNITAD was established 

at the request of the Government of Iraq 

to the United Nation’s Security Council. 

With a mandate to support the Iraqi 

government and the people of Iraq in the 

pursuit of accountability and justice for 

ISIL crimes, the Team works closely with 

the Government of Iraq and its various 

institutions to fulfill its mandate. 

The Government of Iraq and Iraqi 

authorities including those of the 

Kurdistan Regional Government, have 

played a key role in supporting UNITAD 

in implementing its mandate to hold   

ISIL members accountable for their 

international crimes. I can say, it is a very 

fruitful cooperation. 

 

UNITAD support for the Iraqi judiciary 

UNITAD Special Adviser affirmed during 

the interview that “UNITAD holds 

regular meetings with the Chief Justice 

and Head of the Supreme Judicial 

Council, underlying the close cooperation 

with the Iraqi judiciary. Meetings also 

include those with the competent 

investigative judges, in particular those in 

Baghdad and in Nineveh. 

I already mentioned the EU Digitization 

Program, a broadly conceived program 

including a massive transfer of knowledge 

to our counterparts at the Iraqi judiciary. 

Through this program UNITAD engages 

with Iraqi national authorities and 

judiciary in evidence digitization, in 

which UNITAD deploys mobile teams of 

archivists and information management 

specialists to assist in the physical 

archiving and digitization of evidence. 

“Moreover, the Team works closely with 

the Iraqi judiciary in building the 

capacities of Iraqi judges in terms of 

international law. The Team had 

organized an in-depth training course on 

International Humanitarian Law and 

International Criminal Law to build the 

capacities of 28 members of the Iraqi 

judiciary, including women members of 

the judiciary. The course was conducted 

in Arabic, and constituted an important 

milestone in enabling Iraqi Judges to 



build cases on ISIL international crimes, 

thus ensuring that members of 

ISIL/Da’esh are held accountable for those 

crimes,” 

“UNITAD provides also Iraqi judges with 

technical support in developing case files 

of international crimes committed by 

ISIL/Da’esh in Iraq, with the aim of 

holding ISIL/Da’esh perpetrators 

accountable for committing war crimes, 

crimes against humanity, and, in some 

cases, genocide,” 

“Through this work, the Team seeks to 

significantly enhance the ability of 

national authorities to draw on existing 

evidentiary bases and strengthen their 

capacity to build cases in line with 

international standards. This also 

enhances the ability of Iraq to engage 

with UNITAD in the implementation of 

its mandate.” 

 

Partnership and daily cooperation 

between UNITAD and Iraqi authorities 

UNITAD Special Adviser emphasized that 

“Since I assumed my responsibilities last 

year, I made it a priority to hold regular 

meetings with senior officials from the 

Government of Iraq, including the Office 

of the Prime Minister, the Presidency, the 

Ministry of Foreign Affairs, National 

Coordination Committee, and the 

National Security Advisory, to strengthen 

our partnership with Iraq.  

This has enhanced our partnership, and 

the common understanding of UNITAD’s 

mission. The support that the 

Government of Iraq provides is key to the 

Team’s progress towards delivering on the 

collective objective of holding ISIL 

mem be rs  acco untab le  through 

international-standard trials reflecting 

the scale and nature of the crimes 

committed by ISIL against the people of 

Iraq. To this end, UNITAD: 

•     Supports the work of national 

authorities in excavations of the mass 

graves of ISIL victims; 

•     Assists in the recovery and 

documentation of digital evidence of ISIL 

crimes retained by the relevant Iraqi 

authorities; 

•     Supports building the Iraqi 

Judiciary’s capacity in areas related to 

International Criminal Law and 

International Humanitarian Law. 

•     Provides Iraqi judges with technical 

support in developing case files of 

international crimes committed by ISIL in 

Iraq, with the aim of holding ISIL 

preparators accountable for war crimes, 

crimes against humanity, and genocide. 

•     Stands ready to extend technical 

support to Iraqi Parliamentarians in their 

endeavors to domesticate international 

criminal law, to deal with ISIL crimes as 

international crimes.  

 He also affirmed that “UNITAD on its 

part has been eager to hear from the 

wider NGO community in Iraq on their 

experiences and their views on areas 
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pertaining to the work of the Team. To 

this end, the UNITAD-NGO Dialogue 

Forum was launched in December 2020, 

with the aim of serving as a platform that 

brings together all relevant international 

and Iraqi NGOs for regular collaboration, 

exchange of ideas and best practices, as 

well as exploring areas for enhancing 

cooperation. 

The observations and recommendations of 

the thematic and plenary roundtables, 

which constitute the two types of events 

held by the Forum, are disseminated to 

all relevant units within the Investigative 

Team. UNITAD also seeks to incorporate 

the outcome of those meetings in my 

biannual report to the UN Security 

Council. 

Additionally, there is a lot of work that is 

done at the operational level through 

cooperation between relevant NGOs and 

different investigative and thematic units 

of UNITAD. For example, several 

representatives and I myself joint the 

recent ceremonies in Iraq and abroad on 

occasion of the 8th anniversary of the 

attack on the Yazidi population and paid 

tribute to the great efforts of the Yazidi 

civil society to heal after the genocide 

committed by Da‘esh perpetrators.” 

Supporting the efforts of the Iraqi 

authorities specialized in investigations 

UNITAD Special Adviser pointed out that 

“On the path of implementing its 

mandate, UNITAD continuously supports 

Iraqi authorities in investigations. An 

example is our support to the mass grave 

investigations in which it focuses on 

building capacity and providing resources 

and technologies that support the forensic 

work of the national authorities,”  

“UNITAD has been holding technical 

trainings for national experts and has 

been providing equipment necessary for 

excavation and identification operations. 

An example is that most recently, 

UNITAD presented the Iraqi Medical 

Legal Directorate (MLD) with qualitype 

GmbH’s Laboratory Information 

Management System (LIMS) including a 

DNA matching module MatchMaker. The 

LIMS, is intended to support MLD team 

in its efforts to establish robust scientific 

identifications of the remains of victims 

recovered from ISIL mass graves across 

Iraq,” 

“Additionally, there is an ongoing 

UNITAD project working with the MLD’s 

DNA laboratory, to strengthen its 

laboratory and to accelerate the DNA 

identification process,”  

“Working across all the components that 

comprise mass grave investigations, in 

partnership with the Government of Iraq 

is at the heart of UNITAD’s work on this 

portfolio. Therefore, the Team’s experts 

provide hands-on, on-site support to Iraqi 

specialists from the Mass Graves 

Directorate (MGD) in the excavation and 

collection of forensic evidence from mass 

graves of ISIL victims,”  

“Additional areas of support extend to the 

judiciary as detailed in previous 

questions, and other relevant branches of 

the Iraqi government. 

The strong collaboration and cooperation 

between the relevant national authorities 

and UNITAD is anchored in our joint 

commitment to achieve justice for the 

victims, survivors and their families and 

to assist the national authorities in their 

efforts to hold those most responsible 

accountable for their crimes.” 

 

The perpetrators of crimes against Iraqis?  

UNITAD Special Adviser said, “UNITAD 

has been working on putting together 

information and analysis in order to work 

towards building case files about the 

crimes committed against the Yazidis, 

Tikrit Air Academy personnel, victims of 

the mass executions at Badush prison, 

and other ISIL crimes in Iraq. We aim to 

look into the structure of ISIL as an 

organization, and identify those who are 

most responsible for the heinous 

international crimes that were committed 

in Iraq.” 

 

The asylum applications of the women 

fleeing from Iraq to foreign countries 

UNITAD Special Adviser affirmed that," 

This file falls outside the mandate of 

UNITAD. We may work with refugees 

and asylum seekers as witnesses. Other 

UN entities may support them in seeking 

refuge in other countries.” 

“One of the areas of support that 

UNITAD’s provides to the victims and 

survivors of ISIL is in the form of 

adopting a victim-centred approach to 

investigation where the protection and 

psychosocial well-being of victims and 

witnesses is at the core of the Team’s 

investigations,” 

“The Team also continues to engage in 

dialogue with a number of relevant Iraqi 

authorities with a view to further 

strengthening their capacity to provide 

comprehensive protection and support to 

witnesses, thereby also enhancing 

modalities of cooperation with UNITAD in 

this area. Specific elements that are being 

addressed include the implementation of 

existing domestic legislation with respect 

to witness protection, the development of 

a national witness protection structure, 

including a witness protection focal point 

network, and the establishment of a 24/7 

witness hotline and response mechanism.” 

 

The arrest of Taha al-J 

UNITAD Special Adviser affirmed that 

“Taha al-J was tried in Germany, after he 

was extradited from Greece, and then 

convicted and sentenced for life for 

committing genocide against the Yazidis, 

in relation to the death of Yazidi girl, age 

5, bought as a slave. This was a landmark 

conviction and the first finding before a 

court of law that the actions by 

ISIL/Da’esh against the Yazidis amounted 



to genocide.” 

“In the case in Germany, the defense 

argued that the Yazidi girl was still alive 

and had not died. UNITAD was able to 

help the German prosecutors by 

confirming with witnesses and the 

hospital that documents presented by the 

defense to this end were false 

documents.,” 

“The 19 months’ trial was under German 

jurisdiction, as Germany adopts the legal 

principle of “universal jurisdiction”, which 

makes German courts competent to 
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prosecute anyone for international crimes, 

regardless of where they were committed. 

This is a principle applied by several 

countries, not only Germany, which 

means that ISIL perpetrators can be 

prosecuted before national courts in a 

number of countries for the international 

crimes they committed.” 

 

Iraq reconstruction operation 

UNITAD Special Adviser stressed that 

“Pertaining to UNITAD mandate, the 

international community has set 

tremendous resources for the Team’s 

investigations and in support of the path 

towards justice and accountability for all 

those impacted by ISIL atrocities in Iraq. 

The support of the member states in 

particular, has been invaluable to the 

progress of investigations.” 

 He also added that, "Reconstruction is 

not part of UNITAD’s mandate. But I can 

say that the work we do is key to ensuring 

viable reconciliation. Accountability is key 

to the healing of communities.” 

Baghdad, 12 September 2022 - Special Adviser Christian Ritscher met with the 

President of the Iraqi Supreme Judicial Council, Judge Faiq Zidan, today in 

Baghdad. They discussed several activities within the excellent partnership between 

UNITAD and the Iraqi judiciary, which is a key pillar in the Team's operations.  

Their discussions included areas of capacity building of Iraqi judiciary and the 

ongoing digitization of evidence, all aiming to support the common objective of 

holding ISIL members accountable for international crimes. 

Baghdad, 11 September 2022 - In their meeting in Baghdad today, Special 

Adviser Christian Ritscher and MOFA Undersecretary for Multilateral and Legal 

Affairs, Chairman of the National Coordinating Committee, H.E. Qahtan Al Janabi, 

discussed ongoing cooperation between UNITAD and Iraq.  

Special Adviser Ritscher stressed the important role that Iraqi authorities play in 

supporting the Team's mandate and UNITAD's dedication to work hand in hand with 

Iraqi authorities towards achieving the common goals of promoting accountability 

and the pursuit of justice for ISIL international crimes. 

and Support Unit conducted a training 

on “Stockholm Syndrome” to staff of the 

Commission for Investigation and 

Gathering Evidence (CIGE) in Dohuk, 

who work with the Commission’s 

victims’ unit. The training aimed to 

build the capacities of staff members 

engaged in gathering evidence and 

testimonies from witnesses and 

survivors with basic understanding of 

Stockholm Syndrome, its psychological 

implications and possible impact on the 

testimonies of witnesses. 

Additionally, a training was conducted 

with Yazda Organization in Duhok, 

addressing the topic of Vicarious 

Trauma and Self Care. The training 

was designed to develop participants’ 

knowledge and understanding of 

professional  hazards and the 

i m p o r t a n c e  o f  i m p l e m e n t i n g 

safeguarding strategies. It explored the 

signs and symptoms of vicarious 

trauma and the impact they can have 

on practitioners as individuals, as well 

as their work and workplace.  

Legal Directorate (MLD) staff in 

Baghdad, and a range of Non-

Governmental Organizations that 

operate in different parts of Iraq and 

have expressed interest in enhancing 

their approach to working with 

survivors of ISIL crimes. 

This training brings the partnership 

between UNITAD and the local 

authorities like MGD and MLD to an 

advanced arena as it builds on the 

technical support that the Team has 

been providing in mass graves 

excavations, as well as identification of 

human remains; all of which have been 

steady since the beginning of the 

Team’s investigations back in 2019. It 

also builds on previous trainings that 

UNITAD had provided to psychosocial 

specialists and staff from the MGD and 

MLD in 2021. 

UNITAD psychologists’ trainings 

extended this August also to Iraqi 

NGOs whose psychosocial experts 

provide support to victims and survivor 

communities on a daily basis. In this 

context, UNITAD Witness Protection 

UNITAD: The wellbeing of victims and survivors comes first 

Baghdad, 11 September 2022 - The 

United Nations Investigative Team to

Throughout August 2022, UNITAD’s 

psychologists have been working on 

multiple fronts to ensure this trauma-

informed  and v ic t im-centered 

approaches are widely channeled 

t hr o ug h  wo r k in g  w i t h  I r a q i 

counterparts. The Team provided a 

training for the Iraqi Mass Graves 

Directorate (MGD) staff in Baghdad on 

implementing a trauma-informed 

approach. The purpose of the training 

was to enhance key skills and 

knowledge to provide humane, 

supportive and practical assistance for 

vulnerable individuals, in line with 

international best practices. The same 

training is planned for the Medical-
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Baghdad, 14 September 2022 - Special Adviser Christian Ritscher met with Iraqi 

Foreign Minister, H.E. Fuad Hussein, in Baghdad today. They discussed ongoing 

partnership with Iraq and the increased cooperation over the past year in various 

areas of work. 

He commended in particular the work done with Iraqi Ministry of Foreign Affairs, 

including to showcase the cooperation between UNITAD and the Iraqi Judiciary in 

seeking accountability for ISIL international crimes. 

Special Adviser Ritscher reiterated that he counts on the support of Iraq to the 

Team's work, which serves the common goal to achieve justice for all victims and 

survivors of such heinous crimes, most of whom are Iraqis. 

Baghdad, 14 September 2022 - Special Adviser Christian Ritscher was 

delighted to receive Mr. Haider Elias, President of Yazda Organization, at 

UNITAD's offices in Baghdad. They discussed mutual cooperation in seeking 

justice for ISIL international crimes against the Yazidi community in Iraq. 

Special Adviser Ritscher highly appreciated the support of Yazda and the NGO 

community to the work of UNITAD, serving the common goal of promoting 

accountability through a victim-centered approach. 

Baghdad, 21 September 2022 – The 

European Union (EU) extended its long-

term commitment to justice and 

accountability with renewed support to the 

United Nations Investigative Team to 

Promote Accountability for Crimes 

Committed by Da’esh/ISIL (UNITAD). With 

this extension, the EU committed an 

additional €3.8 million to the digitization 

and archiving of evidentiary materials of 

ISIL crimes held by Iraqi authorities.

A previous EU commitment 

of €3.5 million enabled provision of technical 

assistance to Iraq’s national authorities and 

Kurdistan Regional  Government 

Authorities, and the identification and 

digitization of over 5 million paper

evidence of ISIL crimes in Iraq 

documents, in addition to battlefield 

evidence, and electronically stored 

information.    

Building on this renewed EU support, 

UNITAD will continue providing technical 

assistance and will expand its efforts to 

identify, preserve, and make use of evidence 

of ISIL crimes.  

Mr. Ville Varjola, Ambassador of the 

European Union to Iraq said: “The EU is 

proud to support UNITAD activities in Iraq 

and reinforce its partnership with the 

United Nations. The preservation and 

organization of evidentiary material in 

relation to ISIS crimes will serve to deepen 

the evidential foundations for prosecutions.

Special Adviser and Head of UNITAD 

Christian Ritscher indicated that: “This 

funding is testament to the long-term 

partnership between UNITAD and the EU, 

through which the Team has been able to 

provide tremendous support to Iraqi 

authorities, as well as advance its 

investigations. Such support showcases 

great commitment by member states to the 

Team’s investigative efforts, and to the 

pursuit of justice and accountability for ISIL 

atrocious crimes.” He added: “We look 

forward to further cooperation with the EU 

and member states in critical areas of 

support to the Team’s investigations.” 

UNITAD is committed to support domestic 

efforts to hold ISIL members accountable by 

collecting, preserving, and storing 

documentary evidence of the international 

crimes which they committed in Iraq, to 

ensure the broadest possible use of such 

evidence before national courts, in line with 

international standards and in a way that 

serves victims’ rights and participation in 

the accountability processes. 

New York, 15 September 2022 - The 

United Nations Security Council extended 

the mandate of the United Nations 

Investigative Team to Promote 

Accountability for Crimes Committed by 

Da’esh/ISIL (UNITAD) through resolution 

2651. 

Resolution 2651 renewed UNITAD’s 

mandate until 17 September 2023, first 

established by resolution 2379 (2017) 

upon the request of the Government of 

Iraq. 

Special Adviser and Head of UNITAD 

Christian Ritscher welcomed the renewal 

of the Team’s mandate as testament to 

the  international  community ’ s 

commitment to the mission of UNITAD, 

adding that “the Team will continue its 

Security Council unanimously renews UNITAD’s mandate 

work, in cooperation with the Government 

of Iraq and Member States, to serve our 

common goal of advancing justice for 

victims and survivors of ISIL’s 

international crimes.” He reiterated that: 

“Iraq as well as all members of the 

Security Council showed again their 

unwavering support to UNITAD and its 

investigations, as a leading entity in the 

quest for accountability for ISIL heinous 

acts, which may amount for war crimes, 

crimes against humanity, and genocide.” 

Special Adviser Ritscher will continue to 

report the developments and progress of 

the Team’s investigations to the Security 

Council every 180 days. In the 8th report 

(June 2022), the Special Adviser 

highlighted the progress made in multiple 

investigations and the strong partnership 

between the Team and the Government of 

Iraq. Outlining future priority areas for 

the work of the Team, the Special Adviser 

explained that UNITAD is expanding its 

investigations into a number of key areas, 

including investigations of crimes 

committed in Mosul as the capital of the 

so-called “caliphate” in Iraq, as well as 

ISIL’s destruction of cultural heritage and 

its use of chemical weapons. 

UNITAD remains resolute in building 

partnerships with Iraqi authorities and 

victim communities, as well as concerned 

third states, while ensuring that the 

information and evidence it collects and 

preserves, in line with international 

standards, is admissible in court. 



Baghdad, 22 September 2022 –

with strong fortitude through this 

crucial support from Germany.” 

UNITAD has completed its initial lines 

Germany supports UNITAD with additional €1,700,000 for 

investigating ISIL financial structure and economic crimes 
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of inquiry into ISIL’s different revenue 

streams, money service businesses’ 

material support to the group, and 

continues its structural investigation 

on ISIL’s central treasury (Bayt Al 

Mal). Additional investigations and 

lines of inquiries stemming from this 

renewed commitment by Germany are 

expected to shed light on the role of 

ISIL’s oil trade, its pillage, and the role 

this trade played in underwriting the 

crimes committed especially those 

committed against targeted minority 

groups.

with the NGO community. 

“I firmly believe that the UNITAD-

NGO Dialogue Forum is an important 

arm of collaboration and cooperation 

between UNITAD and the NGO 

UNITAD-NGO Dialogue Forum holds its fourth biannual plenary 

roundtable, convening in person for the first time 

community; and the Forum goes hand 

in hand with the excellent cooperation 

at the operational level that is 

happening daily between various units 

of UNITAD and many NGO partners” 

said Special Adviser and Head of 

UNITAD Christian Ritscher in his 

opening remarks. 

Participating NGO representatives 

gave an overview about their work, 

with many giving examples about the 

existing cooperation with UNITAD or 

offering suggestions on potential future 

cooperation.

Special Adviser Ritscher also noted how 

engaging and constructive the events of 

the UNITAD-NGO Dialogue Forum 

have been, expressing his confidence 

that this engagement will only increase 

as the Forum moves to in person 

interactions, “which makes this 

platform even more engaging and 

conducive for deeper communication, 

collaboration and opening the doors for 

new cooperation,” as he expressed. 

The UNITAD-NGO Dialogue Forum 

has been convening two types of events; 

the first is a series of thematic 

roundtable discussions in a panel-

format, addressing specific thematic 

ar e as  r e la t ing  t o  U N I TAD’s 

investigative activities.

Even if they can, they must 

pay 10,000 Iraqi dinars for the 

transportation to be able to get to 

Fallujah where there aren’t many 

opportunities – they spend 10,000 

dinars just to get there, and they may 

only get 10,000 dinars of income per 

day.  

All kinds of  support stopped 

completely. The needs are huge, and we 

can’t do anything about it. This feeling 

is suffocating.”

“There is a lot of scrap metal here at 

Amriyat Al Fallujah from the remnants 

of the closed camp. People bring me 

metal and ask me to make useful items 

for them. A few days ago, someone 

brought me a damaged water tank; 

after cleaning and cutting it, I will use 

the plate to make a closet so they can 

keep their documents safe from mice 

and rats. I can make beds, couches, 

chairs, and if someone has enough 

metal, I can make them swinging 

chairs. This has become my only source 

of income. I make about 7,000 Iraqi 

dinars per day [about USD 5]. In this 

area where no one has any jobs and 

there is no support from organizations, 

it can barely cover tomatoes, potatoes 

and eggs to feed my family. I prefer to 

stay here because I am from a village in 

Ana, west Anbar. My house is 

destroyed and there are absolutely no 

livelihood opportunities there. I have 

five children who go to school here. If I 

move back, I interrupt their education; 

in my village there is no school, and I 

do n ’ t  have  mo ne y  to  a f f o rd 

transportation for them to go to a 

school outside the village,” says Ismael, 

a 52-year-old father of 7 who learned 

blacksmithing in 2020 through IOM’s 

Blacksmithing Workshop in Amriyat Al 

glass of the tap water. It is like you 

have gotten a glass of fresh water and 

dissolved a spoon of salt in it, that’s 

how our water tastes. We use the tap 

water only for washing. When we wash 

our laundry, for example, you can see 

white marks on the clothes when they 

dry up, due to the amount of salt in the 

water. Its salinity erodes water tanks, 

taps and pipes.  

And feral dogs are everywhere. That 

coupled with lack of lighting at night, 

especially near the latrines – which are 

also in bad shape – poses a major 

threat, especially to children. Each 

latrine is used by 3 to 4 families. One 

time, my wife went to the latrines at 

night, and suddenly, I heard her 

scream and run back – a dog was 

chasing her. I had to go and escort her 

to the latrines and back. We need a 

solution for this.  

Previously there were organizations 

supporting the camp residents, 

especially the youth, with cash-for-

work activities like cleaning campaigns 

in the camp. This had a twofold effect: 

cleanliness in the camp, on one hand, 

and daily work opportunities for people 

on the other. Now this is gone. The 

camp is dirty, and people have no daily

year-old Hassan from Fallujah used to 

live in Amriyat Al Fallujah (AAF) IDP 

camp. When the camp was closed, 

Hassan and his family were unable to 

return to their area of origin. They 

stayed behind and now live under 

critical conditions in the AAF informal 

site. 

“We have been living in Amriyat Al 

Fallujah since 2016. There are people 

who have applied for voluntary return, 

while others choose to stay because 

they can’t return for various reasons, 

including security or damaged homes in 

their areas of origin. Our situation used 

to be good when there were 

organizations supporting IDPs here,” 

he says. The little assistance available 

now is insufficient to meet the needs of 

informal site residents. 

“First, the tents are very old – some are 

several years old and are falling apart 

from exposure to sunlight and rain. 

Rain is a blessing, and yet with the 

slightest amount of rainfall worries us 

because our tents leak and we must 

stand in different corners of it to avoid 

the leaks. And then we have a water 

issue. The tap water is salty. I 

challenge anyone to be able to drink a

“This place has become a dumping 

yard,” says Rahma, a widowed IDP 

f r o m  J e r f  A l - S a k h e r ,  B a b i l 

Governorate. Rahma has been living in 

the Abu Ghreib informal site in 

Baghdad since 2014 with her now-

teenage son and widowed daughter, 

who also has four children.  

“No one takes care of it and there are 

no municipal services to clean it. There 

is a swamp on one side, a sewage 

trench on the other, and garbage 

everywhere. We live in the middle of it. 

The animals die in the swamp, and we 

get the smell. When we turn on the air 

cooler, the stench fills the house. You 

want to have lunch, but you can't due 

to the smell. People helped us put 

together this structure to live in, but it 

is in ruins. The windows do not have 

glass, and it has only the front door. 

When it rains, it leaks everywhere, and 

when there is a sandstorm, inside the 

house gets dark, and we can’t see 

anything because it gets filled with 

thick dust. The tap water smells bad 

because the pipes run through the 

swamp and across the sewage trench. 

We only use it for washing. For 

drinking, we have to buy water. And we 

don’t have any source of income. My 

son gets a one-day opportunity every 

ten days to work as a daily worker. He 

gets 15,000 Iraqi dinars [about USD 

10]. I don’t know what to spend it on. It 

doesn’t cover the smallest fraction of 

our expenses. We need food and water. 

We need medical care; I am diabetic. 

We have daily expenses. What can you 

possible do with 15,000 dinars? If 

neighbors do not support us, we can’t 

even get a kilo of tomatoes. There are 

no organizations here to support us 

either. And we have no home 

appliances – no washer, no refrigerator, 

no stove, and no oven – and no carpet. 

On top of everything, rats are all over 

the house. They get into our flour and 

rice. We are suffering from rats, dogs 

and snakes here. Our situation is really 

critical.”

programmes. With the overall goal of 

realizing dignified living conditions and 

mitigating physical risks, these 

programmes include electricity 

u p g r a d e s ,  s e w a g e  s t a t i o n 

rehabilitations and other site risk 

reduction work; advocacy; capacity 

building in, coordination of and 

referrals for service provision; essential 

shelter upgrades; provision of non-food 

items and multi -purpose cash 

assistance. Still, needs in informal sites 

are simply too great. Until they can 

return safely and voluntarily to their 

areas of origin, displaced Iraqis in 

informal sites remain in need of urgent 

humanitarian assistance.

A young woman from Hawija: “We were 

displaced from Hawija in 2014 to 

Debaga camp, Erbil Governorate. After 

a while, we moved to Daquq, Kirkuk 

Governorate. After three years in 

displacement, we returned to Hawija 

once it was retaken and the situation 

was stable enough, but life was very 

depressing here. There was a lot of 

destruction and not much going on in 

the city. And I was stuck at home 

because I couldn’t go to school due to 

my disability and our financial 

situation. I used to go to school, and I 

used to walk on my own, but one time 

during a flooding incident while we 

were displaced in Daquq, I fell and got 

hurt badly. Ever since, I have not been 

able to walk. When I saw other girls go 

to school, it frustrated me a lot and 

affected my mental health negatively. I 

was feeling down and suffocating being 

at home all the time.  

One day, my brother heard from a 

friend about IOM and their activities in 

Hawija. I was delighted to learn they 

had drawing activities [that included 

psychosocial elements]. I immediately 

joined. Coming to this centre has 

changed my life. It is an opportunity to 

get out of the house and alleviate my 

frustration and stress a bit. The staff 

are very good, and people have a very 

positive impression of the centre and its 

services. I get to meet people in the 

centre and make friends with other 

girls and enjoy drawing together. I keep 

drawing all the time, even when I go 

back home. It helps me cope with my 

situation and stress.”  

IOM Iraq’s community-based mental 

health and psychosocial support 

(MHPSS) programming, which includes 

arts-based psychosocial activities like 

drawing courses, is designed to support 

community members in addressing 

daily stressors and becoming more 

resilient to psychosocial challenges. 

Through group sessions, participants 

develop stress management skills and 

the ability to identify and apply 

effective coping mechanisms.   

She continues: “While in the centre 

participating in [MHPSS] activities, I 

also learned that IOM had a legal team 

who helped people with renewing or 

getting new civil documentation. All of 

our IDs were old and needed to be 

changed to the new unified National 

Iraqi ID card, but due to our financial 

situation, we could not afford 

transportation to Kirkuk to do the 

applications for the IDs and pay the 

processing fees. We went to the IOM 

Legal team here, and they took care of 

everything. Their lawyer did the 

applications for us, completed the 

paperwork and went to Kirkuk to 

submit the applications and get new 

IDs for us. In two or three weeks they 

will bring back the new IDs for us. This 

is truly wonderful! I hope this 

continues because there are so many 

people who can’t  even afford 

transportation to Kirkuk, and they are 

in dire need of renewing their civil 

documentation.” 

Civil documentation helps to enable 

access to public services, shelter 

support and more. 

IOM Iraq provides MHPSS and legal 

assistance through integrated, 

community-based approaches in 

Hawija; Coordination between the two 

programmes helps to provide more 

holistic support for people in Hawija in 

need of multidimensional assistance. 

Indeed, in the context of displacement, 

needs are rarely singular and often 

compounding. Meeting MHPSS and 

legal needs in tandem is key to 

facilitating the voluntary and 

sustainable return of individuals to 

their areas of origin and achieving 

durable solutions to displacement.

Baghdad, 19 September 2022 - In the 

current Iraqi context, healthcare staff 

need to be prepared to deal with both 

natural and human-made emergencies. 

Towards building the capacity of the 

healthcare workers in IDP camps, IOM 

Iraq conducted a training on the 

management of emergency situations, 

security and safety for medical staff from 

Jeddah 5 camp clinic in Ninewa 

Governorate. The training covered 

information on fire safety, the 

management of natural hazards and 

disasters, working in hostile environment, 

driver management and hostage incident 

management. It also covered the security 

context in Iraq and provided general 

information and suggestions for dealing 

Four years since they escaped captivity, 

life remains precarious. 

“Thank you, doctor, for what you have 

done for us. You were the first one who 

came to comfort us, counsel us and lead 

us. Without you, we wouldn’t be 

ourselves,” says Nergiz, 42, who was 

taken captive in 2014. Like all 

survivors in this story, due to stigma 

and risks of reprisals including from 

her own community, she has chosen to 

use a pseudonym. 

“We were all captives. Each one of us 

spent more than four years in the 

hands of ISIS,” says Nergiz, pointing to 

the group of women around her. The 

Yazidi religious minority were singled 

out and subjected to a devastating, 

genocidal campaign in 2014 because of 

their religious beliefs. 

In August 2014, ISIS fighters captured 

Sinjar in north-western Iraq, executing 

thousands of Yazidi men, women and 

children, while abducting more than 

6,000 Yazidis and subjecting women 

and girls to the most horrific of 

atrocities, in particular sexual violence 

and enslavement. Sinjar was liberated 

a year later, but some 3,000 Yazidis are 

Region of Iraq. Dr. Nagham, wearing a 

white coat, reassures each patient 

separately. She leans in closer, holding 

Leila’s hand, and then turns slightly to 

check another woman’s pulse. Her brow 

is furrowed with concentration yet her 

touch is assured. 

It is September, eight years after these 

women were forced into slavery by ISIS 

militants. Outside, the heat of summer 

is intense. When the generator shuts 

off, the only sound is that of the 

women’s hushed voices. They speak 

quickly and urgently, with a rare sense 

of hope afforded by the doctor’s visit. 

Iraqi doctor provides care and comfort to Yazidi survivors 

Dr. Nagham Hasan, regional winner for 

the Middle East and North Africa of the 

2022 UNHCR Nansen Refugee Awards, 

has spent years providing medical and 

emotional care to former ISIS captives, 

and pledges to continue “for the long 

haul” despite often harrowing work.

Duhok, 4 October 2022 - Four women 

s i t  hudd led  toge ther  around 

gynaecologist Nagham Hasan in a one-

room cabin in the Rwanga camp for 

displaced people in the Kurdistan 



still missing, and over 200,000 remain 

displaced.  

Dr. Nagham, 45, turns to Nergiz and 

addresses her softly: “I am always here 

to support you. If I can’t support you 

it’s because it is not in my power. My 

aim is to take you through the trauma 

you experienced.” She wraps a blood 

pressure monitor around Nergiz’s 

upper arm, tightens it and waits. 

As a child in the town of Bashiqa, 

northern Iraq, Dr. Nagham, who is also 

Yazidi, noticed the injustice and abuse 

women faced in the wider society and 

decided she wanted to help. She trained 

as a doctor in Mosul and began her 

medical profession with a dream to 

treat women who were unable to 

conceive. But after 2014, her career 

took a different path. 

“I saw the catastrophe that happened 

to the Yazidi women – the way they 

were subjected to verbal abuse and 

rape,” says Dr. Nagham. When 

everyone else was fleeing, she chose to 

act and headed toward the camps to 

treat the survivors. The former captives 

needed treatment for infections and 

injuries caused by torture and 

widespread sexual violence as well as 

their poor living conditions. 

Soon after, she established an NGO, 

called Hope Makers, to treat survivors 

while working as the director of 

Sheikhan General Hospital. As well as 

lending her medical expertise, she 

provides comfort to survivors with 

personal support. 

Sometimes, however, Dr. Nagham is at 

a loss for words when trying to comfort 

her patients, especially when treating 

Iraqi doctor provides care and comfort to Yazidi survivors (continued) 
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girls as young as eight: “This really 

affected me, and shocked my humanity 

because how do you comfort a child who 

is so young and was raped by a 60-year-

old man several times?” 

When grief and worry overcome her, 

Dr. Nagham goes to her mother, 

Suham, for guidance. She tells her that 

she must keep going; that the survivors 

need her. Her daughter has always 

been like this, says Suham, smiling; as 

a child, Dr. Nagham acted like a 

mother to her younger siblings. 

“I am here for the long haul.” 

Despite having the opportunity to leave 

I r a q ,  D r .  N a g h a m  d e c i d e d 

“categorically” to stay: “I am here for 

the long haul,” she says. “I have a 

message; I have a cause. I think [the 

survivors] still need help so I don’t 

want to give up on them. Being a 

Yazidi woman and having the same 

faith as the survivors really helped me 

w h e n  t a l k i n g  t o  t h e m  a n d 

understanding their needs.” 

For her outstanding service and 

commitment to her community and 

displaced people in Iraq, Dr. Nagham 

has been chosen as the regional winner 

for the Middle East and North Africa of 

the 2022 UNHCR Nansen Refugee 

Award, a prestigious annual prize that 

honours those who have gone to 

extraordinary lengths to help forcibly 

displaced or stateless people. 

Displaced Yazidis still live in extreme 

p o v e r t y  i n  c a m p s ,  i n f o r m a l 

displacement sites or urban areas, 

while other families are still searching 

for missing loved ones. Many Yazidis 

still cannot return home to Sinjar 

because of the lack of public services 

such as health and education, the 

destruction of their homes, continued 

security challenges and a lack of access 

to justice. And some Yazidi women, 

those raising children born during their 

o r d e a l s ,  f a c e  c o m p l i c a t i o n s 

reintegrating into their communities. 

Dr. Nagham has so far treated 1,200 

survivors. Her NGO, Hope Makers, 

now has 50 staff members, and two 

clinics in Sinjar offering counselling, 

psychiatry and community outreach for 

survivors returning home. Some of her 

former patients have even gone on to 

become advocates for peace and human 

rights in their own right, which she 

says is a source of great pride and 

happiness. 

Back in Rwanga camp, Leila, 42, sits to 

Dr. Nagham’s left. She was forced into 

slavery for four years and was tortured 

repeatedly. ISIS executed her husband 

and three older sons, she says. “I have 

lost so much – so many people … I do 

not have the courage to speak of the 

atrocities I witnessed.” 

Dr. Nagham begins to cry. Leila says 

that her experience in captivity has 

taken its toll on her body and mind, 

and that survivors like her feel that the 

world has forgotten their plight and 

moved on. That is why the continued 

care and attention offered by Dr. 

Nagham means so much. 

“From the minute we arrived home we 

benefited from the doctor’s support, and 

she is still helping us,” says Leila. “She 

is always there for us.”

We decided to flee to Al-Alam 

district in Salah Al-Din Governorate in 

2016.” He was just 17 at the time.

camp in Al-Alam district for more than 

a year before moving again, this time to 

Kirkuk Governorate, where they had 

relatives and hopes for more job 

opportunit ies .  The dif f icult ies 

Muhammed faced in Al-Alam trying to 

meet his family’s basic needs, coupled 

with the sustained psychological 

distress he was going through, didn’t 

bode well for his health. This made the 

move to Kirkuk more urgent, as the 

governorate’s doctors could monitor his 

condition more closely. 

Two years after Hawija district was 

reclaimed from ISIL, Muhammed and 

his family returned. 

“Everything felt different and strange, I 

felt sad and isolated myself,” 

Muhammed tells us. “I wasn’t able to 

get in touch with my old friends, I was 

a moody person who would get agitated 

by anything and everything – basically, 

life was totally black to me.” 

He continues: “At the time, I looked for 

a job in order to reduce some expenses 

for my family, but everyone refused to 

hire me, and it continued this way for 



several years.” 

Then, two and a half months ago, 

Muhammad was registered with IOM 

Iraq’s ‘Information, Counseling and 

Referral System’ programme, dedicated 

to supporting young people by 

providing information and referrals for 

mental health care, protection and 

legal  support needs;  capacity 

development trainings; and livelihood 

assistance. 

“At the beginning of  the ICRS 

programme, I faced difficulty and 

embarrassment expressing what was 

inside me,” says Muhammed. “The 

organization’s programme enabled me 

to gradually overcome my fears and 

deal positively with my stress – to 

[work on] self-care, integrate with my 

peers and make friends with most of 

the participants. We received about 16 

training sessions in various fields of

social cohesion: peace-building, legal 

rights, psychological support, anger 

and stress management, positive 

thinking, media literacy and other 

courses that have improved my 

disposition and made me a positive 

person who knows that life isn’t black 

anymore.” 

He adds, “ICRS was a turning point 

that proved to everyone and myself 

that I am talented and able to benefit 

my community by creating positive 

changes.”  

After completing the ICRS trainings, 

Muhammed was referred to participate 

in an IOM Iraq cash-for-work activity. 

Cash-for-work programming offers 

displaced persons a source of income 

while working on projects that directly 

benefit their community. This can also 

positively impact morale for those 

struggling to find work. 

“I am happy that I got the job and am 

now able to support my family and 

myself,” he says. “I am keen on 

improving myself and being an active 

member in my community. Starting 

with my relatives and friends at work 

or in the area, I have begun 

encouraging everyone to live in peace 

and security, to build and restore 

relations between the people of the area 

and the community as a whole – 

because if Hawija is stable, there will 

be openness and development in 

services, construction and public 

utilities. These will all have a positive 

impact on the lives of people in 

Hawija.”

In addition, Iraq is currently a net 

importer of food and has been heavily 

impacted by the current crisis in 

Ukraine. “We need to take action now 

and introduce innovative solutions to 

the old agricultural practices that are 

just not sustainable in today’s climate, 

“said WFP Iraq representative Ally 

Raza Qureshi.

How Ramadi's Vocational Training 

Centre is producing Iraq’s future 

entrepreneurs. 

 

Ramadi, 12 September 2022 - Zaman 

Awad Farhan, now 30, returned to 

Ramadi in 2017 after liberation from 

ISIL. However, when she returned with 

her husband and three children, she 

was  met  with  hear tbreaking 

devastation. "Our house was left 

damaged by a mortar attack. I used to 

run a provision store and lost 

everything. Having used up all my 

Skilling for the future 

financial savings to take care of my 

family during the conflict, I could not 

reopen the store. It forced me to look 

for odd jobs to make ends meet." 

Looking for a stable source of income, 

Zaman came across a one and a half 

month vocational training opportunity 

for hairdressers at the Vocational 

Training Centre in Ramadi. "I saw the 

call for applicants on social media and 

immediately applied.” Now, she is 

pursuing her dream of opening her 

salon. 

The Center was reopened in December 

2019 after it was left damaged in the 

ISIL conflict. Its main building and 14 

workshops were rehabilitated and 

equipped through UNDP’s Funding 

Facility for Stabilization, led by the 

Governorate of Anbar and local 

municipality in Ramadi. Since its 

reopening, more than 2,000 Iraqis like 

Zaman have been trained through the 

Center, with the number increasing 

each year. 

Given the availability of funds for 

courses for, over 130,000 employment 

seekers registered with the Directorate 

of Labor and Social Affairs in Anbar 

can access the Center to gain skills in 

repairing household appliances, 

hairdressing, plumbing, sewing, 

carpentry, electrical works and car 

mechanics. 

Ahmed Mohammed Zaki, 44, manages 

the Center. He ensures it is well-

equipped, maintained and efficiently 

managed. "We have come a long way 

since liberation. I am thrilled to see the 

people of Ramadi benefit from the 

various trainings conducted here. This 

Center has become a hub for not just 

trainings and workshops, but also 



meetings and discussions for social 

cohesion activities." 

"Vocational skills are traditionally 

looked down upon in Iraq. We need to 

shift people's mindsets and make them 

see this as an opportunity to set up 

their own business." Ahmed plays a 

crucial role in spreading awareness 

about the various courses available 

across hard-to-reach communities in 

Anbar, providing the most vulnerable 

with opportunities to access long-term, 

stable employment. 

“The rehabilitation of the Center has 

played a huge role in creating economic 

and job opportunities for people 

returning to Ramadi and finding ways 

to rebuild their life. We have 

maintained the facility and ensured 

courses run regularly,” says Dr. 

Ibrahim Khalil Awsaj, the Mayor of 

Ramadi. The local municipality is key 

in ensuring information about the 

courses and opportunities the Center 

offers reaches communities across 

Ramadi. 

At 27, Faten Adnan Adel managed to 

convince her family that she could earn 

an income and help run the household. 

"It was not easy to convince my family. 

Also, if I was going to work and start a 

business. I wanted to push myself and 

pick up a non-traditional skill." 

At the Vocational Training Center in 

Ramadi, she found the opportunity to

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get the skills she needed to become an 

electrician. "Initially, the other male 

participants were slightly hesitant to 

engage with me. Eventually, they came 

around and took me seriously. I stayed 

focused on learning and sharpening my 

skills. I learnt to install, repair, wire 

and maintain electrical systems." 

The experience has not just provided 

Faten with new skills but also boosted 

her self-esteem. She was paid a daily 

stipend of US$ 15. "I saved up most of 

my stipend to purchase a tool kit and 

start my business." Faten will soon 

become a breadwinner for her family 

while breaking barriers in a field 

traditionally dominated by men. 

For Iyad Nafeh Hussein, 37, the course 

in wielding has helped kick start his 

business. "The skills I learnt will stay 

with me all my life. Most importantly, 

the workshop is well equipped and 

maintained. I was able to gain practical 

and hands-on experience." Displaced 

during the conflict, he returned to 

Ramadi in 2018 and struggled to make 

ends meet. "I have hope now. I want to 

start spreading the word that I am 

available and ready to work." 

More than five years since liberation 

from ISIL, Iraq faces new sources of 

instability due to lack of livelihood 

opportunities and economic turmoil. 

Training Centers like this are 

instrumental in providing technical 

skills to people who are either 

unemployed, looking to set up 

businesses or are unable to access 

higher education. 

“I have big dreams for the people of 

Ramadi. I hope that we can continue to 

serve the people and ensure we have a 

stable economic, social, and security 

situation. Ensuring smooth functioning 

of facilities like the vocational training 

Center will contribute to Ramadi’s 

stability and economic growth. I hope 

that we keep engaging young people in 

productive and economic activities, so 

they can move away from extremism 

and contribute to the future of Iraq,” 

adds Dr. Ibrahim, the Mayor of 

Ramadi. 

Today, with over fourteen courses being 

conducted three days a week, the 

Ramadi Vocational Training Center is 

bustling with energy and promise.

Sinjar, 20 September 2022 – The 

newly built Reverse Osmosis Water 

Treatment System in al-Qayrawan, 

Sinjar, has officially been opened with 

support from the United Nations 

Development Programme (UNDP), the 

United States Agency for International 

Development (USAID) and the Ninewa 

Governorate. 

The newly built water treatment 

system will provide uninterrupted 

access to clean drinking water to over 

9,500 people living in central al-

Qayrawan, Sinjar. The purpose-built 

facility can treat over 100 litres of 

water per person daily.  

Before this, people living in al-

Qayrawan did not have regular access 

to clean water. They would purchase 

water in tankers from private 

companies .  The expense  and 

uncertainty of transporting water by 

road resulted in increased prices and a 

lack of quality control. In addition, 

during the ISIL conflict, water supply 

from the tankers was regularly 

interrupted, leaving people without 

clean drinking water.  

The Reverse Osmosis Water Treatment 

system is self-sustainable and built to 

purify and desalinate groundwater. The 

project included building three water 

treatment stations strategically 

distributed across central al-Qayrawan 

to reach all households. Each station 

has a well, reverse osmosis plant, 

dispensing tanks and spigots to 

9,500 people in Sinjar now have access to clean water thanks to 

USAID and UNDP partnership 
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produce over 20,000 litres of water 

every hour.  

The project was implemented through 

USAID and UNDP’s Funding Facility 

for Stabilization programme. Since 

2015, USAID has contributed over US 

$400 million to the Facility, including 

over $10 million in Sinjar, making it 

the Facility's leading partner. To date, 

USAID has supported around 900 

rehabilitation projects through the 

Facility, including ensuring services 

such as water, education, electricity 

and health are restored. 

"The reopening of this water treatment 

system is an important milestone in the 

journey to rebuild Sinjar and recover 

from years of instability. Finding local 

and sustainable solutions such as this 

system is key to creating a safe and 

dignified environment for families 

choosing to return to Sinjar," says 

UNDP Resident Representative in Iraq, 

Zena Ali Ahmad. 

"We would not be here today without 

the support of one of our founding 

partners, USAID.

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Today, Mona earns a profit of nearly IQD 

500,000 (approximately US$ 400). "My 

husband requires eye surgery.

In a short period, Mona has been able to 

build a loyal customer base and increase 

her household income. "I have at least six 

to eight customers every day. With my 

earnings, I can cover all expenses for the 

house, including the rent." She also earns 

enough to be able to hire someone to help 

her manage the store. 

Creating grant opportunities helps 

women like Mona realize their full 

potential. "I want to encourage more 

women to start such businesses, even if it 

is small. I want Iraqi women to defy the 

idea that only men can work."

Meet 46-year-old Faisal from Tooz, Salah 

al-Din. He runs a mushroom greenhouse. 

With a loyal customer base and consistent 

harvest, his business is booming. He is 

married with five children. 

This was not always the case for Faisal. 

He is originally a farmer from Abo 

Hassan, a village 14 km from Tooz. 

However, during the ISIL conflict, he was 

forced to flee to Tooz with his family. 

Overnight, his family was forced to 

abandon their home and farmland. 

Faisal did not give up. To make ends 

meet, he worked as a daily wager. Faisal 

kept his family's spirits high and hoped to 

save enough money to restart his farm. 

"One day, you will thank yourself for 

never giving up," he says. He dreamed of 

starting a mushroom greenhouse. 

Faisal received business development 

training and a start-up grant from UNDP. 

He received a five-day long business 

training course, followed by a grant of 

US$ 1,000.

The Mayor of Tooz had called upon 

families like Faisal's who were displaced 

by the ISIL conflict to register and 

identify their required support.

When Faisal received the grant, he 

immediately started working toward 

establishing the mushroom greenhouse. 

After Faisal built the greenhouse, he 

produced his first batch of mushrooms. 

Faisal's business is booming. He has 

established a reliable supply chain for the 

mushrooms he harvests. He has also been 

able to build a loyal customer base. 

However, this is only the beginning for 

Faisal. He dreams bigger. He now plans 

to upgrade his greenhouse, increase 

production and diversify the types of 

mushrooms produced. 

Today, Faisal has a stable income and can 

provide his family with an improved 

quality of life. Most importantly, he has 

inspired all those around him. Faisal’s 12-

year-old son Ahmed* says, "I want to 

study agriculture and help my father 

grow his business and company."

Meet Arjan Saadon Shawkat, 31, a father 

of three who lives in Tooz, Salah al-Din. 

His fondest memories growing up were 

spending time with his father on their 

farm in Yangija, a village five kilometres 

from Tooz. A wheelchair user from birth, 

he remembers spending long hours after 

school feeding the livestock on the farm. 

He always dreamt about taking over the 

dairy farm from his parents one day. 

Life took an unfortunate turn for Arjan 

and his family during the liberation from 

ISIL. They had to flee, leaving their home 

and farm behind. "I still remember how 

we were worried for our safety. And how I 

was more worried about our cattle," he 

recalls. 

Arjan and his family fled overnight. "One 

night, we decided to leave the house and 

take the cattle along with us. My brother, 

Yunus, carried me on his back. We fled 

towards the city centre, five kilometres 

from our home. When we arrived the next 

morning, we received the news that ISIL 

burned down our house." He remembers 

how heartbroken and devastated his 

family felt on hearing the news. 

Arjan's family was forced to use their 

savings to rent a place in Tooz. 

Unfortunately, they did not have enough 

funds to feed or provide medical attention 

for the cattle. Over time, they started to 

lose their cattle. 

Arjan's health deteriorated during this 

period, and he had to undergo life-saving 

spinal surgery. The surgery was costly, 

forcing his family to sell the remaining 

cattle and borrow money. "I felt like I was 

the main reason for losing our only source 

of livelihood and for selling the cattle that 

was with us throughout our lives.” This 

feeling forced Arjan to focus on his health 

and work towards building back what 

they lost. 

Five years after liberation, Arjan's family 

returned to their village. He was more 

determined than ever to reestablish their 

dairy farm. Along with his brother, wife 

and parents, Arjan cleared the rubble and 

started to restore the house and farm 

slowly. "I cleaned and rebuilt the cattle 

barn by myself. I strongly believed that I 

would find an opportunity to buy cattle 

one day." 

This was when Arjan heard about a start-

up grant and business development 

training organized by UNDP. He grabbed 

onto the opportunity and immediately 

applied for it. He was then shortlisted 

based on a pre-determined criterion 

considering his socio-economic situation. 

During the training, Arjan was always 

the first to turn up and one of the most 

engaged. He was determined to use this 

opportunity to rebuild the dairy farm. On 

receiving the grant, Arjan purchased a 

couple of cows 

Today, Arjan is the primary caretaker and 

manager of the farm. He ensures the 

quality of milk products while also 

managing the sales and supply chain. He 

recently rented out additional farmland to 

cultivate wheat. He plans to use his 

profits from the wheat farm to expand his 

dairy business. He now dreams of 

building a dairy farm larger than he had 

before the conflict.

Baghdad, 5 October 2022 - The ISIL 

conflict displaced millions of Iraqis and 

destroyed homes, schools, offices, water 

systems, electricity networks and 

hospitals. Among the destruction were 

universities and colleges. During the 

occupation, they became hotbeds of 

repression. As the conflict deepened, 

academic freedom was left threatened 

or curtailed. Teachers, researchers, and 

students were forced to flee, and classes 

were abruptly stalled. Sometimes 

entire campuses were left devastated.  

Unfortunately, the Shirqat College of 

Engineering in Salah al-Din was 

among the many severely impacted 

institutions. Established in 2013, it was 

a relatively new institution before 

occupation. Equipped with a world-

class curriculum and faculty, it aimed 

to become the engineering hub for 

Kirkuk, Ninewa and Salah al-Din. The 

college focused on providing students 

with the required tools, resources and 

knowledge to develop solutions in 

mechanical and electrical engineering. 

However, it suffered extensive damages 

under ISIL and subsequently closed." 

After liberation, the college was only a 

name on paper. The building was 

destroyed," says Professor Ali Mustafa, 

Dean, Shirqat College of Engineering.  

To support Iraqis restore important 

higher education centers, the college 

was equipped and rehabilitated 

through UNDP's Funding Facility for 

Stabilization. "Today, the college has

opened its door to students. We have 

started to welcome students back on 

campus," says Professor Ali.  

After the conflict, only thirty students 

enrolled for classes. But today, over 300 

students have enrolled. "The increase 

in enrollment has been possible 

because of the upgrading and equipping 

of the college and its laboratories . 

Initially, the college limited its 

admissions to the residents of Shirqat. 

Now, we welcome students from Iraq, 

such as Basra, Erbil, and Mosul. It is 

important to ensure diversity, 

inclusion, and cultural exchange 

between young Iraqis," he adds.  

Rebuilding institutions like the Shirqat 

Engineering College is crucial for post-

conflict recovery, peacebuilding and 

economic development. For 22-year-old 

Ahmed Hammadi, a second-year 

mechanical engineering student, 

returning to campus has restored his 

sense of hope. "When we returned 

home, Shirqat was under rubble. But 

life is different now. I can see a lot of 

changes since liberation. Today, the 

college is closer to my home, and I can 

easily travel to the campus." During 

the conflict, Ahmed and his family fled 

to Kirkuk city. Two years after 

liberation, they returned to Shirqat as 

essential services like water, electricity 

and health care were restored. Looking 

ahead, he hopes to graduate and 

contribute to developing his hometown.  

Ahmed is not alone. 19-year-old Faten 

Aziz ,  a f irst -year mechanical 

engineering student, also feels the 

same sense of renewed hope. "When we 

returned with my family from Erbil, it 

hurt me to see the pictures of the 

martyrs, destroyed buildings and 

abandoned homes. It was a bad period. 

Today, I see hope and have new 

aspirations. I hope to graduate and 

contribute to rebuilding my country."  

About: The Shirqat College of 

Engineering was rehabilitated through 

UNDP's  Funding Faci l ity  for 

Stabilization with generous funding 

provided by Canada. The Facility 

focuses on rehabilitating public 

infrastructure and providing essential 

services to communities living in areas 

affected by the conflict. It includes 

rehabilitating schools and hospitals, 

water systems and electricity networks, 

providing short-term employment 

through public works schemes and 

rehabilitating damaged houses. 

Baghdad, 06 October 2022 - Because 

informal sites are not connected to 

public electricity networks, those living 

there are forced to either go without or 

else find their own ways of accessing 

electricity. As a result, informal site 

residents are more vulnerable to 

dangers from issues such as unsafe 

wiring.

Baghdad, 8 October 2022 - The 

decentralization of power from central 

to  local  authorit ies promotes 

participation from community members 

in more areas, leading to a more 

inclusive governance process. UNDP, 

supported by the European Union (EU), 

has organized a preparatory workshop 

for the purpose of re-launching national 

dialogue on the decentralization 

process in Iraq, in partnership with the 

High Commission for the Coordination 

between Provinces (HCCP) and Iraqi 

Ministry of Planning (MOP). 

The workshop took place in Baghdad 

and was attended by more than 109 

participants including governors, 

deputy ministers, various senior 

g o v e r n m e n t  o f f i c i a l s ,  a n d 

representatives of international 

organizations with a view to adopting a 

new approach towards re-engineering 

the decentralization process and 

Encouraging national dialogue toward the decentralization of 

decision-making in Iraq 
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launching a new roadmap toward 

decentralization. 

During the workshop, participants 

discussed and analyzed topics and 

obstacles related to the administrative, 

institutional, legal, and governmental 

aspects of decentralization.  A new 

national approach was discussed, 

including key inputs into the national 

dialogue process, with a focus on 

avoiding political bias with respect to 

the effective implementation of 

decentralization.   

Barbara Egger, Head of Cooperation for 

Iraq, Delegation of the European Union 

to Iraq, said during the event that, 

“The EU, MOP, HCCP and UNDP have 

a common goal, in that we want Iraqis 

and Iraqi youth to be educated, to be 

provided with health services, and 

other services they need for their 

wellbeing. Decentralization is certainly 

a long road, but it is a long road that is 

worth the effort.”  

Dr. Aqil Khazali, Head of HCCP, 

expressed that, “Today's meeting does 

not express luxury, but rather a 

national necessity, given that 

decentralization is not only a politically 

and  admin is t rat ive ly  b ind ing 

constitutional principle in Iraq, but it 

also ensures the latest administrative 

systems are put in place, consistent 

with modern strategic management.”

Senior officials participated in a workshop dedicated to discussion 

and expertise exchange on disaster risk reduction 

Basra, 13 October 2022 - In recent 

years, Iraq has been affected by 

multiple natural and man-made 

hazards, like droughts, sandstorms, 

heatwaves, floods, and desertification. 

Conf l i c t -a f fe cted  communit ies , 
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Mosul, 13 October 2022 - The battle 

to liberate Iraq from ISIL forced over 6 

million people to flee, leaving their 

homes and lives behind. Many suffered 

w i d e s p r e a d  d e s t r u c t i o n  a n d 

displacement due to years of instability. 

Since liberation, Iraq has been steadily 

progressing towards recovery. UNDP 

works closely with the Government of 

Iraq and the international community 

to reconstruct roads, reopen markets, 

restart water and electricity, and 

rebuild housing, health centres and 

schools. With over 4.9 million Iraqis 

having returned home safely and with 

dignity, there is hope for the future.  

For instance, 44-year-old Walid Yaqoub 

Abbas from al-Muqdadiya in Diyala 

lives with his wife and two children. 

"For years, my family and I suffered a 

lot. We ran for our lives to protect 

ourselves from ISIL." They fled for 

safety to the Kolajo sub-district in 

Diyala. "After liberation, we returned 

home to absolute destruction. ISIL 

turned our ancestorial home into 

rubble. I was heartbroken," he recalls.  

At this point, Waleed moved his family 

to a rental home until he found a way 

to rehabilitate his house. "The war 

forced us to use our savings. To top it 

off, I have not been able to find a job 

since I returned." He is a graduate of 

Mosul University. Unable to find work, 

he was forced to rely on extended 

family and loans to make ends meet. 

Waleed is happy today. UNDP restored 

his home, allowing his family to return 

home safely. "Coming home makes a 

huge difference to my family and me. I 

hope to get a job, clear my debts, and 

return to life as we knew it." 

Just down the street from Waleed, 45-

year-old Amer Shoker Hamodi lives 

with his elder brother's family. They 

have faced their share of difficulties. 

"All the people who left their houses 

Returning home, rebuilding lives, restoring hope 

behind lost their entire lives overnight. 

We left without having anything," he 

says. They stayed put during the 

liberation until the shelling reached a 

point where they feared being attacked. 

"One night, we decided to leave 

everything behind and move to the 

central Qara-taba district in Diyala." 

Having escaped safely, Amer returned 

home two years ago to destruction. “My 

friends, family, and everyone I had ever 

met had lost a family member, their 

livelihoods, or their homes. The 

destruction pushed the development in 

our region behind by years. We did not 

have access to clean water, electricity, 

and health care services. To top it, ISIL 

burnt our farms and killed our 

livestock, which affected our main 

source of livelihood," he says. 

Enter Amer's house today, and it is a 

different story. You will be welcomed by 

a lush green garden and a newly 

rehabilitated home. "Now, I am saving 

up money to replace all the furniture. If 

I were to do this at my own expense, I 

would not have been able to restore it 

for years as I do not have any more 

savings." He is channelling all his 

finances towards bringing back his once 

booming farmland. "I am hopeful that 

we can overcome these years of trauma 

and loss," he says while looking out into 

his garden. 

In the neighbouring street, 50-year-old 

Salima Awad Zabala returned after 

liberation, despite her house's damage. 

She lives with her sister, who also lost 

her husband during the war. The single 

mother of one son and two daughters is 

the primary breadwinner for the 

family. "It was during displacement 

that I started to work as a seamstress. 

I wanted to return home and start a 

tailoring business. I knew this was the 

only way to recover the losses and save 

enough funds to rehabilitate our 

house." 

Salima began making repairs to her 

house while also running her tailoring 

unit. "I am proud to see how far we 

have come. My daughters are learning 

to stand on their own two feet by seeing 

me work hard."  

Meanwhile, in the historic city of 

Mosul, UNDP has completed the 

rehabilitation of over 12,000 houses. 

This includes 55-year-old Samia 

Ibrahim Aswad's home in the Old City. 

Unfortunately, she lost her husband 

during the conflict. "As we were fleeing 

Mosul by foot, my husband was hit by 

the impact of an airstrike. After a few 

days of fighting for his life, he passed 

away," she says. 

They fled their home in the Old City as 

soon as the fight to liberate Mosul 

began and spent over one year moving 

between rental homes. "Our house is 

almost 100 years old and has been 

passed down four generations. When 

we returned to the destruction, it felt 

like I had not just lost my husband but 

also a huge part of our family history," 

says Samia. She lives in a busy 

household with her eight daughters, 

three sons, and their spouses and 

children. Her two-storey house with 

seven rooms was rebuilt, allowing them 

to return to the al -Ahmadya 

neighbourhood of the Old City. 

While their stories indicate that 

stability has been steadily returning, 

needs remain. With 1.1 million people 

still displaced, many villages are yet to 

see those displaced return. Those who 

have returned face challenges due to 

limited livelihood opportunities and 

high social, political and security 

tensions. 

Supporting the people of Iraq to build 

forward better, UNDP continues to 

have its boots on the ground and 

deliver. Around 35,200 houses have 

been rehabilitated to date, impacting 

millions of lives.  

As Samia says, "Iraqis are resilient 

people. We have been able to return 

home and rebuild our lives. And you 

can see it around you. Life has begun to 

return. Seeing my grandchildren 

running around the house gives me 

hope that the future is bright."

Baghdad, 17 October 2022 - The 

world is at risk of yet another year of 

record hunger as the global food crisis 

continues to drive yet more people into 

worsening levels of acute food 

insecurity, the Food and Agriculture 

Organization of the United Nations 

(FAO) and the United Nations World 

Food Programme (WFP) warn. On 

World Food Day (16 October), the two 

agencies call for urgent action to 

address the root causes of today’s crisis 

as the world continues to face 

challenges without borders, including 

Iraq.  

Iraq, known commonly as the “Land of 

Two Rivers” has been experiencing 

increased drought for the past two 

years, brought about by the rising 

temperatures, reduced rainfall which is 

the lowest in 40 years in addition to 

reduced water flows in Tigris and the 

Euphrates rivers. This led to 

degradation of arable land, increased 

water, and soil salinity, which all 

contribute to serious loss of livelihoods 

and an increased pressure on the state 

national budget, which imports cereals 

to ensure enough food, is available to 

the population.  

“Iraq remains one of the most affected 

countries globally by the adverse effects 

of climate change. Unless mitigation 

and adaptation are implemented, the 

future may not be promising for the 

small holder farmers and vulnerable 

groups in Iraq,” said WFP Iraq 

Representative, Mr. Ally Raza Qureshi. 

“We at WFP believe that food is the 

path towards peace and as such, 

serious action must be taken 

immediately by the Government of Iraq 

and the International community to 

adopt climate smart food systems and 

long-term resilience building in order to 

ensure that Iraq and its people are able 

to navigate these testing times.” 

“This year slogan for the World Food 

Joint statement by FAO and WFP in Iraq on World Food Day  

Day Leave no one behind. Better 

production, better nutrition, a better 

environment, and a better life, 

underlines the need for concerted 

action to ensure that everyone has 

access to adequate, healthy, and 

affordable food while maximizing 

environmental sustainability in 

particular in Iraq where climate change 

is disproportionally affecting the rural 

poor, their agricultural yields and 

productivity” said FAO Representative 

in Iraq, Dr Salah ElHajjHassan. “Each 

of us has a role to play in transforming 

food systems for the benefit of people 

and the planet; FAO is committed to 

empower the most vulnerable in Iraq, 

including women and youth, through 

the transformation to more efficient, 

inclusive, sustainable, and resilient 

agrifood systems. We need to act in 

global solidarity to ensure that no one 

is left behind and become climate 

advocates by wasting less, eating 

nutritious food, in particular seasonal 

and locally produced foods and caring 

for natural resources like soil and 

water”.  

In 2021, Iraq developed a plan to 

increase the efficiency, inclusiveness, 

resilience, and inclusivity of its agri-

food systems as part of the Food 

Systems Summit. This was done to 

ensure that everyone everywhere has 

access to enough affordable, safe, and 

nutritious food to lead active and 

healthy lives. 

Twenty percent of the Iraq’s workforce 

are engaged in the agricultural sector, 

which is the second largest contributor 

to the country’s gross domestic product 

(GDP) after the oil sector, accounting 

for 5 percent of the total GDP. Thus, 

agriculture development is critical to 

allow Iraq to achieve their vision of a 

more diversified economy, in addition 

to generating employment and boosting 

private sector engagement. In this 

regard, urgent work must be 

undertaken on the levels of investing in 

research and development in an effort 

to make farming more technologically 

advanced and capable of handling 

adverse climate conditions and 

financially viable in the country, in 

addition to Agri-business and value 

chain development to increase profit 

margins and encourage farmers not to 

abandon their lands, which is not 

merely a detriment to their incomes, 

but also drives up local food costs and 

s h o r t a g e s ,  a f f e c t i n g  e n t i r e 

communities. It is also paramount to 

discuss the issue of food waste, which 

decreases the availability of food 

intended for human consumption. This 

has consequences for the environment, 

natural resources, and the overall 

economy.  

FAO and WFP together with the 

Government, private sector, academia, 

civil society will continue working 

together to prioritize food security, to 

increase local food production and to 

strengthen the resilience of the most 

vulnerable households. Immediate joint 

action is key to ensuring sustainable 

food and nutrition security while 

leaving no one behind.

The impact of food waste on the 

environment is also massive; it is 

estimated that food loss contributes 6-

8% of all human-caused greenhouse gas 

emissions, effectively helping accelerate 

climate change.

Globally, while more than 820 million 

people go to bed hungry each night, 

FAO estimates that one-third of global 

food production – estimated at 1.3 

billion tons of food – is annually lost or 

wasted along the supply chain, 

amounting to a financial loss of about 

US$ 1 trillion annually. The food 

produced but never eaten would be 

enough to feed two billion people. 

That's more than twice the number of 

people on the verge of famine across the 

globe.

The 

ancient Mesopotamia, the cradle of 

human civilization where farmers 

depended for thousands of years on 

fishing and raising buffaloes in the 

fertile aquatic marshes, is under the 

threat of water scarcity and the 

deterioration of its quality; we need to 

act jointly to address these challenges.”

Basra, 25 October 2022 - The Food

extension staff for 5 days to facilitate 

the implementation of “Farmer Field 

Schools” (FFS) in Basra, Thi-Qar and 

Missan Governorates. A total of 25 

people participated, including 6 women. 

The training is part of the “Restoration 

and Strengthening the Resilience of 

Agri-Food Systems Project in Southern 

Iraq” project, funded by the European 

Union (EU) and implemented by FAO 

Iraq in cooperation with the Ministry of 

Agriculture. The FFS approach is the 

methodology to work closely with 

farmers to jointly analyze production 

system, identify problems, test 

solutions, and adopt practices that are 

most appropriate for their farming 

systems in the field. 

FAO Iraq representative Dr. Salah El-

Hajj Hassan stated that, “FAO Iraq is 

Baghdad, 1 September 2022 – “Due 

to ISIL occupation, we stopped planting 

pulse crops.

A two-day consultative workshop took 

place to discuss the draft Labour Law 

and Social Security Law of the 

Kurdistan Region of Iraq and the 

importance of their enactment in 

promoting a decent work environment 

in the region. 

The event was attended by senior 

representatives, including the Speaker 

of the Kurdistan Region Parliament Dr. 

Rewaz Faeq, Deputy Minister of 

Labour and Social Affairs Ms. Zakia 

Sayed  Sal ih ,  Deputy  Spec ia l 

Representative of the Secretary 

General, UN Resident Coordinator and 

Humanitarian Coordinator for Iraq, 

Ms. Irena Vojáčková-Sollorano, and 

ILO Country Coordinator for Iraq, Dr. 

Maha Kattaa. 

“The Labour Law is extremely 

significant as it covers a large segment 

of society, and regulates workers’ rights 

and that of their employers,” said 

Deputy Minister Ms. Salih. “The ILO is 

conducting this workshop between the 

Ministry of Labour and Social Affairs 

and Members of Parliament to discuss 

this law ahead of the first discussion in 

Parliament.” 

Ms. Vojáčková-Sollorano stressed the 

importance of endorsing the Labour 

Members of Parliament, Government officials and ILO intensify 

efforts to strengthen social protection and labour rights in the 

Kurdistan Region of Iraq 

and Social Security Laws, saying “they 

are the backbone of the social structure 

that will help improve labour rights for 

more and better decent work.” 

With the support of the European 

Union, the ILO has been working with 

its tripartite constituents - government, 

employer, and worker representatives – 

as well as parliamentarians, to review 

the draft retirement and social security 

law, currently in parliament. Key 

improvements under the draft law 

include extending coverage to workers 

in the informal sector, self-employed, 

and business owners. It also introduces 

new benefits to all workers in the 

private sector, both formal and 

informal, such as those related to 

maternity and unemployment. 

The Labour Law regulates the 

employment relationships, contracts, 

working conditions and entitlements of 

workers in the private sector. The ILO 

is providing technical support in the 

review of the Labour Law to ensure the 

law meets international standards and 

best practices. 

“Strengthening social protection and 

labour governance are key priorities of 

the Decent Work Country Programme 

which was signed by ILO and its 

constituents and which is the ILO’s 

main vehicle in implementing its 

decent work agenda,” said ILO Country 

Coordinator Dr. Kattaa. “This week’s 

workshops have been paramount in 

moving forward with efforts to extend 

legal protection and guarantees for 

workers and to improve the business 

environment in KRI”. 

In parallel to legislative reform, the 

ILO is working with partners to build 

the capacities of relevant authorities in 

the implementation of these laws and 



allow for a more efficient delivery of 

employment-related services, namely 

those related to social security. 

The two-day consultative workshop was 

followed by a technical training for KRI 

M e mbe r s  o f  Par l iame nt  and 

government representatives on social 

security governance.

FTF prisoners to mitigate the threats 

posed by terrorist and FTF prisoners 

within the broader prison context’ for 

the managers and staff of prisons and 

reform centres under the jurisdiction of 

the Iraq Federal Government. 

Taking place from 14-20 August, 

through coordination with the Ministry 

of Justice, the workshops enhanced the 

development of well selected, trained, 

motivated staff, and reiterated the 

importance of interventions for 

p r iso ner s .  They  inc lude d  61 

participants encompassing prison 

managers, social workers, and prison 

officers along with a participant from 

MoFA. The workshops were conducted 

by Mr. Joseph Jhugroo, Head of the 

FTF program in Iraq, together with 



support from Mr Shah Khan, Head of 

the UNODC FTF program in Tajikstan, 

and selected experts from Bulgaria, 

G e r m a n y ,  a n d  C a n a d a .

The need for rehabilitation and 

reintegration of FTFs and Violent and 

Extremist Offenders (VEOs) to be 

understood as the responsibility of a 

diverse group of professions working in 

cooperation was highlighted, together 

with recognition of the important 

distinctions between male and female 

FTFs and that the needs of women in 

detention should include consideration 

of their children. 

A detailed examination took place of 

the links between the diagnosis 

required for structured sentence 

planning and the identification of 

individual risks and needs of a 

radicalized inmate. 

The training concluded with several 

recommendations including the need 

for dynamic security training and the 

formation of a Task force of qualified 

representatives from relevant bodies to 

work on the development of policies 

and protocols for RNA in the prison 

system. Additionally, the participants 

highlighted the desire for an in-depth 

study of female FTFs in their facilities. 

Through continued partnerships with 

local authorities, the UNODC aims to 

strengthen Iraq’s institutional capacity 

to develop and integrate the relevant 

RNA instruments into practice, 

enabling prison staff to perform their 

tasks in and effective, professional 

manner to manage and mitigate the 

threats posed by terrorists and FTF 

prisoners. International best practices 

will be examined and adapted to the 

local context. 

Imad Al-Dulaimi, Deputy Minister for 

Police Affairs and  Zakia Sayed Salih, 

Deputy Minister of Social Affairs, 

opened the seminar by recognizing the 

link between TIP and crimes 

committed during conflict situations. 

Throughout the seminar, participants 

acknowledged the overlaps between 

TIP and atrocity offences (genocide, 

war crimes, crimes against humanity) 

and between TIP and terrorism 

Nations agencies, to discuss the 

intersec t ions  be t ween  human 

trafficking and conflict in greater 

detail.  It also provided an opportunity 

to understand the current practice of 

ensuring access to justice and 

reparations to Daesh victims, 

anticipating the positioning of the TIP 

agenda in the post-Daesh criminal 

justice, civil and restorative justice 

processes. 

UNODC seminar participants reflect on access to justice and 

reparations for victims of trafficking in the post-conflict period 

Baghdad, 19 September 2022 – In 

2018, the Parliament of Kurdistan 

approved a Trafficking in Persons (TIP) 

law, now in force in Iraq and the 

Kurdistan Region of Iraq (KRI). The 

law facilitates victim participation in 

judicial proceedings and acknowledges 

the victim’s human trafficking 

experience. From 13 to 15 June 2022, 

UNODC organized a seminar to 

ascertain to what extent national 

stakeholders find the existing legal 

framework relevant and explore how 

the framework can be factored into the 

post-Daesh criminal justice and 

reparations processes. 

UNODC organized the "Access to 

justice and reparations for victims of 

trafficking in the post-conflict period 

seminar" in the framework of the EU-

funded Global  Act ion against 

Trafficking in Persons and the 

Smuggling of Migrant – Asia and the 

Middle East (GLO.ACT Asia and the 

Middle East).  The event brought 

together participants from key 

agencies, including judges, police, state 

counsel, the Directorate for Yazidi 

survivors, civil society and United 



offences. An expert presentation 

delivered by the Commission for 

I n t e r n a t i o n a l  J u s t i c e  a n d 

Accountability (CIJA) highlighted how 

foreign courts charged Daesh with 

atrocities and TIP offences committed 

against the Yazidi people in Iraq. 

The event also provided judges from 

Iraq and the KRI to present complex 

court cases involving Daesh victims of 

trafficking for sexual exploitation and 

forced conscription, who ended up being 

c r imina l i ze d  by  t he  s ys te m. 

Representatives from Iraqi law 

enforcement then presented on recent 

TIP cases involving conflict while 

UNODC Terrorism Prevention Branch 

and Justice Sections spoke about their 

work to assist children and victims of 

terrorism, interlinking with TIP. 

UNODC explained that under projects 

such as STRIVE Juvenile, the office 

supports partner countries such as Iraq

Baghdad, 28 September 2022 - As a 

result of years of conflict, Iraq’s 

national health system suffers from 

constrained primary healthcare (PHC) 

services, a lack of sufficient trained 

health personnel, destroyed or 

inadequate healthcare infrastructure 

and shortages of medicines and medical 

supplies. 

Internally displaced persons (IDPs) 

often live in precarious conditions in 

camps and informal settlements. These 

communities face poor hygiene and 

sanitation conditions and insufficient 

access to health services — including 

maternal and child health care. 

IDPs in Iraq, including those in 

protracted displacement, still need 

support with access to basic services, 

including health services. 

In the Al-Mateen sector of the Amriyat 

Al Fallujah informal site, Anbar 

Governorate, the International 

Organization for Migration (IOM) 

supports a health clinic that receives 

many residents from the surrounding 

area in Anbar. Patients undergo 

examinations and receive medication as 

needed. 

Marwa was displaced from Al-Qaim 

district to Amriyat Al Fallujah informal 

site in 2014 with her husband after a 

tiring journey until they reached what 

was then an IDP camp, before it was 

closed and reclassified in 2021. She had 

to sacrifice her wedding ring to get 

money for the journey, so that her 

family could reach safety. 

"After the birth of my first child I 

couldn't get pregnant again and had 

frequent miscarriages, we don't know 

why," said Marwa, 34. 

Marwa visited the IOM Iraq clinic, 

where there is a gynecologist, and after 

conducting tests, it was found that she 

suffered from chronic stress in 

pregnancy and a kidney condition, both 

of which were hindering her ability to 

conceive. 

"My family was supportive of me. I 

Enhancing health care for IDPs in Iraq’s informal sites 
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never despaired, as my husband 

encouraged me to see a doctor, take 

tests, follow up on medicines and 

treatments, and the doctor from the 

medical team intervened. I followed 

their instructions and advice until I 

reached a positive result," Marwa 

explained, who is now expecting her 

second baby. 

Like Marwa, Sarah also experienced 

difficulties with pregnancies, while also 

seeking safety for her family during the 

crisis caused by the Islamic State in 

Iraq and the Levant (ISIL). Sarah was 

displaced from Karma to Amriyat Al 

Fallujah in 2016, after her father was 

killed by ISIL; she decided to flee 

undercover with the help of friends. 

"I got married in 2019 and for more 

than two years there was no pregnancy. 

I dreamed of becoming a mother, and 

this situation affected my psychological 

state greatly” explained Sarah, 29. “My 

financial situation was also not good 

enough to pay the medical examination 

fees and for the doctors’ visits to find 

out [why I couldn’t get pregnant]." 

The combined costs of medical 

examinations and medication can be 

very expensive. It is difficult for 

displaced persons with no steady source 

of income to cover these costs, 

especial ly  because  many lost 

everything they owned when they fled 

suddenly after ISIL entered their cities. 

"After a while, I learned [about the 

IOM clinic] and a female doctor who 

specializes in gynecological conditions . 

It is easy [and free] to access; I was 

encouraged and visited the doctor to 

conduct some tests,” Sarah explained. 

“It was discovered that I suffer from 

some problems that [were preventing] 

pregnancy." 

Sarah was prescribed a course of 

treatment; her case was monitored 

periodically, and then she became 

pregnant. 

"I am happy and excited to see the 

baby, and the addition of a new family 

member. I’m getting great support from 

my husband and family as well as from 

the medical team" said Sarah, who is 

due to give birth soon, at time of 

writing. 

The health clinic receives an average of 

20-25 patients per day; the medical 

staff’s duties include consultations for 

p r e gn a nt  wo me n ;  c o nd uc t in g 

ultrasounds; examining and treating 

gynecological disorders; and dispensing 

suitable medications for each patient. 

The gynecologist conducts consultations 

and treats patients two days per week. 

The health clinic also provides other 

healthcare services for residents of the 

informal site, including treatment and 

follow-up for patients with chronic 

diseases, and health promotion and 

awareness raising activities on 

communicable diseases, disease 

prevention and other health-seeking 

behaviour topics. 

These services are made possible with 

support from USAID’s Bureau for 

Humanitarian Assistance (BHA) and 

the Government of Germany.

Building health system resilience in Iraq: Investing in the 

management of pharmaceuticals and biomedical technologies 

Volume 9, Issue 5 Healthcare Page 89 

country. 

“I’m extremely pleased to oversee this 

significant shift in the area of medical 

technologies forecasting, procurement, 

storage and management. This 

represents a cornerstone in our drive 

toward health systems reform in Iraq,” 

said Dr Ahmed Zouiten WHO 

Representative in Iraq. “We are 

determined, alongside our counterparts 

in the Ministry of Health in the 

Kurdistan region and at federal levels 

to strengthen the medical technologies 

supply chain as an investment bringing 

us one step closer to achieving 

universal health coverage in Kurdistan 

and in all the governorates of Iraq,” Dr 

Zouiten added. 

A warehouse area of 2000 sqm, enough 

to accommodate over 1000 pallets, was 

designated by the Ministry of Health in 

Kurdistan to WHO earlier this year. 

The new warehouses were renovated 

a n d  f u r n i s h e d  a c c o r d i n g  t o 

international standards with a 

digitalized inventory system. A training 

and mentoring programme will be 

undertaken by a WHO technical team 

with the aim of standardizing and 

improving the pharmaceutical and 

medical technologies supply chain 

management across the country.       

“Managing medicine and medical 

equipment is a pillar of the health 

system as without good medicine and 

medical equipment there would be no 

access to health and consequently no 

universal health coverage,” Dr Zouiten 

concluded.

It is a speciality 

hospital that is purpose-built to treat 

patients with airborne infections and 

respiratory illnesses.  

The Kurdistan Regional Government’s 

Department of Health constructed the 

main hospital building, while UNDP 

undertook  the  e lec tr ical  and 

mechanical works. In addition, UNDP 

provided life-saving medical equipment 

required to establish isolation rooms, 

medical furniture, and ventilators.

The hospital in Erbil has 38 beds and 

30 isolation wards with the ability to 

provide specialised medical treatment 

and services to patients with 

respiratory illnesses.

Hawija, 8 September 2022 - Jameela, 

34, mother of 5: “Keeping your sanity 

when you are stuck at home most of the 

time with no source of income and 

nothing to do is very hard,” says 

Jameela, a 34-year-old mother of five. 

Jameela’s family was displaced from 

Hawija in 2014, returning home after 

three years in displacement. The town 

was in ruins and remnants of war were 

strewn everywhere.  

“The situation was not good, and people 

were psychologically exhausted. 

Because my husband is blind and has 

stones in both kidneys, he can’t work. 

We have no one to work and support 

the family – other people support us. 

The other day, we had nothing to eat 

for dinner. That’s how bad our financial 

situation is.” 

Jameela heard about services offered at 

IOM Iraq’s centre in Hawija. She 

decided to join one of the community-

based mental health and psychosocial 

support (MHPSS) activities that 

integrates elements of simple 

vocational training. 

“I took part in the salon activity. I 

learned how to cut and dye hair and 

how to do makeup. I feel good about 

this because it is useful and helps me to 

get out of the house and use my time 

for something beneficial. I made new 

friends with other women. It helps us 

change the mood a bit. I am very happy 

with this centre and its activities, I 

chat, laugh and joke with other women, 

and this helps us forget about our 

Jameela joined one of the community-based mental health and 

psychosocial support activities that integrates elements of simple

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psychological state a bit.”  

Jameela and the other participants also 

received psychosocial support sessions 

on stress management and self-care. In 

addition to strengthening positive 

coping mechanisms, such community-

based support serves as a gateway to 

address psychosocial challenges and 

identify individuals in need of more 

specialized MHPSS support in a non-

stigmatizing way. 

While at the centre, Jameela learned 

that IOM Iraq also provides legal 

support. Jameela’s family members all 

had old civil documentation that 

needed to be renewed, but because of 

their financial situation, they hadn’t 

been able to do so.  

“Our IDs are very old, and eventually 

everyone needs to change to the new 

unified Iraqi ID currently in use, or you 

will face challenges with the old IDs. 

But for that, people must go to Kirkuk. 

Because of our situation, we couldn’t 

afford the transportation, let alone the 

renewal processing fees. I heard that 

IOM provided legal support, which 

sounded very good. We applied for the 

civil documents renewal, and their 

team did everything for us. We only 

had to come here to the centre and 

bring the old documents. They took 

care of everything else. And soon, we 

will get our new IDs.” 

Civil documentation – a right in and of 

itself – is necessary for the exercise of 

other rights, including the rights to 

education, health, adequate housing, 

freedom of movement and due legal 

process. Having the appropriate ID 

helps to enable access to public 

services, school enrollment, shelter 

support and much more. 

IOM Iraq provides MHPSS and legal 

assistance through integrated, 

community-based approaches in 

Hawija; Coordination between the two 

programmes helps to provide more 

holistic support for people in Hawija in 

need of multidimensional assistance. 

Indeed, in the context of displacement, 

needs are rarely singular and often 

compounding. Meeting MHPSS and 

legal needs in tandem is key to 

facilitating the voluntary and 

sustainable return of individuals to 

their areas of origin and achieving 

durable solutions to displacement.

climate policy making. COP27 must see 

countries strengthen the focus on 

children's climate education and 

empowerment in the ACE action plan, 

adopt it, and implement previous 

commitments to build young people’s 

capacity.  

• PRIORITIZE children and 

young people in climate finance and 

resources. Developed countries must 

deliver on their COP26 agreement to 

double adaptation funding to $40bn per 

year by 2025 at a minimum, as a step 

to delivering at least $300bn per year 

for adaptation by 2030.

She 

was involved with vocational trainings 

a s  we l l  a s  c as h - f o r - a c t iv i t y 

implemented by UN-Habitat supported 

by the Government of Japan.  This 

particular project allowed 200 

returnees, including young unemployed 

women like Nofa as well as men, to be 

engaged in various activities including 

electric wiring and the whitewashing of 

walls in construction of houses.  These 

activities supported young women and 

men to improve their livelihoods and 

acquire skills to enhance their future 

employment opportunities.  

“I am very grateful for UN-Habitat and 

to Government of Japan for this life 

changing opportunity and want to 

emphasise that we need more of skill-

development initiatives in the area 

especially for women” says Nofa.   

Upon completion of the training, Nofa 

gained appropriate skills to paint walls 

and other activities, fully engaging in 

construction works around the area. 

Nofa is planning to establish a small 

business with her female friends to 

provide the requisite services to help 

restore the destroyed houses for the 

people in the community.  

“My message to all women would be to 

work and become independent 

financially, to take care of our children, 

to secure a better future for them.”

video – many of whom had suggestions 

to raise as the production got 

underway.  Sometimes, comments were 

technical such as logos, font size and 

speed of display; at other times it was 

about the Arabic script, whereby a 

misplaced sign on a letter could become 

a noticeable embarrassment.  This 

entailed repeated proofreading, while 

simultaneous reviewing, editing, 

adding and removing of text and 

photos, design elements and special 

effects as well as accommodating last-

minute requests went on anxiously and 

cautiously until the early hours of the 

24th of October, culminating in an 

impressive manifestation of the ‘One 

UN’ joint effort.  The updated, final cut 

was rushed to the operator only a few 

hours before broadcasting.  

Falling on the eve of the Tishreen 

protests of 2019 anniversary and 

following a year of tumultuous political 

tension in the country that included 

bouts of violence, marking UN Day this 

year was a challenge that we accepted, 

encouraged by a recent political 

window of opportunity.  

It was as well an opportunity to 

showcase what we - the UN in Iraq - set 

out to achieve: serving for peace to 

safeguard the future of Iraqi youth, 

fostering constructive dialogue and 

social cohesion while acknowledging 

the beauty and simplicity of strength in 

diversity, promoting human rights and 

freedom of expression, as well as 

providing life-saving assistance to those 

in need.  

From looping images of children to the 

elderly, from techno-vocational 

trainings to innovative sustainable 

development projects, from empowering 

women to seeking justice for victims of 

war crimes, the bright rays of light 

from the rolling display were striking 

and captured the attention of the youth 

on foot, as well as people stuck behind 

the wheel in Baghdad’s notorious 

bumper-to-bumper traffic.  The roving 

exhibition remained visible until 8:45 

p.m.   

Amid today's global challenges, slivers 

of hope are just the touch we all need to 

look forward to.  UN Day reminds us of 

this today, and every day.
